the Hlgh Prlest of Protectlon, better

known to many Southern poople ns

the man who ever slnce hls. entrance
into the House of Representntivos hns
stretillOusly resisted the proposnl tr>
roniovo the tarlff duty on cotton lles.
the ftheot-lron bands used lo Itold ln
plaC-c the bagglng coltotn balfW.
tb.oi.igh standing ulwuys for Cree cotton,
1« -a stcadtast belicver ln tlie doctrine
tliat In lovo and war and polltlcs nll
Is rar.
Thls was dnmonslratcil thtf) other dny

r,*2ion lie was making a polltlcal sperioh
ou. the floor ot tbe Houso, antl quptjetl
a resolutlon lntroduced at a meeting
of tho Virginia Dr-mocratbc Assoelatioti
of Ihe District of Colutribla last '.'all,
tle nounclng Wllllam J. Bryan ln lan-
guage whlch ahould not n.ppear in type
frrr promiscuotis reading. Mr. Ualzcll
sftlil tho assoclatjon had ndopti.d tho
r< x^olutlon. The assoclatlon did nc*t adopt
ntjy such resolutlon. It Ls not recalled
tliat the body even voted on tli.e reso¬

lutlon, wilch waa propose.. by nn

errntlc member of tbe nsHoelaU-on, prob¬
ably wltlviut the thought qr thc dosire
-»f Its ndsoptlon. -

Represctntntlve Dalzell Is looked on

Ay Ropubllrann of the Ilouce as pos-
nlbly tho ?.blest man on tliat slde. It Is
Utterly impossiblo for mnny moro or

less nonparcisr.n spectatorn of congres¬
slonal proceedlngs to agree with hls
party e.olleagues. Mr. Dalzell is a

tarlff expert. but as hls only view of
the proteettlve tarlff ls tthat it should
be mado irtlll higher. It ls manlfest
that study and resoarch and dlllgent
burnlng of the mldnlght oll ls unneces¬

sary ln ordor to onablo hlm to malntaln
hls repututlcm. He has an unfortunatc-
ly dlsagreeablo volce, koyed several
notes higher than that oC the average
member, ond thls makes lt unpleasant
to llsten to hlm for any length
of tlme. Mr. Dalzell has beon
ln Congress twenty years, and
during every day ot); that timo
ho has represented .speclal intor-
csta to tho practlcal cxcluslon ol
the masses of tho people of tho coun¬

try. Ho has long chert'shed the ambl-
tion to be Speaker of t'.ie. House. It ls
an ambitlon ho will nevpr sec gratified.
Hls personal popularlty is less than
that of almost any metflber on hls side
who has been hero :tong enough for
hls cQllc-agues to slze hlm up.

To speak of Dalzell always suggosts
Soreno E. Payne. tbe. Republlcan floor
leador. Dalzell has a seat immediatoly
ln rear of Mr. Payne. and Is tho soc¬
ond in command of the forces of tho
Houso. Moses was slow to speech and
nt2u-.i Aaron to do his talklng.
Payne needs Dalzell, and Dalzell
ls always ready.

'

Representatlve
De Armond, of Missouri, sald .some

years ago that the Republicans
of the House were fortunato in
possosslng ln Daltzell a man ready
at all times too anythlng con-
celvable to carry out the wlshes of tho
majority; that whesn tho Republicans
of the Houso agreed that somethlng
should be done so utterly vlcious that
it could r.ot be defended, Dalzell was

always called on. and was always ready
to be put to the front to advocate tht*-
lnlqulty.
That was in the better days of Mr.

Do Armond, when hls appearance on
hls feet was the signal for the galleries
to tlll up, and tho absent members
telllng storles ln tho cloak rooms to
husUe to their seats to listx.n to the
Mlsy-ourlan.
Hls mastery of the art of. Invectlve

was unsurpassed ln those days. In-
deed, thero hns haruly been a man in
Congress in Its history who could sur-

pass Do Armond then in tho uso of
languago adapted to the flaylng of
an nntagonlst wlth celerity and neat-
ness. When Mr. De Armond. in tlie
spring of 1903, n ade tho reference to
Dalzell quoted above, the Mlssourlnn
had been put forward by the JOemo-
crats to do Justice to the. report of the
Commltteo on Electlonj unseating
Wagner, a Democrat elected to Con¬
gress from St. Louls, and seating But-
ler, a Republican. Tho commltteo re-

colvod many thousands of pages of
evidenco In tho caso on a Wednesday,
and reported on 1' e followlng Monday,
clearly without havlng road tho rocord.

Olmstead, of Pennsylvania, as chalr¬
man of tho commlttee, mado tho re¬

port. Mr. Olmstead Und just terml-
nated hls days of apparently conflrmed
bachelorhood by taklng unto himself
a beautiful Virginia woman as his wife,
and hls brldo an.l somo of her frlends
wero In the gauery to hear her hus¬
band speak.
He made a pretty good speech, and

then Mr. De Armond replled. It ls cer¬
taln that not slnglo Democrat who
heard tho speech waa partlsan enough
not to feel sorry for a man whose new
wlfo wns llstenlng to hlm receivo such
a castlgatlon as no member of the
Houso haa received in years.
But Mr. De Armond does not oom-

mand tho attention which was onco

hls when he adi.ressed the presldlng
ofllcer. Ho creates tho impression that
he ls a connrmod mnn-hator. Tho mllk
of human kindness has been curdled in
hls bosom. Ha scolds now whoro ho
onco thundorod and llghtened.

But Sereno E. Payne.Mr. Payne
rarely makos a sot speech. tle oon-
finc. hls leadershlp to objectlng to
leglslation, or to backlng up Dalzell
whonovor the latter, who always acts
as spokesmnn of the Commlttee on

rulo.,, reports a rule, t'.io object otw.tlch ln to whlp ihrotiffh u10 ifomn*
leglslation whlch tho speaker nys
Shftll be ennctnd. Mr. Payno .¦*lmpl»
appears ou hls feet Irmg onough to
utto,- a sentence or tw*o to show hln
followoi-M that thoy must follow thc
tsattar, It |s rnrc, Indeed. that thoy
Uo not follow. O, for a mlnorlt.t as
"litddahlc" and ev*ej*. i,a*( ftfl ",Voll
drllled.

"Payno lias morn ways ot mnltlng
hlmself disiikod tl tan nny man In tlw
House or Fteprosen tatlves." said a mom¬
ber the other dn.y. Mr. Payne alwavn
smlles. Tho nmllo will not come off.
But It doea not indlcate anything ln
thc rnae of Mr. Payno. Hc simply can¬
not help lt. Hc does not at any tlme
indlcate that tlio smJle means moro
than a smllc.
Tho Houso ra.roly gcts a chance to

show that it d'»es not approvo of Mr.
P.iytio. It got It this week. whon tln
propositlon to compol the Ways nnd
Means Oommltt.ce, of which hc la tlio
tltular head, to removc to tho Houso
offlco building v-'as votod on. He hns
not fought ns hard for anythlng at
thls session as ho fought to bo al¬
lowed to rnta.'ln hls commlttoe-room
openlng off t'.m floor of tho Houso,
Instead of havlng to removo to a build¬
ing ovor a block away. He cvon
complalned that ho suffered wlth
rhoumntlsm. whieh mado walklng so
dlfflcult tljat it would bo a hardshlp
to hlm to havo to walk tho distance.
Tho day aftor ho dlscovered thls castl
of rheumatism ho appeared at tht
Capltoi wlth a cane, on whlch ho leant
hoavlly. Tho effeet was good, o~*r-
parently, anel tho followlng day Mr.
Payno appeared leanlng on a crutch.
Thero was much sympatlictlc Inquiry
regardlng his sufforlngs. And thren
hours later the Housq voted, by over
two to ono, to mako tho eommitteo
and tho chalrman move to tbo offlcs
bulldln**.

Mr. Payne showed up tho noxt 4%rwithout crutch or cane.

Some peoplo profess to belleve thatt
*we are nbout to sen Congress submit
to the people a propositlon to amend
the Foderal Constitution so as to pre¬
vent thc uso of Ilquor. Thero ls scarcc-
ly anythlng concefvablc moro dlfllcult
than the amendment of tho organlo
law of Iho Union, owlng to tho wlscly-
cumbersomc manner in whlch amend¬
ment has to be occomplished.a method
flxed by tho framers o* the Constitu¬
tion themselves.
But somo belleve, as I havo stated,

that Congress will adopt thc resolu¬
tion proposed hy Representative Ache-
son, of Pennsylvania. to amend tho
Constitution so as to provide that
whiskey shall not be manufactured,
Imported ot sold ln thls country savo
for medlclnal purposes. Congress ls
very slow to do anythlng whlch lndl-
cates that It is unmlndful of the power-
t'ul sentimt-nt whlch has developcd ln
all sectlons of the country In favor of
the abolition of tho Ilquor traffic.

It would not bo thc most remarkable
thing whlch over happened if Congress
were to take tho vl«w that the people.
"the soverclgn people," of which we
hear a great deal nnd see too little, in
so far as statutes enacted arc con-
cerned.should declde whether Ilquor
ls to be made and sold and drunk In
theso United States. To refuse to take
such view is certain to make troublo
for some members and Cenators.prob¬
ably for n majorlty.

It cannot be sald to be probable that
Congress will adopt the Acheson reso¬
lution, but it is not .so improbable as
many who have not 'duly appreciated
thc strength and wide dlstributlon of
tho temperance sentlment may belleve.

Tho Constitution Itself provides thnt
the Instrument may be amended by
two-thlrds of both houses of Congress
submlttlng to thc peoplo an amend¬
ment, which shall bc ratlflod by thrcc-
fourths of tho States, Jjirough thelr
Legislatures, or by conventions in
three-fourths of the States. It is also
provlded that on thc appllcation of the
Legislatures of two-thlrds of the States
Congress shall call a convention to
consldor r.mendments, and such amend¬
ments shall be valld when ratificd by
the Legislatures of thrce-fourths of
tho States.
Thus it is seon thnt a prohlbltion

amendment to the Constitution would
havo to recelve tho indorsement of tho
Legislatures of thlrty-flve States. aml
Tiiat should Congress refuse to submit
such an nmendmbnt to the. country,
thli'ty-oiie State Legislatures could ac-
complfsh the same end by actlon call¬
lng for a constltutlonal conventlon.
And thls suggests the posslbllity,

somewhat less than remote, of the lat¬
ter actlon being taken. A study of
tho roccnt growth of the prohlbltion
sentlment will Indlcate thnt it would
.not bc a matter of great ditliculty to
Induce the Legislatures of thirty-one
States to ask for a Constltutlonal Con¬
ventlon, judglng solely by tho local
optlon and prohibltlbn legislatlon
enacted by the various Legislatures
wlthln the past few yoars. Conserva¬
tive statesmen would hasten to sub¬
mit a slngle amendment to tho peoplo
rather than have a Constltutlonal Con-
vcnllon assemblo, Olothod wlth power.
as lt would be, to ovcrhaul and mako
over tho entiro body of tbe organit;
law.

There is llttlo llkollhood that thls
Congress, at thls session at least, will
enact any of tho antt-liquor bills ln¬
troduced. It ls probable that the Sen¬
ato Committee on Judlclary will report
a blll giving tho Individual States po¬
llco powers over Interstate shlpments
of Ilquor, and lt is possible, at least,
that such n blll will pass tho Senato,
but thero Is much doubt whether lt
will pass tho House. The Committee
on JUdlclary ls understood to bc al¬
most evenly dlvlded on tho question oC
tho constltutlonallty of tho legislutlon
proposed.
But lt is believed thut a majorlty ls

doubtful, at least, whether tho Con¬
gress has thc power to delogato to tho
States control over interstate oom-

Mcanwhile, thoro is a posslbllity that
tho blll cf Representative Johnson, of
South Carolina, glvlng a Sttile "au¬
thorlty over shlpments ot Ilquor into
Us borders, will cutiso tho Houso Re¬
publlcans some trouble. Thu blll. which
got to iho Interstato Commerce Com¬
mittee instead of the Judlclary Com¬
mittee, whlthei* tho Speaker had been
sending all other measures ot that
character, knowlng the declded tom-
peranco vlews ol' several of the ineiii-
bers of the former, and the vlew of a
probable majorlty of tho latter that tha
bills woro unconstltutional, will prob-
ibly got on tho Houso calendar, as
ihdlcated tn thls rorrespondonco some
days ago, But there ls mlghty little
L-hanco that it will pass.

It ls understood that the prohlbitlon-
Ists' plan to mako a llght on members
if Congress who show themselves un-
frlcndly to tlio cause, and falling to
olect a Congress whlch will vott* for
a. prohlbltion law, they-will then turn
thelr guns on tho Stato Legi.-^tturoS,
and keop up the struggle until two-
thlrds of tlio Statea shall havo elected]
Legislatures whlch will petitlon Con¬
gress for a constltutiona! convention
to "prohlbttionlzo" tho organlo law.
The plan looks simplo. Thn moral
wave is daahliig hlgh theso days.
