Thosa In favor of this proposition
overlnok the fact that the Federal
government was created by the
Sintes, and the States éxpressly re-
served unio themselves the power
and the right to say who zhall vota
and who shall not vote.  Now;
wlhy should the IFederal govern-
ment undertake to foroe upon the
States something they donot want?
To {llustrate, New York refuses the
right of suflrage to women. Why
should they Join in a ecrusade to
Inglst that the right of suffrage
upon women should be conferred
In the State of Georgla?

“The right to vote ls exerclsed
nuder what we eommonly call the
police power of the States, and It
Is n serious questlon whether we
should attempt to  divide that
power. Ho far It has been proved
that It {3 hest to leave It entirely
withh the States. But {nsistence
upon suffrage is only a step, that
18 followed by marriage and divorce
and several other sentimental prop-
ositions,

"When the question Is firmly
presented as to whether  women
ehall vote or not, we shall have to
argue the question on different
Unesa, I am perfectly wllling to say
that sinca I have been In Congress
I have nover seen a memher of the
Committee on the Judlelnry who
falt favorably Inellned to this pro-
posed act. Another thing might
be said In this conneectlon, and that
ig that our Democratle frlends will
not ha asleep when the nttempt Is
made to deprive the States of this
Union of any part of thelr pollca
power."
