The Senate was called to order at
10 o'clock, and many bille which had
been passed in the House were Ia-
forred to the proper committees, There
wera no committeg reports, and the
chalr @nnounced that the Senator from
Rockingham  had the floor. Senator
Koezell was about to resums his
speach In defenzé of tlle conférence
report on the approprietion bhill whaere
he left off on Saturday night,. bus he
yiolded to Senator Echols. The latten
declared that though on  Saturday
night lie made the motion to accept

the report, after hearing the Sena-
torg express thelr opinions, It had be-
come - plain ta him that the repart

wouldnot beadopted. Therefore he wish-
el to withdraw hls motion and ask
that the report be recommitied. This
was agresibls to Senator Keezell, but
the chalr suggested that the report be
withdrawn. As the main objection to
1 report seemed to be to the estab-
shing twp normal schools, Senator
Halsey thought It would he a good
Idea to Instruct the committes as to
the sense of the Senate on that sub-
Ject,

Senntor Echols strongly opposed
this, The report, he sald, eould not he
satlsfactory to all, There were clauses
‘to which ‘he objected, hut he knew
that the commlttea had done its hest

“I beg the Senate to do nothing
which swill tie the hands of the com-
mittee,” he sald. “I heg you not to
{nstruct them, but leave this matter

Senator Strode thought the position
taken by the Senator from Augusta was
right. Nothing should ba done In any
wiay to hinder the progress of the
Conference Committes, but should the
committes bring in a record roport
which dld not meet with the Senator's
approval, he thought then some in-
struction should be given.
