DIES WITH PRAYER ON LIPS
Tliiirmnn luirrU lo I'rny, Help* to All-

Jtlst Hope, nnd In lliingrd.

NORFOLK, VA., Aprll 10..Wlthmit
a vlslble trenior, nnd asfllstlng the offl¬
cers ot the law In adjustlng thn nouse
wllh a lirm bellef that lio had made
peace wlth God, Leo C. Thurman, trieel
and convlctcd of the brutal murder ol
Walter P. Dolsen, n. ellHcharged nm-

rlne, was hanged thls mornlng nt 6:0c
ln the yard of thn clty .tall.

Tlio executlon piiBsed eiff without n
hltch. The condemned r.inn's neck If
sald to hnve been broken, anel he wat
pronouncod deatl Iji ten mlnutes. Ile
made no Htnteinetit on the Bcaffold be-
yorid the utterance of a fervent prayer
preceding tlu- linal prayer of (ho Rev
Father Walsh, hls splrltual advlser.
The conelemned nian's last nlght or

p.irth was spent In wfltlng letters ie
hls mother. slster and frlends. H«
ate a hearty suppei .mel late In the
nlght received and read a letter fron
hls mother and slster. It was 1
o'olock thls mornlng when he Ir Ir
down, seemlngly In the best of splrlts
and asklng the death watch to arous*
him promptly at 5 A. M. ln a few
mlnutes he was, to nll appnarances
fiiat asleep.

It was wllh some little dliliculty that
the condemned rnan was aroused at '

o'clock. But he waa on hls feet
promptly and rjulckly dressed, takins
pains to make hls personai appearanct
neat. He declined anythlng to eat. but
later called for a cup of ,coffee and a
elgarette. Attorney James G. Martln
called a few mlnutes later and held a
prlvate conference wlth Thurman.
The nature of thelr lntervlew was

not given out. Father Wnlsh, hls splr¬
ltual advlser. came enrly. nnd for
twenty mlnutes was closetetl wlth the
prisoner, recelvlng hls finai confesslon
and udmlnlRterl,ng communion. He
went through the ordenl well and
Heemed to gather Insplration for hls
last tnoments on earth.
Followlng several nioments of chat

witli those to offlelate at the executlon.
Deputy Sergnant Grny announced at
5:50 that the tlmo had arrlved, and
th" march to the scaffold, less than a
mlnute's walk from the ja.ll. was taken
up. Agaln the prisoner showed hls
nervousness by the rapld and IVigthy
strldes he took. the deputles and wlt-
nesses havlng to almost trot to kee-p
up with him. He was not handctiffed,
at hls own request. and mounted the
scaffold quickly.
Kneellng on the rough boards of th»

structure, Thurman offered up a fer¬
vent and intelllgent prayer. asklng God
to bless and save him. Everybody
was vlslbly affected. Those who had
been lntlmately assoclated wlth him
during hls long connnement in Jall
broke down and wept. Jumplng to hls
feet, Thurman asslsted in the adjust¬
lng of the rope about his neck and
stepped on the trap. Tho Bev. Father
Walsh offered a fervent prayer ln be-
half of the condemned man. and stepped
to one side.

lt was 6:05 when there was an oml-
nous cllck: the doors of the scaffold
swung down, and Thurmtn's body shot
downward. The executlon was wit-
nessed by the Rev. Father Walsh.
James G. Martln. his attorney: She.riff
Lawler and two deputies. Sherlff Crom-
well. of Norfolk county; Dr. B. M. Ba¬
ker, the Jall physlclan, and newspaper
reporters. Less than a dozen outslders
were present.

It 13 belleved that the manuscript
left by the dead man. and whlch Is to
be opened to-morrow by Sherlff Law-
ler, James G. Martln and Charles G.
Kizer at 10:30 A. M.. wlll be a further
confesslon of hls crime. in whlch ho
wlll exonerate Walter P. Dolsen from
the accusatlons made in a previous
confesslon. However. thls is mere. con-
Jecture. Mr. Kizer declares that tlie
dead man told him lt was a new state¬
ment. He asks that It be publlshed anel
isold, the proceeds to go to hls mother.

R0UT STRIKE-BREAKERS
Serlous Rlot Follows Arrdval tn Pen-

nacola.Fifteen Injurcd.
PE.VSACOLA. FLA.. April 10.The

brlnglng of a carload of strlke-breakers
from St. Louls thls afternoon by the
Pensacola Electric Company was the
signal for rloting and disorder. whlch
resulted ln the injurlng of fifteen of
the imported men. No sooner had the
strlke-breakers arrlved and started for
the car sheelg than a fight occiirred be¬
tween them and the sympathizers of
the union men. anel from. the corner of
Palfox and Wrlght Streets. where the
first hattle occurreri, there was a con-
tlnual rlot, in whlch hricks, bottles
and shells were hurled at the strlke-
breakers, and in turn the latter flred
shots and used heavy stlcks and brlcks.
For over an hour the rlot contlnued,
the strlke-breakers gradually getting
nearer to the car barns,. but before
they reached that haven fifteen had
been wounded.
So flerce wns the onsnlught near the

barns that the strlke-breakers sepa-
rated and fied. Thlrty sought refuge
in a negro's house. while the remalnder
barrlcaded themselves |n the car barns.
The thlrty men who gaineri the negrei
house barlcaeled tlie doors, and it took
the pollce over an hour to disperso
the moh and remove the men to places
of safety.
The Mayor has lssued a proclamation

closing all saloons, anel the Board of
Publlc Safety has ordered the marshal
to swear in a sufflcient number of dep¬
uties to quell the dlsturbance. Sev-
enty strlke-breakers were marched by
the pollce to the clty Jall, where they
wlll be kept in safety to-nlght.

WILL ORDER FOl'R SHIPS,
DECLARES MR. HOBSON

WASriiMGTON, D. C, April 10.
Representative Rlchmond Pearson Hob-
son declared thls afternoon that the
House would nmend the naval appro-prlatron bill so as to provlde for the
construction of four battleships Instead
of two, as recommended by tho com-
mittee.

Mr. Hobson sald he had made a cares-
ful poll of the House, and that he was
eertaln that more than a majorlty stood
with hlni in advo.catlng tlie four battle¬
ships.

Justice Dowling, of New York,
Grants Ransom Divorcefrom
Wife Alrcady Divorced.

FAILED TO SERVE
NOTICE ON DEFENDANT
Mrs. R.nsotn, a Xative of Vir¬
ginia, Brought Action L'nder
State Stattilcs, Was Granted

Divorcc, and Married.
Divorcc Not Good

in Law.

NEW YORK, Aprll fo..A divorcc
declslon that has attracted at-
tentlon throughout the UnltiO
States was arrlrmed to-day by
the appeiiate dlvlslon of tli<;

Supreme Court. lt waa that of Porte
V. Ilansom, who obtalncd from Justice
Dowling, of the Supreme Court, a de-

j cree of dlvorce from Mrs. George L.
j Brownlng, of Madlson county, Va. The
case attracted attentlon because of
novel foatures. lt appears that Mrs.

j Eva B. Hlll Ransom, wlfe of tho plaln-
tlff. left thla clty and went to her
tormer horne ln Vlrglnla, where ahe
ohtalned a dlvorce from Ransom ih
a Clrcult Court Of Vlrglnla on the
one ground recognlzed by the courts of
New York. In February, 1906, five
years after obtainlng her decree, nhe
marrled George L. Brownlng, a promt-
nent Washlngton lawyer and law part-
ner of Representatlve James Hay. of
Vlrglnla, who appeared as Mrs. Ran-
eom's lawyer.
On Aprll 24, 1904, Ransom began an

action for dlvorce here because she was
Iivlng wlth Brownlng. Justlce Dowl¬
ing gr.nted Ransom the decree, and
thls Judgment Is now afhrmed by the
appellate dlvlslon.

>'o Pemonal Notice.
Ransom did not defend the Vlrglnla

action brought by hls wife, because
no sefvlce was made on hlm except by
pnbllcatlon, under the Vlrglnla statutett,
and herein lles the legal questlon,
whlch In all llkellhood will take the
case to the Unlted State Supreme
Court.
The Vlrglnla decree was granted to a

bena fide resldent of the State. Madl¬
son belng Mrs. Ransom's natlve place,
and she had returned to her home and
relatlves there. The decree ln Virginia
was granted after a full hearlng and ln
conformlty with the Vlrglnla statutes.

Justlce Dowling-was compelled. as
he stated ln hls opinion, to flnd as a
conclusion of law that the Vlrg.nia
dlvorce was of no force and effect
against Ransom because of the lack of
personal serviee.

Justlce Dowling quoted at length
from the Haddock declslon of the
Unlted States Supreme Court to show
that foreign decrees granted wlthout
personal serviee are not entltled to
obllgatory enforcement ln thls State,
and on that he based hls decree ln
Ransom's favor. The thlrty-slxth find-
Ing of fact by Justlce Dowling reads:
"The d_fendant (Mrs. Ransom) ls en¬

tirely blameless for the sltuatlon out
of whlch thls action has arlsen."
The appellate dlvlslon to-dny af-

firmed this declslon with costs. No
oplnlon was written. but the coneur-
rlng memorandum by Justlce Laughlin
volced ln no uncertaln words the need
of unlform leglslatlon ln dlvorce cases.
The memorandum says in thls regard:

"It Is hlgh time that a movement
was lnstltuted ln the Leglslature or
by the trlal courts by whlch dlvorces
shall not be granted. exceptlng In those
cases where the court can obtaln such
jurlsdlctlon over the defendant that lt
must be recognlzed by every other
State and Territory in the land."

LADIES INJURED IN RUNAWAY
Mrs, Hoberson, of Chnrlottesvllle, and

Mrs. Hanckel, of Norrolk, Hurt.

CHARLOTTESVILLE, VA., April 10..
Mrs., Alice Robertson, wife of the late
Judge Wllliam J. Robertson, and her
daughter. the. wlfe of Judge Allan R.
Hanckel. of Norfolk, were probably se-
rlously injured In a runaway accident
two miles north of the city.
A strap broke nnd the horse ran,

throwlng Mrs. Hanckel violently to the
ground. It ls feared that her skull ls
fraetured. Both ankles aro badly
spralned. Mrs. Robertson's skirt caught
in the buggy step, and sho was drag-
ged some dlstance, the wheel cuttlng
deep gashes ln ono of her legs, tearlng
the tendons loose. Even should she
su.vlve the shock It ls possible that
the injured limb may havo to be am-
putated.

Mrs. Robertson was brought to Char-
lottesville by a colored man, who found
her In a seml-dellrlous condltlon on the
roadside. Unable to walk, Mrs. Hanckel
was plcked up a half-hour later by a
passerby.

NORFOLK, VA.. April 10..JudgeAlan R. Hanckel, of the CorporationCourt, was called to CharlottesVille,Va., thls mornlng by a telegram an-

nounclng that hls wlfe and her mother,
Mrs. Roblnson. had been serlously in¬
jured in a runaway. Judge Hanckel left
immedlately for Chnrlottesvllle.

Is Exonerated;

PURSUED DAUGHTER;
THREATEN'ED FATHER

Despcrate Fiend Tries to Ricie
Young Girl Down, Breaks Into
House, and When Ordered
Away, Makes Move to

Attack Bishop,
WhoShoots.

SMITH'S CROSa ROADS, VA.. April

10..Bearl Moss, a .p^sperate
young negro, was shot and
kllled Into yesterday afternoon
hy Mr. J. M. Blshop. a promi¬

nent anel highly respected cltizen,
whose llfe he threatened when ordered
off' tho place, after he had attempted
ar. assault upon Mlss Louise Blshop, a
pretty glrl of fourteen, nnd hroken
Into lier home and drlven her out. A
coroner's jury exonerated the father.
Tho conduct of the negro was das-

tardly In tho extreme. He had been to
UoycUon to attend the celebratlon of
Aprll 9th. usually observed by the
negroes ln thls county. Beturning
home. he posed the resldence of Mr.
Blshop about slx mlles west of here.
Seelng Miss Louise Blshop, the beautl-
fu! fourteen-year-old daughter of Mr.
Blshop, he accosted her. Mlss Blshop
ran to ih>> house, whlch was but a short
dlstancc away, and as the negro was
on a mule he attempted to rlde over
tho glrl before reaclilng the house.
However, in thls he falled. and beforo
be could dismount she had galned tha
door and succeeded In boltlng the same.
She thought her posltlon then secure,
whlch soon provea to be false. as the
negro succeeded ln breaklng the door
and Immedlately entered. whereupon
the glrl ran out of the other door. ac-
conipanied by her little baby sister,
about flve years old. who was her solo
companion, the remalnder of the family
belng from home, except the father.
who was in the fleld' at work. and
whose attention the girl soon attracted
by her perslstent screams.

Threntenii thp Fnther.
She was pursued by tha negro, al¬

though but a short time elapsed before
the father arrived, ivho Immedlately
ordered the nogrn to leave. fVhe.reu.porthi poiiiC.veiy refuied, aay'.ng hff coi.ld
klll as rriany scoundrels as any one,
and proceeded to thrust hls hand ln his
left hlp pocket, as If to draw a re¬
volver. Mr. Bishop ran into the house
and secured his gun. Being further
pursued by the negro. he shot at him.
tlie ioad strlking near hls heart. The
negro fell dead pn the porch of Mr.
Blshop's resldence.
There was another negro near who

was an eyewltness to the shootlng
narned Jordan Moss; adso the daugh¬
ter of Mr. Blshop, on whom tho at¬
tempted assault was made.
Justlce A. S. Bustard called the fol¬

lowlng coroner's Jury last nlght: W. H.
TunstaM. J. C. Phllllps. XV. H. Elani.
Jr., .1. R. Cooper, T. L. "Willard. T. H.
Elng and XV. J. <7oopor. The negro,
Jordan Moss. tenlfled to the shootlng.
stating that the negro was ordered by
Mr. Blshop to leave the place; also
that the negro would not have been
shot had he not perslsted In followlng
Mr. Blshop. as if to klll him.
Mr. Bishop was exonerated by the

jury.
The body of Bearl Moss was exam-

Ined carefully, and 30 cents ln money
and a r.air of brass knucks were a'.l
that were found on same. the knucks
belng ln the left pocket.the one that
Moss thrust hls hand into before beinjr
shot.

ARGUMENT of the ense of Vir¬

ginia vs. AVest A'lrglnla was
completed In the Supreme
Court of tho Unlted States
thls afternoon. John G. Car¬

lisle concluded for AVest A'lrglnla
nnd Attorney-aonernl Wllliam A. An-
derson for the Stnte of A'lrglnla.

Mr. Carlisle relled entirely upon tlie
AVhoolIng ordlnance nnd tho blndlng
eft'ect of the constltutlonal provlslon
adopted by AA'ost Vlrglnla, dlrectlng tlie
the Leglalature to nscortaln what pro¬
portion of the debt of the orlglnal
Stato should be borne by tho now State,
arid flxlng- the nrnnner ln whlch thls
should be asoertalned. The ordlnance
nnd leglslatlve act, Mr. Carlisle enn-
trnded. had been recognlzed by the
Leglslature of A'lplnla. and also by
counsel for A'lrglnla ln the case pencl-
ing.
The court manlfested deep lnterest

In Mr. Carllsle's argument, and several
questlons were proposed by members
of the court.
"When did the Wheetlng ordlnance

take effect?" asked Mr. Justlce Harlan.
"Immedlately upon its belng pro-

pounded," replied Mr. Carlisle.
"By whom?" a_ked the Justlce.
"By the convention." sald Mr. Car¬

lisle.
"AA'here did the convention get Its

aiithority?" asked Justlce Harlan.
Mr. rarllsle undertook to show that

the conventlon was authortzed hy the
people. who, flndlng themselves wlth¬
out a genuine State government. A'lr¬
glnla having seeeded from the Unlon.
set up a. government de, jure as well as
de facto. Such a convention as that
which adopted the Constitutlon of AVest
Vlrglnla had the power of all constl¬
tutlonal conventlons. the. power of the
people themselves.

Strong Cloaluc.
Mr. Carllsie and Mr. Spooner made

able arguments froni thelr vlewpolnts,but nelther evinced that Intlmate fa¬
miliarity wlth the case as was shown
hy Mr. Conrad and Mr. Harrlson in
thelr arguments yesterday. and by Mr.
Anderson in hls argument closing for
the State to-day. Attorney-General
Anderson in hls argument contended
that West A'lrglnla was Uable for both
one-thlrd of the orlglnal State's debt
and lnterest from January 1. 1861. the
date fixed by the AA'heeling conventlon
for making settlement. He contended
that lt was an Interest-bearlng dabt
ln equlty and ln law. Two-thfrds of
every dollar of the Indebtedness due
from AA'est Vlrglnla represents lnter¬
est. Mr. Anderson argued that West
A'lrginia was also bound by the action
of tho Whoeling conventlon of Vlrglnla
of 1863. transferlng to AVest A'lrglnla
all the State property wlthln the bor¬
ders of the new State, on condltlon that
West A'lrglnla should assume a fair
share of the State debt. The act of
Congress admlttlng AArest A'lrglnla to
the Unlon also requlred that she as¬
sume her proportion of VIrglnla's In¬
debtedness. Mr. Anderson made an
exceedlngly lucld and strong argument.

BRYAN MEN HEAR TAFT
Glnd, He Say; for Them to Have Op_

portunlty to Hear Sound Doctrlue.
LOUISATLLE. KV.. Aprll 10..Secre¬

tary of War AA'lllIam H. Taft to-nlght
e.nded a busy five hours In Loulsvllle
by a spoech at tlie Hopkins Theatre.
The Secretary held a publlc. recepfinn
thls afternoon at the Gn.lt House. Af¬
ter dlnner at the resldence of Marshali
Bulllt, the Secretary addressed an over-
flow ln front of tho thoatre. Secre¬
tary Taft. was nolslly welcomod on en-
torlng th* house.

REFUSING last nlght to strlks
thn November pledge from tha
prlmary tlcket after Judge
Kclth. of tho Supreme Court

The real
flght before tho committee camo on a
motlon to suspend tlio rules made by
Mr. B, B. Thomasson. Its counsel, ln
the court proceedlngs, and a member
who had orlglnally supported the pro¬
posltlon whlch aroused the hostlltty of
liundreds of loyal Democrats. Mr.
Thomasson urged reconslderatlon on
tho ground of expedlar.cy, but hls mo¬
tlon lackerl th«i two-thirds majority.
This means that the double pledge, VllJ
be exacted from all who exerclse thoir
rlght of suffrage on Tuesday next.

Three llallle
There were three rallles last nl._t

in widely scattered sectlons of the clty.
that held at Corcoran Hall being _d-
tlressed by the candidates for Mayor.

It was the slxth jolnt appearance of
tho mayoralty asplrants. and the hall
was crowded wlth enthuslastlc voters.
.ludge Rlchardson led off,- recelvlng a
rouslng receptlon. Hls speech was
rather splcy at tlmes, though It was
along usual llnes. and he brought
out very few polnts whlch he had not
prevlously dlscussed.
When the Mayor was presented thero

wns some hlsslng ln the rear of tho
hall. whlch was qulckly abandoned
under wlthering crltlclsm of tha
speaker. Captain McCarthy spoke for
perhaps an hour, and though he was
at tlmes vlgorous ln hls replies to
Judge Rlchardson's references to hlm,he closed by compllmentlng his com-
petltor as an estimable and worthygentlemnn.
An amusing incldent occurred whl'e

the Mayor waa speaklng. In stamplnghls foot by way of emphasis he slippedoff the platform. whlch is about two
feet hlgh. The crowd yelled wlth
laughter.
The Mayor smiled and steped back

on the stage. resuming hls speech as
though nothlng- had happened.
The two candidates will meet at Mon¬

roe Hall. In Clay Ward, to-nlght, and
wlll wlnd up at Sanger Hall. on Mon¬
day nlght.
The other meetings last nlght were

at Nelson's Hall, ln Fulton, and at
Henry Clay Club. No. 23 Malden Lane.
They were addressed excluslvely by
candidates for tho Councll.

Court Would Siot Interfere.
The day was full of excltement to

those who had walted patlently for
sotr.e change of program by whlch tha
prlmary would be open to all who
clalmed to bo Democrats. Not satlsfled
wlth tho rultng of Judge Ingram in.
the mandamus appllcation, counsel for
voters applled to hlm agaln ln the Law
and Equlty Court early In the mornW
Ing. thls time for an Injunctlon, whlch\
was promptly refused. Intmedlately
the case was transferred to the Su¬
preme Court, -where Judso Kelth heard
argument, aml then in a verbal oplnlon,
announced that ho would not interfere,

In tho amended complalnt, or in¬
junctlon, James A. Moncure, Levin
Joynes and XV. L. Koyall contendiid
that as Democrats and cltlzens they
would bo deprtved of tlie prlvllege of
votlng ns a result of tho pledge. The
legal polnts -were ably presented for
nnd against the motlon by the same
lawyers who had appeared in the man-
damus proceedlngs on Wednesday, Mr,
Charles V. Meredlth, however, beln^
engaged as assoctate counsel for thu
cltlzens. For two hours or more tha
case was argued, Judgo Kotth flnally
atatlng from tho bench that/ he would
sustatn tha law as Intorpreted by Judgt
Ingram,

Coutest Shlfts to Committee.
On tho heols of thls doelsiou the con¬

test wns shlfted to tlio Clty Committee.
Mr. Thomasson leading the movement
for reoonsuleratlon of the plt.dgo mat¬
ter.
