Editor of The Times-Dispitch;
Sir,—1 trust you will allow m‘! a
small epace In your valuable columns
to say a few words by way of answer
1o an artlcle, which appeared in your
issue of Marech 23d, under the title of
“The Chaingang.” I note the Bee, of
Danvyille, Va,, claims to voice the senti-
ment of the people of Danville regard-
!llpi Lhe chalngang syvstem opr rule, as
1t I8 condueted there; and the BHee and
people are together In expressing thelr
Indignation ngalnst it, and contend that
it 'should be abollshed, It must hae
Hkely that there are different modes
and different limitations prescribed by
Lthe laws of different States for con-
ducting Lhe chalngang husiness. The
writer has seen chaingang caonvicts In
North Caroling only, and has not keen
nor heard of any unjust trentment
there. They work wherever the offl-
aers  cfirect, and their guards take
them, whether in towns or in the coun-
try; Aand if people wish to see them
they have to go where the eonvicts are
al work. If for bad weather ar any
olher cause they are not at work, they
are provided wilh tente, and are kept
In them. Wa know nothing of thelr
being chalned, cabled or roped together
and marched through strests for a pib-
He exhiblt, & “harrewing spectacle” to
the townspeople, or In arder to hu-
milinte the convicls, We. do not helleve
In unnecessary punishment to cven the
indifferent and obstinate, There are
those, however, upon whom severer
punlshment has to be inflcted to sub-

dug them and galn their obedience.
There are few i{f any who find thelr
way to the chaingang through Igno-

rance, They are aware when their
crimes are committaed that If they are
landed In the hands of the law, that
tribunal will send them toe the chain-
gang. We have assurance that a large
percentage of the chaingang patrons
are possessed of the qualitication of
lazlness, and we hold that to put them
where they are forced to work s pun-
{shment wlthin itself, and {8 hetter Tor
the county and State than to alt them
down In Jall in idleness, to be provided
for at the expensa of the taxpayers,
Their, offenses may he trivinl, or they
may be of more serious proportions:
therefore, thelr terma with the chain
appliance are regulated by the gravity
of thelr erimes. So far as humiliating
sueh eonvicts, from what we have no-
ticed, their belng In the chalngang doey
not have that effect. As to the dls-
grace, we contend that the party dis-
graces hlmself when he commits (he
erime which sends him to the chain-
gang. and that the disgrace 1s not
upon the State, county or corporntion.
Wea deplore the fact that any should
alnk to such an ahl that they will com-
mit erimer for which the law says they
must suffar, and wa should he glad to
see o higher state of morals, but the
transgressors must be punished. The
chalngang Is f sultable place to 'deter!’
Lthe ovildoars, whera they can pay at
lanal o part of thelr expenses, and rea-
{nin their physler! farcer, which they
may declde durlng thair term to use
in A more honorahle way when they ara

Yl released.

American Trade With Japan

BY FREDERIC J. HASKIN.
¥ Yokohama.
War or any other cause that would
interrupt trade relations bhetween Jn-
pan mnd the United States would im-
medintely paralyze the internal husi-
ness geonomy  of thls country. Tho
Unjted Etaies l& Japan's best customor,
and taokes one-thiird of all that it has
Lo #ell, These exports which go to Amer-
fean markets are almoat all the pro-
duct of Japanese Iabor, and the increns-
ing trade with the United States means
more employment al hilgher wages.
Any Interruption of this trade will
spell disaster to the eommon people of
Japan, and it !5 not too much to say
that, In a material way, Japan's very
lite depends upon tha malntenance of
good commercial relatlons with the
linited Btates, The folly of a Japanese
governmental poliey which might tena
to lessen Lthe export husiness to Amer-
lea {8 too apparent to require notlee.
Yokohama ranks third among the ports

of the world In the amount of exports
shipped to the Unlted States: Paris be-
ing first and London second. The most

important item of export is siik. This
product strikingly {llustrates the Jap-
anese depandency upon  the United
States, because the recent Wall Street
panlc was more disastrous In (te reanlts
in Japan than at home, owing to the
falling off In demands in raw silk for
the New .Jersey factories. ‘The ware-
houses here are choked with bales of
sllk that long ago should have bhean
on thelr way to Amerfea. Capltal to
the extent of $35,000,000 Is tied up In
Lthis way.

Notwithsianding this temporary dull-
ness, the future of the sllk businees In
Japan 15 bright. If poiitics or war do
not Interrupt, the Unlted States will
renew its old demand and Japan wlll
prosper.  Domestle condltlons in Jap-
an are peculinrly adapted to the suc-
cessful produetion of silk. In mast sllk
countries, only one crop of mulberry
leaves can be obtalned In a season,
but In Japan there are three crops.
Large tracts of rough volcanie land,
entirely worthless for other purposes,
are adapted to ralsing mulberry shrubs,
and eventually will be put to thls use.
Mueh of this land Is located arourtd
the base of Fujlyama, Japan's sacred
mountain, Cheap labor is another ad-
vintage Japan enjoys over other sllk-
producing countries. Here the farmer
ralses sllk worms us a4 slde line, the
women and chlldren gathering the
leaves and feeding the ravenous little
worms that make the slllc.

Ten j8 the second item of Importance
In the exports from Japan to Amerien,
but the fulurs of Lhis business Is not
g0 promising. For several vears past,
there has been a marked falllng oft in
the volume of the shipments, and there
is still & mernera)] feeling of depression
in the trarde. The causes of this stag-
nation seam to ho Llhe strong competi-
tion of Ceylon and Formosa, and the
unfajr business: methods of the Japa-
nese flrms,

Though Japanese porcelain has a mar-
ket in all parts of the world, the United
States I8 & mueh larger consumer ihan
any other country: in fact, almost half
of the porcelain shipped from the port
of Yokohama goes to Amerlea. This s
another Industry  that probably will
have a large developmenl because of
Its adaptation to loeal conditions. The
artistle temperament of the Japanese
workmen makes them very- akilful fdee-
orators, and wages are extremely low,
because the business Is conducted as a
hotzehold industry, While most of the
work is done by hand, one large mach-
Inery plant has heen Installed. This
madern  factory employs tully 4,000
operatives, and Ils entire oulput goes
to the American market in competition
Wilth the cheap product of Germany.
Most of the tooth brushea used In
the: United States are made by women
aml girls In eountry homes in the vicin-
Ity ‘of Oanka, The bone used in the
manufacture of  these brushes is
brought from_ Chicago, the wood from
China, and the bristles from Russin.
Tha reason thal this hns become the
centre of such an Industry, in the ab-
sance of all the raw materials necded
iz the abundance of cheap labor,
Workors may be had for 10 cents n day.

Another “branch of homo | Industry
thet [s steadily increasing. Is the man-
ufacture of  cevtaln kinds of lnen
zoods, The materlal for these articles
15 Imported from Great Rrltaln, sent
io the eountry district of Japan, whers
men, women und ghildren do the em-
broldary and drawn-work on It after
which it frequently finds Its way back
to the eountry .of [ts origin. This
work s yvery highty nrized ror ladles'
wilats, and tho country peopiea who
tedipualy. work out the ‘exquisite pot-
terps  earn  from b to 154 centd a

day, While this may strike an Amer-
lean as starvation woges, It Is quite
the eontrary in rural Japan. The na-

tives are very deft in thls kind of nee-
dle work, and thalr habits of living are
extromely frugal, While all the mem-
bers’ of & large famlly are glven em-
ployment, thelr total Income rlses 1o
an amount that & considerable, when
ndged by Orlental slandards.  Ahout
32,000,000 worth of thls work finds (ts
way Into the United States every vear,

A new item In the sxports from JIap-
an to the United States Is lumber, Thera
are axtenslve foreats of hardwood, both
ini Northarn and, Southarn’ Japan, and
lumbaer from them ean bhe laid down in
Callfornin in largo quantities at lowen
capt than Orvegon pine.

The con-
version of many of the people from rice
eating to bread cating I8 one of the
most striking soclologleal features of
the new era In thls country.

Other important f{tems among the
American mports to Japan are oll,
wax, paper, leather, lead, machinery,
chemicals, rubber goods, cars, wheels,
leaf tobaceo, drugs, electrical appa-
ratus, engines and bollers, machine tools
and watches. ‘Thus It will. be Feen
that the bullkc of Amerfean trade in Jap-
an 1s of such a character that thero is
no Immediate possibility of a decreasa
in demnnd. In fact, the varled char-
acter of Japan's manufacturlng enter-
prises, and the extensive scale on which
they are planned, will stimulate rather
than deprsxs many lines of goods,

One Important ‘exceptlon must be
Inade to the foregoing statement, how-
ever, and that is In’'regard to cottpn
goods, The Japanese undoubtedly in-
tend Lo supplant the American cotton
goods trade in “Manchuria, Korea apd
North China if they can, and the Amer-
fean: manufacturers will have to exer-
clse the utmost vigilance to protect
the great trade they have developed
in this fleld. In thelr efforts to attract
the Chinese trade for Japanese-made
cotion yarns, the Japanese spinners
have tnken advantage of the great na-
tlonnl fault of the Chinese—gambling,
The cotton markets at Osaka send hales
of ‘cotton yarn Into the Chinese mar-
kets, with tho sfatement that in some
of thesatbales will be found prize tick-
ets, which will entitle the finder to a
handsome sum of money. A Chinaman
takes to a lottery as a duck to water,
und the effect was lo boom Japanesa
trade., But as the Chinesg taotajs and
mandaring live altogether by the con-
duct of ofiiclal lotteries, they scented n
Japanese competitor, and have forhidden
the Importation of cotton yarns with
prize tickets attached.

Serlous as Lthe other nations may re-
gard Japan's attempts to corner the
market for her products In Chinese tor-
ritory, a nation ‘so poor in natural raw
resources cannot maintaln anw attitude
of commoerclal exclusion. Japan must
luva forelgn trade to llve, and nobody
Knowsybetter than tha Japanese busl-
ness man that the United States is tha
biggest and most profiteble factor in
thar Ufe-suatalning trade, Whaotaver
the military eliqua may think or dao,
the husiness men and the lahoring men
of Japan will oppose to the last diteh
any Bovernmental nrogram which
might result in A cessation of EXports
to the United States,
