Hamburg, Germnn*.. owes lts enor¬

mous growth of irnde to the develop-
ment of the Elbe. As an exnmple of
whnt thls has meant to Hamburg, lt
may be recalled that in 1S77 only
ir>,fl00 tons of petroleum came to Ham¬
burg, whllo 213,000 tons went to Bre-
mon on the Weser. ln 18"fl Bremen's
petroleum trafflc was reduced to 86,000
tons, while Hamburg's Increased to 269.000
tons. This is only one of the articles
of commerce, and the growth of tho
others Is almost equally Impresslve.
No one cnn doubt, therefore, thnt under
pioper conditions tne development of
inlnnd watcrways Is ,. matter of tho
greatest moment to cltles. Prlma facle
it ought to be a good thing for Rlch¬
mond to develop as far as posslble
river-borne commerce. but before tak-

and water front at a cost of about
.250,000, the Clty Councll ought to ob-
tnin answers to these questlons:

Llver?
What advantages would this method

of transportatlon bring to our city?

An Important mnrltlme project was
submltted yesterday afternoon to the
members of tbo Academy ol Sclences,
Paris, when M. Bouquet de La Grye,Doyen, of (he Sectlon of Geography
and Navlgatlon. stiggcsted tlie possl¬blllty of trarlsmlttrng Himultancously
by wlreless telcgraphy to tbe shlpplng
of tbe world the tlmo of day based on
Ibe mcrldian of Greenwlch or that of
Paris.

Tlie wlreless statlon at the Klff.l
Tower can trnnsmlt radlographln mes-
sages to a dlstance of I,«*60 mlles, so
that nll of the Medltcrrancnn and a
lnrge portlon of tlie Atlantlc Is wlthln
Its zone of communicatlon. But If, us
proposed, Instead of the towcr statlon,
whlch Ih only 900 feet hlgh. a ".vii't-
less post were erected on the Peak of
Tenerlffe. nt n height of over 11,000
feet, practlcally the entlre ourface of
tho earth would be wlthln reach *f Its
radlographic commtinicatlon*.
The Academy appolnted a special

commisslon, under the chalrmanshlp of
-M. Becquerel. Hs distliiKulsbed presi¬
dent. to examlne the posslblllty of
carrylng out M. Bouquet de La GryJ's
proposnf. the reallzallon of whb'h
would render Immense servlces to
navlgatlon; apd should they report In
Its favor. tbe varlous government-
would be Invited to come to an Inter-
national aKrcement hy whicli the hour
of noon or midnight would bo trnns-
mlttcd dally to every shlp In thc world
fitted wlth wlreless apparatus.
Midnight would probably he chosen

because of tbe trannulltlty of the at-
mospliere st that hour, and the ho-
sencc of tbe sun's action, whlch at
mldday interfcres wlth the transmls-
slon of tbe Her-sidn waves.
M. Poincare, the emlnont mathema-

tlclan, consulted as to tbe feaslblllty
of the foregolng project, said bo saw
no material obstaclc to Its reall.a-
tlon..London Mall.

TreeH Thnt Cllmb.
In this temperate cllmate of ours

we can rorm little ldea of the glgan-
tic climbmg trees of troplcal countries.
It ls not uncommon to rtnd here very
t'nlck growtbs of some old vine, twln-
ed all about a tree until it is so closely
covered tha'' lt has the appearance of
a huge cllmblng tree Instead of a vine,
but we tnow thnt beneath the twlnlng
growth is the straight, strong support¬
lng trunk of tbe tree.

In the tropical forests the trees
themselves are climbers, nnd they form
an important feature of tropical vege-
tatlon. In some of the donse parts of
these forests these cllmblng growths
make it almost impossihle- for the
traveier to pass through.
The tree trunks are everywhere

linkod together by slpos, the woody,flexlhle steins of cllmblng and creeplngtrees. whose follage is far away above.
mlngled wlth that ot the taller In¬
dependent trees. Some are twisted In
Strands like cabies. others have thiekstem.s contorted into every varlety ofshape, or indented like the steps'of a
staircase. sweeping from the groundto a glddy height.

It Is sald tbat theso climbing treesdo not form any partlcular familv.There ls no dlstlnct group who.ie cs-peclal habit Is to cllmb; but speclesof many and the most diverse famllles,
many of whose members are not climb¬ers, seem to have been drlven by elr-
cumstanc-s to adopt thls habit..Chl¬
cago News.

Thus it wlll be seen thal
he Japanese conslder thelr ruler too
iH'-red to bc talked about, and have
nculcated ln the law ot the land a
irohibltion of the use of hls name ln
irdinary conversation.
The Emperor has no dlsslpatlons and

iractlces the utmost regularity, spend-ng nearly hls whole tlme ln the dls-
harge of hls offlclal dutles. He lslald to resemble the German Emperor
n the faculty of belng able to choose
rustworthy asslstants. Although Hls
dajesly cannot rend or speak any lan-
fungf: other than hls own. he is an fn-
oterate reader of newspapers, keeplngiis Interpreters busy translatlng tho
uterances of the foreign prc-ss for his
nformation. Qulte In conformlty wlth
he Idea hls subjects have about hlslivlnity is the claim lhat he nevor
shows emotlon. If there are momenta
vhen hls anger gets beyond hls con-
rol, no reports of them ever reach be-
.ond the palace walls.
The Rmperor always wears a mlli-

ary unlform, and has done so ever
dnce he dlscarded Japanese dress vears
igo. Not only when he appears In'puh-Ic, but when worklng at hls Europeanlesk, he Is dressed In the full unl-
'orm of a general or admiral. Hls !n-
erest In the equipment of his soldlers
vnH lllustrated by an Incldent of war
Inios. A body of troops wns passingind he ordered one of tho privates to
.e sent to him. He examined the aol-
ller's ahoes and asked a great many
inestlons about thom. TJien to satisfyllmself he sent for a pair of the same
'Ind and wore thom for two or threo
iays to test thelr comfort.
Tho one hobby of the Mlkado Is his

ove of poetry. No day passes wlthout
iis turnlng out forty or fiftv pocms..vhlch, according to Japanese rule. must
¦onslst of.elther sixtcen or thirtv-onc
iyllables. Hls capacity in thls partlcu-
ar is so great that the offlclal court
.oet estlmates that durlng the pasthirty years Hls Majesty has wrltten
"ully 70.000 poems. It is told that when
'he Emperor was only elght vears old
iis father gave hlm a number of sub-
lects for verses, and ho has had an
nn vary lng love of this kind of com-
nosltlon ever slnce. Each January tho
Emperor selects a subjoct, and the pub¬llc ls requestcd to send In poems on
Ihls theme. Thousands of responses
tre recelved, and the Bureau of Poetry
Is rushed for months ln the work of
passing upon them all. Flnally the
commltteo seledts what are considered
the slx bost poems, and these are read
it court and publlshed In all the pa-
ners. Of course, thls honor is regarded
very highly by the suecessful coinpeli-
tors. This year the subject was "The
Pine Treo Beside tho Shrine." The
Emperor's contributlon was ''The Ever-
green Plne Tree Stands Beside the
Shrine, Whlch Guards the Emplre 1m-
movable." Among tho slx succossful
contrlbutors there was only ono wo¬
man, who wrote: "In the garden front¬
lng the shrine, the oranes play under
the plnc-tree follage," .Vhlle the
translatlon destroys the meter, an un-
dorstandlng of tho Idea may bo ob-
talned.
Tho present court poot is seventy

years old. and It Is said that he ls
soon to retlre from offlce on account
of tho arduous dutles attached to lt.
There is a story whlch shows that al¬
though tho; Mlkado may be supreme ln
rullng the .Tupanoso patlon, the court
poet ls iho hoss of hls department,Yaars ago whon the Emperor and hls

became so heated that tho court poet
resignetl on tho spot. However, hls
august master declined to roleaso hlm,
and in tho overtures which followed
lt was agreed that In futuro Hls Majes¬
ty should accept tho rullngs of hlfi
mlnister of muses without question,
And even to this day tho court poet
of Japan isaiiot a flgure-head.
Asldo from hls lovo of poetry, the

Enfperor hus absolutcly no aniuse-
ments. When a young man he was
qulto skilful in the pructico of arch-
ery, and for a tlmo spont a portlon of
oiaoh day in clrllllng a ooinpany of
troops. Tho fact that ho Is suscoptlhlo
to sea sluknOHS I*. snld to bo tho rea¬
son w|i>* bo does not have an Imperlal
yacht. Wlienevor lt bocomes nueessnry
for him to journey on tho wator ho
travels ln a stoamer ehartered for the
occaslon, or utills-os ono of the battle¬
shlps of the Japnneso navy. Although
Hls Majesty haa a number of country
pa laces and gjiiio preserves, ho rarely
or never vlslta thoin, proferiing to
remaln nt the capltal of hls "emplre.
