Anti-Saloon League Committee

Shows Growth of Temper¬
ance Movement.

At the regular meetlng of tho ex¬
ecutlve commlttee of tho Vlrglnla Antl-
Saloon League at tlie Y. M. C". A. build¬
ing yesterday afternoon reports wero.
submltted showing increased activlty
and progress In temperance reform.
Slnco March lst forty-ono saloons havo
been closed by local option and nine
by refusai of the court to grant re-
newals, the latter in Orange ancl Gor-
donsville. Flve dlstillerles have also
been affected by local optlon Ttnd not
less than two score were refused Il¬
cense under llio Byrd-Mann law ln va¬
rlous parts of the State.

Places voted dry since March lst aro
Manassas. Culpeper, Wlnchester. Dan¬
vllle, Basic City, Massie's Mlll District,
Nelson county, and Stoncwall. Lee nnd
Madison Districts ln .Shenandoah coun¬
ty. Smlthfleld ioined the dry column
In February. West Polnt voted wet
Aprll 6th. Of the 162 incorporated
towns in the State only eleven have
saloons. Thirteen others have dlspen-
saries.
Elghty of the one hundred eountles

are now wlthout saloons. and flfty
wlthout liconse of any klnd. Of tho
nlneteen cities, eleven only are wet.
Seven years ngo there wore nearly L-
300 saloons ln the State. After to-dny
npproxlmately only S50 remaln, a ma¬

jorlty of these heiner in Rlclimond. Nor¬
folk, Newport News, Harnpton ancl
Phoebus.
