The mnln objectlon to thn proposeel

pinti seemed to be on the ground that
the compnny drslred to hnve Its ottt-
let In r.'anoe Creek. whlch Is above the
eleviHIon of the Pump House, but not
nbove the Intnke Of the clty's wnter
supply. The Intnke runs ont Into the
rlver from the Pump liouse, nnd thon
takes nn upward course, beyond where
tho sewer omptieg.
Other objectlons givcn were on the

ground .hat Cnnoe Creek Is a slow.
slugKlsh strcam, anel thnt tbe sfwernge
pourlng Into It mlght become stntrnnnt.
and especially In time of hlgh water.

It wns shown thnt. while tho creek
wns nbove the elcvntlon of tlie Pump
House, there wns no danger of con-
tnmlnntlon of thn water supply from
the seWerage lenklng Into thc plpes,
as II Is n sclentlflc fact that water
purlfles Itself In n few feet of porco-
latlon throuKh snnd or soll.

lt Is thought thnt the compnny wlll
npnln submit n plnn, probably more

liberal lu its ohnrnr-ter than tlie flrst,
as It owns land whlch must have prop¬
er seweragn to be developed.

The flfteenth annual musical festival
of the Wednesday Club wlll begln to-
morrow night. wlth prospeots of an
unusually suecessful serles of concerts.
The iiult-hing toiiches have been glven
to thc program. and the remalning
work of the adults' and children's
chorus wlll he ln the nature of dress
rehearsals.

Westover, down the James Rlver on

Monday. the conferenee wlll not Inter-
rupt Its sessions for soclal functions.
It is a worklng body. Its member¬
shlp includes men anel women who are
foremost to-day ln chnritable and so-

cloloRlcal missions. They encourage
the proper tralnlng and educatlon of
the child; they seek reforms In prisons
with the hope of turnlng the felon to¬
ward the upward road: they deal cx-

tenslvely wlth tho broad question of
charity. not neglectlng, however, the
Important subject of public health.
Realizing that the whlte plague is*
destroylng every year the llves of
thousands of peoplp who could be saved
by proper methods and preventlon, the
members glve much attentlon to a dls¬
cusslon of tuberculosls. Taken as a
whole. the deliberatlons wlll he of the
greatest helpfulness, not only to those
who are delegates to the conferenee.
but to others who will proflt by what
is said and then turned Into type.

Slnce Sunday the
prellminary meetlngs have been in pro¬
gress. They will conclude to-day. In
some quarters the ldea is growing that
it would be best to have all of these
societies becotpe a part of tbe national
conferonce, a scheme whicli may be
adopted, as the plan appeals to those
whose interest Is the same.
President Mulry, who Is presldent of

the Society of St. Vincent de Paul. hns
glven practlcally all of his time to that
order. the preliminarles for tlie confer¬
enee belng ln the hands of Mr. Alex¬
ander Johnson. tlie secretary.
