The present Industry of the Senate in
this direction Is, therefore, most re-
markable, What 1= stlll more remark-
able, eleven of these trenlies—with
Grént Britaln, Japan, France, Itaiy,
':~‘|.n1n. Switzerinnd, Mexico, Portugal,
Noetherlands, Sweden and Denmark—
are treaties of arbitration,

The fact l= most selgnificant, as it
miarks a distinet change In the Sen-
ate's attitude toward genernl arbitra-
tion treatics

Heretofore when a treaty of that
character has heen submitted to the
Henate, that body has s5o0 emasculated
it, so deprived it of serviceable pro-
vislons, that It was rendered uselesa for
offecting Its beneficent purpese, BSuch
was the fate of arbltration treaties
m»'gmim.ed only three yYears Ao with
¥ngland, Italy, France, Germany and
Austria. i

This fallure of the Senate to take a
stop toward decreasing the chances of
war has not probably been due to
hostility to the prinelple of arbitration,

or to doubt of the efficlency of that
prinetple in materially reducing those

chances, but rather to its tenocity In
maintalning its authority.

A treaty of arbitratlon necessarlly
fakes away o portion of this authority;
{4 refers the settlement of certain
guestions at issue with other nations
tn the determination of another tribu-
has

ral.  Natwurally the Senate heen
1oath to relinguish even to a small de-
gree this important treaty-making

;-n'wer. which, under the Constitution,
makes it a sharer in executive func-
tlons, and it has invariably declined to
diminish its control over foreign re-
latlons.

As thess treaties have not vet been
made publle. to what extent they com-
mit the government to arbitration fs,
nt' course, unknown. Probably they
touch lz'r-lhh‘.;,’ more vital than points
of law and questions arlsing  under
cxlsting treaties.

Irancisco, and it 18 to organized labor
that the ectivity of the dnti-Japancse
agitation may be traced, The Asialic
fuxclusion’ League Is an Internationul
oiganization, including Canada with tha
United States, but it rinds most of (s
support among the ‘organized labor
men of this cliy, The natlon-wlde in-
terost. which has been aroused in the
question of Japunesa exclusion, despite
the tact that)it has been throttled in
Congreas, s indicated by the corre-
spondence of this league, In one monti
this year requests tor Intormation on
the subject were received from thirty-
six Blites. Of these requusls there wele
119 from debating suvcletles, sevenly-
two fiom lilgh schools, elghty-seven
from universities and 238 from individ-
uals. ‘o all such requests for Infor-
mation the lengue otficers send out
balés of lteraturs covering every phase
of the question.
| This Mterature basea its antl-Asiatic

[involved. The trades unions are against
the Japanesé in San Franciseo for Lhe
two sufficlent reasons that the Japa-
ness will work for lower wages, and

Even In  Ban
Francisco everybody does not agree

with the trades unions, but It ig very
ldifticult to find any one who does
'not ngree with them on lhe Japanese
|question.  Housekeepers who employ
{Japanese servants because they are
ensy Lo get Are among tho loudest in
their denunciation of  the Japanese
faults. Only ong class of San Fran-
clgcans ara heard to say a good word
for the Japanese coolle, and that clas
{s= made up of rallrond contractors fn
dthers who employ laborers on a afge
scale, Ewven eome of these want a
white man or a4 Chinere for foreman of
In gang of Japanese warkers.

In San Francisco the Japansese are
ifound in practically every trade and
lealllng. A large majority still pre-
!fer personal rervice and ars to be
found employed as servants in pri-
vata homes, hotels and epartment
houses. The telephane book dlscloscs
the fact that there are sixty-geven pro-
fersfonal house cleaning ¢stablishments
among the Japanese. Investigation
shows that practically every one of
these establishments is conducted In
eonnection with a tallor shap, a clgar
stnre or some other business, The
proprietor of such a shop gathers about
him a number of Japanese, often of
the student clags, and they llve on the
premises, When there |5 a telephone
call for thé house cleaner one of the

students s zent out,
Many Sen Francisco peopls live In
-'npnrlment#, more than In any nl_her

it ls said. Ser-
lvante are expeénsive and troublesome.
eo milady does the lighter part of her
housewnrk and telephones to a Japa-
nese house cleaner to come In for-an
hour and do the rest, The trades unions
dealare that this system of "nss!_agﬂ-‘l
Hght housekeeping'' has thrown B840
servant glrls out of employment, and
thas not saved the employérs anything,
as housewives who have no cook are
apt to take the family out Lo restau-
rants frequsntly and spend more on
cne meal than the difference in cost
between a white maid servant of all
work and the Japanesa house cleaner.

“Nogl in the kitehen” is an establlsli-
jed Institution, of course, and many
housekeepers are proud of their Japa-
nese cooks aho stay on the Job and
do good work. But even these housa-
keapers say they would prefer Chi-
nese, Many Ban Franclsco housekeepn-
ers have been accustomed Lo men cooks
and men servants always, f(lrst the
Chinfse and now the Japanese. The
Chinese population is stepdily Jeereas-
ing, and many of those stlll here are
getting tod old for satisfactory marvice.
When they leave a lome the mistress
who knows nothine but Orlentals for
gervants replaces them with Japanese
boys. It requlres n regdjustment
of domestic affalrs, for the Chinese
alwavs ordered things to suit the con-
vonlence of his mlstress; now the mis-
trees. must order things to sult the
copvonlence of the servapt. Desplte
