The manufacturer' of paper from

pulp wood, whlch haB become a hlghly
Important industry In Vlrglnla In re¬

eent yeurs, ls now one of the most-
Important of the United States. It ls
sald that. the paper-maklng Industry ls
less affected by, hard times than any
Other.
One of the largejt paper manufactur¬

lng- plar.ts in the country ls that lo¬
cated at Covlngton, In Alleghany coun¬
ty. Hundreds of thousands of cords
of spruce, chiefly, are consumed at thls
tnlll every year, and the plant glvcs
employment to a large number of men

-and women and boys and glrls, at

good wcges. The Covlngton concerft
turns out paper of the finest grades,
and much of it ls consumed ln the pub¬
llcatlon of the highest-.lass maga-
zlnes of the country.

Other paper mills In Virginla are

those a* Big Island, ln Bedford county.
on the James Rlver. and the mllls at

Buena. Vista. on North Rlver, In Rock-
bridge county. Nelther of these es-
tabllshrr.ents ls as large as the one

at Covlngton.
The wood for the Covlngton mllls Is

obtained in West Vlrglnla. chiefly from
Randolph county. The Bueria Vlsta
nnd Big Island mills ohtain their sup-
pl£ Iarg.ly from Rockbrldge. Amher.t
and Bedford counties.

lillioita of Cords t'aed.
Nearly 4,000.000 cords of wood.in

exact flgures.' 3.062.660 cords.were
used ln the United .States in the manu-

_actur_ of paper pulp last year. ac-

.ording to a prellmlnary report of the
consumption of pulp-wood and the
amount of pulp manufactured. Ju*t
Issued hy 'hft Bureau of the Census.
More than 2,500,000 tons of pulp were

iroduced. Tho rulp mllls used 300,1*00
more cords of wood in 1307 than In the

prevlous year.
The amount of spruce used was 6»

per cent. of the total consumption of
pulpwood of 2.700.000 cords. The in-
crea.e in the cost of spruc» has turned
the attention of paper manufacturers
to a number of other woods. Hemlock
now ranks'nexl to spruce wlth 576,-
000 cords. or 14 p*r cent. ot the total
consumption. More than 0 per cent.
.was poplar: the remalnder con.lsted
of reiatively small amounts of plne.
cottonwood, balsam. and other wood..

Incrwise ln Importatlon.
There was a marked Increase lart

year in the importation of spruce.
¦which has always been tlie most pop¬
ular wood for pulp. For a number
of ve-irs pulp manufacturers of this
country have b.on heaviiy importtng
epruc. from Canada. slnce the availa-
ble supply of this wood In the north-
central and New England States.
¦where most of the pulp mills are lo¬
cated. ls not equal to the demand.
Flgures show that the amount of this
valuable pulp wood brought intb thls
country was more than two and one-
half times as great in 1907 as in
1.9.. In 1907 the importations were

larger than ever before, belng 25 per
cent. greater than in 1306. The spruce
Imports last year amounted to more

than one-thlrd of the consumption of
Kpruce pulp wood. Only a slightly
greater amount of domestic spruce was

used than in 1906.
Large quantitles of hemlock were

used by the Wisconsin pulp mllls, and
the report shows that the Beaver State
now ranks third In pulp productlon.
New York and Maine ranklng first
and second. respectively. Poplar has
been used for a long time ln the man-
ufacture of hlgh-grade paper. but the
Fupply of thls wood is limited and the
consumption of it has not increased
rapidly.

How It Is Made.
Wood pulp is usually made by elther

of two general processes. mechanical
or chemlcal. In the mechajilcal pro-
c*s>s the wood. after being cut into
puitable slzes and barked, is held
against revolving grindftones in a

ttream of water and thus reduced to
pulp. In the chemlcal process the
barked wood is reduced to chips and
cooked ln large aigesters wlth chemi-
cals which destroy the cementlng ma¬
terial of the fibres and leave practl-
cally pure cellulose. This is then
¦washed and screened to render it suit-
able for paper maklng. The cheml-
cals ordinarily used are elther bi-
sulphite of lime or caustic soda. A
llttle over half of the pulp manufac-
tured last year was made by the sul-
phite process, and about one-thlrd by
the mechanical process, the remalnder
belng produced by the soda process.
Much~ of the mechanical pulp, or
ground wood. as it is commonly called,
ls used in the maklng of newspaper.
It Is never used alone In making white
paper, but always mixed wlth some
eulphlte fibre to give the paper
strength. Nine cords of-wood ordinarily
yields about one ton of mechanical
pulp or about one-half tor. of chemical
pulp.

TRADES UNION ALLIANCE.

North Carollna Unlons Amilating Wlth
Farmers' Assoclutions.

SALISBURY, N. C, May 30..A meet¬
ing of representative unlonists from all
lines of organized labor was held here
to-day. wlth a view to placlng labor
on a stronger basls in North Carollna.
The meeting was slmllar to one held in
Ralelgh Aprll 2Mh, when the plan--of
the organization was outlined. A sub-
eequent meeting was held in Greens¬
boro two weeks ago, and plans are in
maklng for a forward m.vement along
labor lines. For thej first time in hls¬
tory. the Farmers' Union is amilating
.wlth the State organization.

LYNCHBURG. VA.. May 30..Wlth the

sales of tobacco durlng the past week
aggregating only 34.100 pounds, the
local trade was the quietest slnce the
crop of 1907 began to move. and the
tobacco men are not expectlng any ma¬

terial increase durlng the present sea¬

son. because the old crop ls practically
all dlsposed of.
Th? offerlngs durlng the week were

largely of the medlum and poor grades,
and tlie sales were full yup xo the quo-
tation.*;.
Reports from different portions of

the Lynchburg district are to the ef¬
fect that fully two-thlrds of the new
crop has been set out, and that the
plants are generally allve and looklng
well. The land for the rcmalnaer of
the crop has been prepared. and the
farmers are now walting for a wet sea¬
son ln whlch to finish the transplanting.
The quotatlons are, for lugs. $7.25 to

$9; leaf. medlum. $8.50 to $10; good.
$10 to $12.50; fine. $12.50 to $16; wrap-
pers, $16 to $30.

HAND LABOR DEIN'"; AHOLI.HED.

The Small Electrlc Motor nnd IU Work.
The el.ctrlc motor ls not only suc-

cessfully replacing every other form of
power drive throughout the great In¬
dustries of this country and abroad. but
it ls fast abolishing all the old forms
of hand labor. The fact that electrlc
motors are built in all slzes down to
one-twenty-flfth of a horse-power. and
even lower. and that they can be read-
ilv aitached to any machlne. is respon-
alble for thls marked change. The dif¬
ferent kinds ot work which are da:>>*
required of these small motors is paot
all attempts at cataloging. and more
extensive than any one would imaglne.
In this electrlcal age boots are blacked
by motor power: stamps are canceied
at the post-oillce; ashes are 6ifted.
floors swept and cleaned; horses and
dogs are clipped by the same power:
typewriters and adding machlnes are

drlven by tiny motors; hats are cleaned;
billiard cues chalked. candy pulled; ice
crushed. and so on without end.
Wherever a tiny motor can be attached
to any machlne or devics formerly op¬
erated by hand, the change is being
made, and the result is that every day
lmman hands do less hard work.

Until the world awakened to the im.
portance of the electric motor, little if
any attention was paid to supplantlng
manual labor with mechanical power.
In large factories the small machines
were grouped and run by llne shafts
and belts. About the home all the hard
work was done by human hands. The
shoemaker. the jeweler. the tailor, the
tlnsmith. the bak6r. the dentist and
other professlons used foot power to
turn the wheels of thelr small ma¬
chlnes. Small water motors. to be
driven by water pressure from the wa¬
ter plpes, were an experlment, but
proved to be too cumbersome and in-
convenient. Besides, they could not
be removed from a lixed locality on ac¬
count of the waste water. As soon as

it was demonstrated that the electric
jnotor could be constructed small
e"nough to run even the tiny jeweler's
lathe. small motors were immediately
produced to drive other light machln¬
ery. Each day adds to the long list
of motor-driven devices for the house,
office and factory-
While it is probably more or leFs

true tiiat "woman's work is never done."
electricity has accomplished more to¬
wards maklng ho* domestic duties eas-
ier than any one thing. Almost the
flrst domestic application of the small
motor was to drive the sewing machlne.
This device suceeeded so well that oth¬
ers followed in rapid successlon. Next
came the motor-driven washing ma¬
chlne and wringer, which was. perhaps.
the greatest boon to the good house-
wife ever concelved; then the motor-
driven kltchen utensils, including the
meat and vegetable grinders, the knlfa
sharpener and sllverware pollaher; and
next the motor-driven floor sweeper,
dumb waiter elevator. the new vacuum
cleaners, the dlsh washer and potato
peeler, the motor-driven refrlgeration
machlne, and even the electric ash sift-
er. Electrlc fans were appliedyto reg-
ulate the heating and ventllation of
the home and to dry the clothes on

ralny days.
In the business man's offlce the small

motor drlves the fans and the venti-
lators. The letter copying machlnes,
the typewriter and the letter addr.sslng
and stamping machines, as well as the
adding machlnes, are all run by motor
power at a trlfling cost and great sav-
insr of time over the old hand-power
methods.

Artisans. such as jewelers, tailors,
loeksmlths. tlnkers, printers, carpen-
ters and machinlsts, make practlcal use
of the small el__tric motor in their
work. In the barber shops the air com-
pressors and massage machlnes are
drlven by tiny motors. In the city
stores the coffee is ground, ice crushed,
cream frozen and a dozen and one
thlngs done quickly and well by motor
power. In the theatre the curtains are
lifted by motor power; in the churches
the organ ls blown and tho buildlng
ventilated by motors; the up-to-date
cobbler sews your shoos wlth a motor-
di'tven machlne whlle you wait. and the
bootblaek polishes the same shoes the
next mlnute with the same power;
cows are milked on the farm by elec¬
tricity, and, In fact, most of the farm
work on the electrical farms is done by
electric power. The new vacuum clean¬
ers. motor-driven, are used to clean
bulldings. The dainty tools in the den-
tlst's shop are run by little motors. In-
stead of the old foot power. And so
on until almost every trade and almost
every profession has adopted the elec¬
trlc motor as a source of power.

b'ome one has sald tftfct this is tho
motor age, and the person who takes
the trouble to Investlgate the situa¬
tion as he Journeys 'dalry along the
walks of llfe will he surprisod to see
what nn Important' item Iho electrlc
motor is tn thls Industrial world. fiafe.
reliahle, durable and the most flexlble
of all powers, there is no task which
is too large or none too small for «lec-
trlc power. i

Judgu
Barksdale made wlse selectlon ln ap-
polntlng- them. Many country credi-
tors of the bank have been here. and
they take the situation wlth a. com-

placency that is as commendable as

lt is reniarkahle.
It seems to be conceded that by good

and economical mana.ement the aEsets
may eventually pay 50 cents on the
dollar to depositors. No one clalms
more. but it ls all conjecture. The loss
here will be small ln comparlson with
the mother bank at Boydton. In fact,
it Is scarcely notlceable in the town.
There are few debtors of consequence
here to the bank. Buslness progresses
a? usual, bulldings going up. grano-
lithlc walks put down. and new en-

terprises contemplated. Many say the
Mecklenburg bank did not have.all of
the money ln the county "by a long
shot."
Some expect a small dlvldend wlll be

pald at the June term of court, but
one who Fhould know told The Tlmes-
Dlspatch correspondent that thls was

very doubtful. Keport says that some

depositors drew out'their balances be¬
fore th'* suspenslon, apprebending dan-
ger. and had an inkling of impending
disaster from the Cogblll entangle-
nients; so It did not como as "a flash
of lightnlng in a clear sky," as once

reported. There are many mysterles
connected with the flnancial catas-
trophe.

AFFAIRS AT BIG STONE GAP
Ncvr Hotel Belng Erected.Working

io Secure a New Depot.

BIG STONE GAP.. VA., May 30..

Charles Johnson has qulte a number
oi men ar work on the foundatlon of
th_ new hotel bullding on the corner

of Wood Avenue and East Flfth
Street. When this building is com¬

pleted it will be one of the most up-
to-date hotels in Southwest Vlrglnia.
A movement is on foot to try to in-

duce the railroads runnlng through
here to bulld a union depot near the
centre of the town, on a spot reserved
for that purpose when the town was

platted. As it is, the Lpuisvllle and
Nashville depot, which is in the south¬
west end of the town. is two mlles
from the business section. whlle the
Virginia and Southwestern, which is
in the northeast sectlon, is a mile
and a half. A branch line maets the
trains on these roads. It is thought
that with the inducement the town
will offer the roads wlll readlly con¬

sent to come into town. This would
be a great convenience to the traveling
publlc a,nd the buslness interests of

the town.
The House of Kepresentatives has

passed the blll Introduced by Con-
gressman Slemp. of this place, appro-
prlating $105,000 for a government
bullding here. This speaks well for
one who has been in Congress only
slnce the lst of January.

AS" noted in dlvers clties ih tho
South from Maryland to Texas and in
Missourl and Oklahoma, the projects
embrace practically a'll the lines of
rrtunlcrpal servlce, clty halls, school-
houses, electrlc lighting. street pavlng,
water works, fire flghting. sewers and
drainage, and they range in cost from
$750,000 for streets In Memphls, Tenn.,
or $364,000 for a high school building
at Richmond. Va., to the normal raain-
tenance of clty work at Demopolls,
Ala., Galnesville and Summervllle,
Ga., Darlington and Gaffney, S. C,
Cleveland. Tenn., and Lynchburg, Va.
Several clties are energetically push-

ing two or more different kinds of lm¬
provements at the same time, some are
