TREASURY DEFICIT
Exceeded Only Twice Since Civil

War.Year's Receipts Less,
Disbursements More.

WASHINGTON, D. C, June *_9..The
forth comlng' Treasury statement for tho
flscal year ending Juno 30, 1908, will
show a mnrked falllng off In receipts
as co'mpared wlth 1007, and a large In¬
crease In expendltures. The excess ot
expendituros ovor recelpts will approx-
Imate $64,000,000, whlch has been ex¬
ceeded only twice since tho Clvli War.
In 1894 there was a dellclt of .69,803,000,
and in 1899 thore was one of .89,000,000;
In each of the four intervclng years tho
recelpts fell conslderably below the dis¬
bursements. Agaln, ln 1904 and 1905,
there were shortages of .41,770,000 and
.23,000,000, respectlvoly.
Tho total recelpts this year will be

shown to havo been about .599.000,000,
or $61,000,000 less than for the ilscal
year 1907. Customs recelpts will be
shown to have fallen off about $46,000,-
000 from 1907, whlle the recelpts from
Internnl revenue will be short nearly
$19,000,000. Miscellaneous recolpts will
show a slight galn.
Tho disbursements for the yoar will

be shown to havo aggregatcd about
$059,000,000, or $80,000,000 more than for
1907, and $4,000,000 more thnn for any
other vear since 1865, not exceptlng tho
Spanlsh War period. Tho Panama Ca¬
nal durlng the year wllt havo cost tho
government $38,000,000. as aga nst
$27,000,000 for 1907, and the work thls
year in connection with the reclama-
tion of the publlc lands will be shown
to havo cost about $13,000,000. whlcli ls
not far from last year's flgures.
The deflciency ln tho postal reve-

nues for tho present year. will prob¬
ably reach $13,500,000, as agalnst $7,-
500,000 for 1907. Thls Is the largest
postal deflciency ln tho hlstory of the
government. except In 1905, when it
reached nearly $15,000,000. Thero has
been a postal deflciency evory year
slnco the estabJishment of tho ser¬
vlce. wlth the exceptlon of twelve,
when small surpluses wero shown.
Tho exponse of the rural free mall
delivorv thls vear is not expected to
fall below $25,000,000.
The decrease ln recelpts of $G4.000,-

000 and the Increase ln expendltures
of $80,000,000 mako a dlfference
agalnst tho Treasury for tho flscal
year of $144,000,000.
