-t^MSession of National Association

Opens With Varied I

[Program. (

CLEVEL.AND, OHIO, Juno 29..Tho
Urgest and most varied prografn" In
tho hlstory of the National Educatlon
Assoclatlon niarked the openlng of
tho forty-slxth annual convention,
whlch bega'n a t\vo days* sesslon hero
to-day. Thousands of delegates Avere

kopt busy taking part in the day's
events. Cleveland brlstled wlth enter¬
talnment,
Tho flrst sesslon ln 'connection wlth

the convention Avas tho moetlng of the
national council. Thls was followed
by a meeting of the directors. whare
tho flnandal reports were made and
resolutlons adopted. The permanent
.fund was shown to bo .170,000.

Tho Commlttee on Approprlatlons and
lnvestlgatlon proposed that thelr work
bo dropped owlng to the general flnan¬
dal condition of the assoclatlon, and
the change ln the policy of tho rail¬
roads throughout the country ln the
matter of passenger rates. Tho com-
¦alttee recommended that Congress bo
urged to make approprlatlons and take
up tho work of educatlonal Investlga-
tlon under tho government Bureau of
"Educatlon. *¦"'-"¦

¦uates- avIH devoto themselves?' Such a

questlon is comlng to move in the
heart and mlnd Of thoso who have
..peclany. to do wlth the hlgher educa¬
tlon of glrls.
The educatlonal force ls adminlstra-

.Mve, personal, pedagoglc,. material
Publlc' school admlnlst'rAtlon ls empha-
¦ Izlng tho policy of centrallzatlon. Tlu
.dlstrlct* has glven Avay to the town-
"nhlp.the townshlp to a unlon of town-
uhlps, and tha townshlp to tho county
The personal and pedagoglc .elements
or the educatlonal forco represont the
teacher. The central placo oecuplec
by tho teachc^,; apavt from all tooh
end instrumonts, was never so recog-
niaed and approclated as thls ver>
day.

Sueno, attached to train No. 12 or the
Chesapenko and Ohlo Rallroad, due hero
at 8:45 o'clock yesterday mornlng;,
cauHod much t-.Tcltemont arnong thn
crew anil gave them a trylng timo for
a shoi't while before help came. Tho
flro was dlscovcred near Glndstone. at
about 4 o'clock In Ihe mornlng. Only
tho conductor, brakcman and porter
were on tho car at the timo, and they
were cut off from escape when aroused
by tho dense smoke. Thc bell cord ln
the forward end of the car had been
burned, and lt wns Impossible to rlng
down the englneer.
The door waa looked, and the men

turned tholr efforts to extlngulshing
the flro wlth a chemlcal apparatus,
Thls falled. and the flre galned consid-
erable headway. The attentlon of the
englneer was flriXlly at1;racted by
swlnglng a lantern as the train roundod'
a curve, ,and lt was -stopped. Seelng
that lt was hopeless to contend thero
wlth the flre, the englneer opened up
his throltle and ran the trnln to Glad-
stone, where the flre was llnally extln-
gulshed, after nonslderable damage had
been\done to the Interlor of the car.
The car wos brought here, but wlll
havc to bo sent back to Illlnols for re-
pair. Conductor II. O. Orlmm. of No.
106 North Twenty-seventh Streot, was
In charge.

BOY STARTS **_*_5,000 FIRE.

Nearly Burned Up Vlllage and Was
Himself Fatally Hurt.

-ALLENTOWN, PA., June 29..Gaso¬
lene splllcd from a can and wlped off
wlth a rag was the cause of a flre
that nearly destroyed the vlllage of
Bowmanstbwn. Carbon county.

Paul, the eleven-year-old bop of Paul
Bowman, spllled some of the liquld
over hls can whlle fllllng hls father's
automoblle. He wiped It off with a
rag and then set the latter on ffre.
The rag flared up and set hls cloth¬

ing on flre. The boy ran Into his fa¬
ther's barn and ln a inlnute that was
on flre. The flames spread to the
barns of August Spade, the hotel pro¬
prletor; Samuel Stroub, Harry Bowman
and the Jtoardware warehouse of Mr.
Boyer. Word was sent to' Lehlghton
and Mauch Chunk for aid, but by tear-
Ing down a barn in the path of tho
flames the fire was stayed.
\The boy was fatally burned and a

flreman named' Relnhard was serlously
injured by a tlmber falllng on hlm.
Loss about -.25,000.
