September 12. 1900. "Boots" ts known
,as a bad negro among tho pollco of
¦"t.alelg.1. On tho occasion of tho kill¬
ing he went wlth a doublo-barrel shot-
jjrun to the woman's gate, called her
;out and "flred a load of buckshot
Ihrough ber chest. He sueceeded ln
"ovading nrrcst, and was captured in
Xorfolk by tho police a few days ngo
fifter being identlfled by three Ralelgh
negroes Uving there who were fnmlllar
Wlth the crime. *

GREENSBORO, N*. C, July 7..On
petltlon of creditors of tho Poinona
Cotton Mllls, of Greensboro, ln the
Unlted States Bankruptcy Court this
morning, Judge Boyd eaused a sub-
poenn to issue, feturriabie July 14th, for
the corporatlon to show cause why It
should not be adjudged bankrupt. F.
H. Fries. of Winston, and C. J. Wat¬
klns, of Greensboro, were named as
receivers, upon filing bonds of $25,000
each.

These receivers supersedo those ap-

polnted by thd Stato court in March,
on applicatlon of 0. W. Tlllctt, attor¬
ney, reprosentlng another class of cred¬
itors. Those receivers wero F. 11,.
Frios, of Winston, and A. 12. Moore,
ot Gastonln. Ever since the- appoint-
ment of receivers by';the State, March
16th, efforts havo beoh made for a re¬
organization of tho corporatlon, but the
flnandal strlngency has mado thls lm-
posslble.
The petltlon to-day cltes thls actlon

by the Stato court ln March as ono of
the acts of bankruptcy commlttod by
the compnny. The mllls havo beon
shut down since March.

Randoiph Macon s Relation
\ to Patronizing Conferences
Dr. Blackwell, in a Clear Staterrjent; Explains This Re¬

lation and the Attitude of the Board
of Trustees.

[Speclal to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.J
ASHLAND, VA., July 7..In vlew of

the renewed agltatlon of tho questlon
of the relatlon of the Randolph-Macon
system of schools to the Methodlst
Shurch, Dr. R. E. Blackwell, presldent
jf Randolph-Macon College, has prc-
liared a signed statement deflnlng this
relatlon and explalnlng the course of
the board of trustees. Thls statement
follows: %
The discusslon concernlng the own¬

ership and control of the Randolph-
Macon system arose because of tlie
.assage on August 16, 1906. of tho en-
ibling resolutlon requlred by the Car-
icgle Foundatlon for the Advancenient
if Teaching before admltting any in-
.tltutlon to the beneflts of the Foun-
latlon. The resolutlon ls as follows:
"Resolved. That ln the conduct of the

Randolph-Macon Woman's College, no
lenomlnatlonal test ls lmposed In the
.holce of trustees, offlcers or teachers,
jr in the admlsslon of students; nor
ire dlstinctly denomlnatlonal tenets or
ioctrlnes taught to the students."
The presldent of the board was Blsh¬

op .lohn C. Granbory. who had been
.lected a trustee lu 1865, and who
lad served wlth severai non-Methodist
irustees, who contlnued on tho board
:Ill 1871. Bishop Granbery spoke ln
favor of the resolutlon, and desired to
30 recorded as votlng for it.
This was interpreted to mean that

the trustees proposed to q.dopt a new

riollcy for the college, and thus sever
ts connection wlth tho church. Hence
ihe discusslon, which began last year.

Bonrd Miikcn Dccinrntion.
At lts meeting in .lune, the first

iince the discusslon began, the board
if trustees declared:
"That the resolutlon of August '16,

IH06, is only a declaratlon of facts,
stating what has be<*n the continuous
policy of thls board since its formation,
is shown by past hlstory and Its char¬
ter of Incorporatlon, and was not in¬
tended hy the board to mako, nor in
fact dld it make, any change whatever
ln the existing relatlon of the Ran-
iolph-Macon system to the Virginia
ind Baltlmore Conferences of the
Methodlst Episcopal Church, South, and
it is the purpose of this board that this
relatlon shall never bo dlsturbed."
Moreover, the board, when asked by

the Virginia Conference Committeo
whether It agreed wlth the statoment
that the adoption of such a resolutlon
marked a new epoch, answered cate-
gorlcally, "No." Also when asked

whether thc board agrees that thi
Randolph-Macon lnstltutlons cannot li
tho future be represonted before oui
conferences as church lnstltutlons, an¬
swered also categorically "No."

Tt is apparent, therefore, that thc
board has most oxpllcltly and In sev
eral tvays stated that they will no-
chnnge the relatlon between the col¬
lege and the church. They say In an¬
other place "they are deterlmend to d<
everythlng ln thelr power to contlmu
tlie closo relatlons whlch have alwayi
existed between the conference and th<
college."

If, therefore, the conferences hnv<
been sntisfied wlth the relatlons thai
have existed ln the past, ought thoj
not to have thelr mlnds set at rest b_
these expllcit declarations?
No doubt thls would havo been th<

case had It not been dlscovered bj
some for the flrst tlme that there li
no legal relatlon between the colleg-
and the church. It ls true that foi
more than a dozen years the catalogut
ot the college,' the only offlclal orgar
of the board of trustees, has contalnec*
the statement:

"Theso flve (at flrst four) lnstltu¬
tlons are owned by one chartered, self-
petuating board of trustees, to whlcl
publlc-splrlted men and womer
have intrustcd largo means tor tln
purpose of providlng facilltles for th«
educatlon of young men and womer
under Christian Influences. It ls noi
sought nor deslred ln any of these ln¬
stltutlons to influence the denomlna-
tlonal preferences of students; but th<
offlcers in charge consider themsclvei
under obllgations to conform to tlu
moral standards and religious usagei
of the Methodlst Eplscopal. Church
South, under whose ausplces the lnstl¬
tutlons, %were established."

5*o Voice In Electlon.
Moreovei-7-lf. was, of course, knowr

that tho conferences dld not havo f
volco in the se>ey.tIon of trustees, foi
on severai differeril occaslons, in 1881
in 1_84 and In 1903?vtlie question wa.
mootetl of getting tlie'trustees to glv<'the conferenco some bfliclal control
Besldes thls, durlng the heated dls-

cussion concernlng what schools were
entltled to share in the beneflts of thc
Twentieth Century Fund, Mr. J. XV.

Conforences of the M. E. Church.
South, under the Impresslon that the

college was to be conducted and the
trust admlnistercd under the auspices
and patronage of sald conferences;
therefore

Resolved. That we, the board of trus¬
tees of Randolph-Macon College, de-
claro that we hold the property ot the

college under the terms of the chartor,
and are obliged to admlnlster its af¬
falrs under and. ln conformity .wlth
thls charter and within its limltattons;
yet. reallzing that tho property whlch
we hold Is most largely tho result of

the efforts and contrlbutlons of South¬
ern Methodlsts wlthln the bounds of
said conferences, we feel that the frust
ls a sacred: ono,*.whlcli should bpexer-
eised so as to carry out the wishes
and "intentions "of tho contributors, as

abovo set forth, so far as lt can bo

dene conslstently wlth the terms ot

our charter and our duty nnd obliga-
tions thereunder.
We belleve that the managomont of

the past threo-quarters of a century Is

tho best guararlty. we can give for the
faithful dlscharge of our dutles and
assurance that .the confldence roposed
in us has not been mlsplaced.
