No move was made
to rearrest Adams on any of the other
murder charges growlng out of the
Colorado labor troubles, ‘andg It Is sald
he will ' be permitied to go free.

town Colliery Causes Death
and Destrtction.

MANY VOLUNTEERS
FOR WORK OF RESCUE

Injured Man® Taken to Morgue
and Laid Out With Dead
Bodies—Mine 'Badly Wreck-

ed’ and 'Set on
Fire by Ex-
plosion,

to-day by a terrific explosion
. of *gas  in the Willlamstown
colliery of the Summilt Branchl Mlining
Company, in the lower part of the an-
thracite coal fleids, The mine was
wrecked and set on t’lre.

Hawk, Charles Rickert, John Thiltle,
Anthony Freelas, James Bowman and
Michael Stakum. .

The oxploslon occurred In No. 1
shaft of the colllery, and la believed
to have been caused by one of. the
men lifting the gouze of hla safety
lamp just after an’éxplosion of a shot,
which brought down a large body of
coal. - /

“The explosion shook the entire onl-
llery. The work of rescue was imme-
dlately, begun, and when volunteers
were called for, almost every man at
the workinga = offered  his services,
which meant a hazardous trip into the
burning mine. 3

Near| the foot of the shaft the In-
jured were found, they. having rushed
toward the entrance only to fall over
unconsclous. All of ‘the dead were
found a short distance from the shaft,
battered and burned (nto an almoat
unrecognizable mass.

Feturned to Life.

Physlclans from Wllllamstown and
nearby villages treated the Injured,
while a number of women voluntecred
thelr services as nurses. Several of
the injured were removed to their
homes after recelving temporary treat-
ment, but others were i{n too serloua
condition to be moved unti] to-night,
&nd cots wera provided for them. The
doctors say that three of the Injured
may dle. One of theinjured was taken
| to the margus, and 3t was not.until
an jdentification” of the bodles was
made that It was found ‘that' he was
llving.,' He wars badly burned and bat-
tered, But will probably racover.
