Washington Street for dlnner
thia afternoon, tho Hev. AA'. A.
Brown. rcctor of St. John's

Uplscopal Church, found hls wifo, three-
year-old Bon and clght-month-old
daughter ln a prccarlous condltlon
from the effects of carbolic polson, ad-
mlnistercd by Mrs. Brown. III for
Home tlrne wlth nervous troublo, and In
a flt of momentary insanlty, the wlfe
of tho mlnlster gave the poison to tho
chlldren nnd then took lt herself.
The mother and two chlldren were

lylng In the formor's room. The cook
in the kltchen downstalrs was busy
proparlng dlnner, ar\d knew nothlng of
the condltlon of the three untll the
nlarm was glven by Mr. Brown itnme-
dlatoly followlng the dlscovcry.

Calllng hurriedly for aaalstance, the
mlnlster applled every antldote he
could thlnk of untll Drs. Parrish, Grlce,
Ilolladay and Jarrett arrlvcd and took
charge of the patlcnts.

3Iny Itccover.
Mrs. Brown became consclous durlng

to-nlght at intervals. She admltted
glving the acid to the chlldren and
then taking It herself. It was ln the
house, being used for antlseptlc pur-
poses. The attcndlng physlcians declare
that as a rcsult of chronic illness, Mrs
Brown has boen affllcted wlth a ner-
vous collapse for some tlme. The four
doctors hastlly called ln worked seve
lal hours with the three patlents be
fore they would hold out any hope.
Mrs. Brown rallied promptly, and, lt
Is belleved, will rccover. I_te to-nlght
It was stated that the llttle boy named
after tho father wlll also recover. The
elght-months-old baby, Mary. is atili
-in a. crltical condltlon. All three are

Hovereljr burned about tbe mouth and
throat by tho acid.
"When Mr. Brown reached home yes¬

terday afternoon ho had just left hls
famlly doctor, whom he had cohBUlted
about hls wife's condltlon. He dld not
loso hla wits, calllng tho servants and
tolephonlng for physlcians. Tho acid
bottlo near at hand and tho evidenccs
of burns about tho mouth told the
utory all too plalnly.

Both Very I'opolar.
Mr. Brt»wn came to Portsmouth sev¬

eral years ar^j from Pulaskl, Va. He
is quito a young man, but Is- full of
onergy. and is qulte popular wlth the
congregation of St- John's Church.

Before her marrlage Mrs. Brown was

Miss Kamsey, of Alexandrla, Va., where
her parents reslde. She marrled Mr.
Brown four years ago. Hor parents
have been notlfied, and aro oxpected
to-morrow. She is a woman of great
beauty, and made many ftiend3 by
hor sunny disposition. Tho tragedy
has caused a profound sensation.

N. Y. July 18..Mrs; Isa-
bfclla Sahlen fed her three small chll¬
dren poison to-d»y and then strangled
ctich'with a handkerchief to mako her
¦w«jrk sure. Thpn she went to the groc-
erV storo forinorb pojson, whlch she
"took herself. Her three chlldren were

dead when thoir mother was dlscbv-
cred, and Mrs. Sahlen was dylng, Phy-
slcJans dld Avhat they could for hor,
but'it Is thbuglit^she cannot suryiye.
ln a Sjtatement which Mrs. Sahlen
made to the. police and tho medlcal
oxamiocr, the woman blamed her sls-
tor-in-law, who, she sald", caused her
much domestic unhuppinesB.

Just aftor -I o'clock Mrs. Sahlen rin
out into her doorway and screamed'to
;lti?r next door nelghbor, Mrs. BroAvn,
that sho had poisonedher three' chll¬
dren and herself. Mrs. Brown rushed
into tho Sahlen yard and Mrs. Sahlen
met her with a bread knifc.
Tho frantic mother made a thrust at

Mrs. Brown, who retreatod and called
for holp. Physlcians and the pollce
found tho throo chlldren dead and Mrs.
Kahlen under tho flrst offects of tho
¦poison.

Frank, the flfteeh-month-old baby,
¦was doad in hls go-cart ln the dlnlng-
room with a liandkorchlof stuffod Into
hls throat. ElizAbeth, the throo-year-
,old glrl, was evidently kllled flrst, and
Mrs. Sahlen took tho five-yoar-old boy
out of the bod wlth tho doad body of
¦his, slster and placed him on tho floor.
Then sho lay besldo the lad, fed him
tho poison and strangled him in hls
ugo'ny.

Tho crazed woman had no morb poi¬
son, so sho hallecl her holghbor's boy,
"Wllllo Uro'wn, and sent hlm for more.
Then sshe went in and p'ut her house
in order, wiille sho vralted.' AVhen tlie
boy roturned, she took tho poison and
called hor neighbor.
Tho modlcal oxamlner& sald tho c'hll-

' tlron had died .probably an hour or
more beforo tho mother took the-pol-
non herself..

WILL OBEY THE LAW .

; WITHOUT QUESTION
Republican Campaign to Be Con-
ducted Without Aid from the

HOT SPRINGS, VA., July 18.

Tho Itepublicans have stricken!
corporatlons off thelr 11st as
contributors to the natlonal
campaign fund. Mr. Taft said

to-day: "The Republlcan National Com¬
mlttee wlll acccpt no contributlons from
corporatlons." f
This declaratlon was made by the

candldate ln respottse to qucstlons as
to tho effect of the law passed by Con-
gress in January, 1307, forbldding con¬
tributlons to tho campaign funds for
tho olectlng of presldential electors or

members of Congress. Tho ponalty for
a vlolation of the law ls a maxlmum
flhe of $5,000 for the'corporatlon. Any
member who consents to the contrfbu-
tions is Ilablo to a flne of $5,000 or a.

year'a lmprisonment, or both.
Mr. Taft announced that thero was

some doubt as to the validlty of thls
laAv, but notwithstandlng that, the
Republican campaign management is
prepared. ho sald. to obey tho letter
of the law. Just as they are to obay
the New York State law, which re-
qulres the flling of all recelpts and
expenditures of the national treasurcr
at Albany after election.
A Republlcan campaign without

funds from corporatlons wlll be some-
thing of a novclty. The impression
that National Treasurer George R.
Sheldon conveyed when he was here
a week or so ago was that contribu¬
tlons would be accepted from cor¬
poratlons, but he probably had not
heard then of the Federal law on the
subject.

Gompera and Labor Vote. '

When asked as to his idea of tho
power of the Ieader of a labor organl-
zatlon to throw its vote to one party
or another, h« declared that in. hls
opinln it. could bo predtcted that tbero
Is no' so-called class of the Amerlcan
elcctorato whoae'votes could bo deliy-
bred by its leaders. He said that after
ellminating members of both political
parties from a labor organizaUon, tho
cxpression 'of, a Ieader might indlcato
how the remainlng uncertain quantlty
might vote ln the election. but he. de
clared that just as' is the case general-
ly In deallng wlth any so-called class
of citizens, before expresslon could bo
glven of the nature of thelr voto it
would be necessary to elimlnate all
members of one or the other of the
political parties.
The questlon calllng forth thls state-

ment referred to Presldent Samuel
Gompers, of the Amerlcan Federatioh
of Labor, but Mr. Taft avolded maklng
any personal reference to Mr. Gomp-
ers or to any o.ther Ieader bf organlzed
labor.

TrnaU nnd Prohibition.
Asked whether he would have any

new remedy to offer for' the so-called
trust problem in his speech ofaccept-
ance, hc replied that he did not know
of anything new that ho could add to
a questlon that had been so widely dls-
cussed, and stated that ho would have
nothlng to say on that matter outsido
of what he had eaid varlous tlmes in
hls publlc uttterances. '

Thls means that Mr. Taft wllt rest,
so far as corporation regulatloh ls con-
corned, on the Roosevelt pollcles. The
tone of ltis speech on.this subject,.as
well as on other subjects, most vital to
the buslness interests of the country,
is said to be reassuring, There is no
suggestlon,' however, of a recess.ion
from the Roosevelt standards.

Prohlhltlon Not an laaue.
Mr Taft's attentlon was called to

asserttons of some journals represcnt-
ing the. llquor interests that ho la
opposed to prohibition. He oxplatned
that he had never publlcly dlscussed
the-ethlcal slde of prohibition, and he
took the view,. as he understogd Mr.
Bryan had done, that tho prohibition
issue was not Jnvolved in the nation'al
campaign.
From what; had come to hls atten¬

tlon ln respect to the representation
of these Journals, he inferred that theyhad based their statements on speeches
ho had mado in whlch he crltlolzed
the actlon of some State Legislatures
without provldlng the machlnery for
Ing passlng prohibition and other laws
enforclhg them.

LONDON, July 18..There has

been much maklng of great
alllanceH ln the European press
thls week. It ls announced
from Parls that Emperor WU-

liam's reply to the Anglo-Russlan en¬

tente ls to be tho Incluslon of Turkey
ln the Trlplo Alllance. Thls assumes a

wllllngnoss to commlt hlmself on the

part of Sultan Abdul Hamld, which
ls qulto conslstent wlth all provlous
pollcy. He has preserved his political
Independence herctoforo largely by his
sklll in playlng off flrst one and then
another of the great powers against
thelr neighbors. He is far too shrewd
a Btatesman to have any confidenco
ln tbe disinterestedness or pormancncy
of the friendship of the Kalser for
him.
The pendlng agreement among the

powers In regard to Macedonla aroused
enhanced susplclons at the Ylldlz Pal-
ace, but there Is strong renson to be-
lleve that genulne reforms wlll really
be lnslstod upon ln tho present long-
continued crlsls, and that Germany
wlll be forced, by a sense of decency,
to refraln from tho dog In tho manger
attltudo when 'such occaslon make no

longer necessary the Insistence upon
such dealjngs.

Auhtrln nnd Turkey.
Another report deals wlth the agree¬

ment between Austria and Turkey.
Nothlng deflnlte has transplred, but
the rumor ,1s based upon tho grave
situation lii Servla, by which some
form of coup de etat seems Immlnent.
It.ls only top evldent that King Peter
ls too weak a character to deal wlth
the prlmltlve portlons which rage ln
that turbulent llttle k(lngdom. Accord-
Ing to current bellef, lf lt has any
foufldatlor.. thls murder-mad monarch
would be glad to retlre to tho obscurlty
Whence ho came,: Abdlcatlon is com¬
mon talk.'but It- ls diillcult to see how
lt could be curried into effect without
fnvolvlng an lnterregnum of danger-
ous vlolence.

It Is wlth regard'to the serious sit¬
uation which may arlse at any moment
that Austria would llke to have an
understandlng wlth Turkey and the
other powers., -Austrla's long-standlng
ambltlon In regard to Sorvlan torrl-
tory ,ls not keen at the present mo¬
ment, and the other powers would not
look wlth favor oh any movement to
take aggregslve advantage of the Set1-
vian troubles.

Marathon Race.

THOUSANDS IN HORROR
SEE FREESE GO DOWN

Vetcran German, Notcd as a Dis-
tance Swimmer, but Strain Was
Too Great for Him.Miss

. Harris and Hardy
Have NarroAV

Escapes.
CHICAGO, IL-L., July 18..Ono con-

teslant was drowned, half a

dozen others wero seized with
the cranips nnd rescued wlth
dlfilculty, and two spectators

wero thrown In tlie rlver when a tug
colllded wlth thelr rowDoat. during the
flrst annual "Marathon Swlm" of the
New Illinols Athletlc Club, In tho
Chlcago Rlver to-day. Tho Avator
provcd far too cold for tho swimmers,
and only 3eventeen of a field of slxty
mannged to finlrh the two-mllo courso.
Tno llst of accidents follows:

A. G. Froeso, fifty-flve years old,
seized with cramps and drowned near
the Madlson Stieet bridge. in vlew of
thousands of spectators.
H. J. Handy, Chlcago's premler swlm-

mor, seized wlth cramps at Rush
Street and hauled aboard a tug In a
scrlous stato. ,

Howard AVetz. Chlcago; Joseph' E.
Basso, Mexico City; Anna Harrls, Chi¬
cago; J. H. Mcrriam, Chlcago; J. Stew-
art, Belleview, la., all seized with
cramps at varlous stages durlng tho
race.

The race was"won by S. C. Jensen, ofthe New Illinols Athletlc Club. Hls
offlclal time was 44.41 2-5; Anton Jar-
ger and J. E. Johnson, .of the sama
club, wore second and thlrd respectlve¬ly. Nono of the out-of-town contest-
ants flnlshed.

Oldcat Mnn la Loat.
Freese sank after he had r.overed

about two-thlrds of tho course. Ho
was the oldest contestant in the event.
Ho came to Chicago from Germanyabout twenty-flve years- ago, and ha<i
been noted as a distance swimmer at
the local bcaches, but evidently found
the strain of a long distance race too
great for hls advanced ago. Fully100,000 persons watched the race. llninathe banks and crowdlng the brldges
from the start at tiie llfe saving sta-
tlon at" the--mouth of the rlver to the
Twolfth Street Viaduct, on the south
branch.of the stream,, where tho courso
ended.
Althqugh several men plunged in to

aid Freese ho sank before any of the
roscuors could reach him. Harold
Christen, seventeen years old, dlved
repeatedly for tho body, but failod to
flnd it, "because of tho strong under-
currcVit; .whlch swopt lt down stream.
The corpso.was recovered by the pollce
wlth grappling hooks soverab blocks
from the acene of the accldent.

I cannot wlthstand tho tempta-
tlon to say, a .word when I am con-
fronted by the students who come hera
wlth Professor Clemmons and Mrs.
Clommons. They havo been old friends
of mine, and I am not golng to take
unto mysolf all tho credltu of your be¬
lng hero. Professor Clemmons and I
have beon in politics together for n,
good while. It is Avell to havo genor-
ous friends, who overestlmate our
virtues and mtnimlze our faults. for I
thlnk It was Franklln who suld moro
than a hundred yoars ago, that a "nian'a
frioiids had to overpraise him in ordor
to make up for the abuse lie gots
from hls encmies and doea not deserve,
and it 1b fortumite that I havo somo
very partlal friends, like Professor
Clommons, to make up for some who
aro a little preju'dlced when they como-
to examlne tho principloa th»t I stand
for and what I have: tried for.

DIvlue I.nw of Itcwnrda.
"You aro preparlng yoursolves for

teachers, and what I want to say tq
you to-day is in llno with your work.
If you will examino" the platform
adopted at Denver you wlll flnd that
it closes wlth an; appeal to those who
desiro to seo thls government'a gov¬
ernment of the peoplo, by tho peoplo,.
and for tho people, and so admlnlstered
that it will, as far aa hunian wisdom,

this is the Ideal toward whlch a gov¬ernment should strive. There is adlvino lnw of rowards. lt Is that-every
ono shall enjoy in proportlon as that
person, by cnergy and lndustry andIntolllgonco. contributes to the world"Many of you are the, sons anddnughters of tho ploneers who camoto thls oountry and convorted whatwas once a desert into a garden spot.When thu ploneer goes Into a now
country ho eudures sacriflces, and hla
reward ought to bo large, He goes"forth Avlth great lndustry to convertthe raw materials that he flnds IntoHnlahed prodticts;, Into materlal wealth,and when the cdndltions aro such as
they oughfc to be, he succoods ln aniass-
lng a fortuno, ln accumulating prop¬orty in proportlon as he. appjies intol-
ligenco and industry in hls Avork. t
take it that it Is tho dlvlne law of
reward; and government ahould, as
noavly as possible, follow those laws.

Tcuchera Not Pnld Kuoiigb.
"Ono of our coniplalnts agnlnst pres¬

ont conditibns ls tliat the rewarda of
society aro not equltably distributed. '.
Tako, for instanoe. your occupatlon or,
professlon. lt ls ono of the most Im*
yortant wo have. lu tho lirst plaue,
beforo you could becomo teachers, you
must havo an clomentary schobllng and
then you must proparo youraelves si»o-
clally for tho work upon whlch you
are to onter. You must davclop cbar-
aotor; you 'must havo tlie quallties thi»t
lit you for'hlgh oltlzenshli), and when
you are prepared you go rorth to taka
charge of our chlldren, of thoae who
are dearor to uh than our own llvtw,
You take tlmso chlldren at a peTlod
wheii their cltaracters aro formlng,
.and by the impresslon you make uppa
them wo must lurtrely doue.nd for thoif
uoefulness ln aftor yoars,
"AVhether our chlldren aro a coni-

fort to us, 'a.pri'de to us, a aqurc* of
holpfulnoes to us, depend-i vory largelf.
