&bove., It Is thought that tha hinza
originated In the office, but the exact
koures could not he ascartained last
night. Thera had bean no fire anywherae
in (he bullding, and the only hox of
malches known to he In the office had
beep tuken out. The damage (s vari-
cusly estimaled, but s sald to bo from
$20,000 to $40,000, though none of the
suppllcs were of Inflammable material,

Entire Depnrimneat 'Out.

When the fire was first seen by the
inspector, fames were sliooting out a8
far as the curbstone from the lowerg
windows, and the red light was scen
leaping up through the higher fMoors|
af tha five-story building, The 'blaze|
extended back to the rear end, and \\'i\n't
preying on the first and second floars, §
Volumeés of smoke Issuzd from every |
door and window, and the frst fire |
company to Arrive saw that a !L‘cu!ld-
@larm was necessary. In view of thej
dangerous  proximity of the fire m}l
othier bulldings  adjoining on every|
hand, Chief Shaw ordered the dreaded
“ihree pixes” pulled. This brought out
every engine except No, 2, which was
kept back for other cemergencies. Ten
engines were put to work, and ho=zel
lines were played on the bullding from |
gront and roar and from a housclob |

joining on the southern mido.

as poured into the building in a flood,
gnd the Munes qulckly changed
rmoke so dense that the Aremen c.-:um:l
hardly #ee to work.

Entlrance wok a@t first {n'lpoﬁffi'hlr.-_
caving to tha smoke and heat. Loors
Aerd cul Away, and. every windgow was
sinahed by the lose streams. NobL a
square: Inch on elther of the first twan
floors was left untouched by the
fiames, nnd they had to he drowned
cut, Lines were finally plpeed In the
windows, and tlien the men had Jreer
nieess to the fire.

Al the
well as the bullding, which is
owned by the Bargamln estate, ls cov-
ered by Insurancoe.

Two Flremen Injured.

Though the Bargamin bullding is
within the precinct of a night wateh-
man, the fAre had been burning for at
1east an ‘hour before (L was discov-
ered, and the watchman was nowhere |
to be seen. The plant is In the centre |
of o whole row of brick bulldings,
fronted on Maln Street by the Chamber
‘of Commerce, all difficult of access In
,eafo of fire. It was probably the dis-

downfall. Fearing that swithout ald
fia could ‘not suceeed in this, he en-
deavared tn Interest his nelghbor
President  Flgueroa, of Salvador, who
had an old grudge pzalnst Zelaya.
For s time Pregldent Iflgueron Wwas
undeclded,  hut  eventually  Jeneral
Manuel Bonilla, ex-Preaident of Hon-
Auras, who was deposed by the revo-
litlon promated’ By Zelaya, appearid
on tha scene. He recommended  that
tiiey begin operations by replacine hin
ax President of Hondurag—this merily
as a preliminary steps Lates all three
republics—Hondurar, Guatemala Snnd
Bnlvador—ha suggested, could.  Join
forces in ‘an attack uwpon Nlearngua.
Prior tn this, the Honduran confiden-
t'al envoy In Guatemala, General Miz-
uel 0. Bustillo, had been Imprisaned
{L 1z belleved, for the purpose of pre-

Armeid Exiles,

Hondurns, however, hogan prepnrn-
tlons, and Inerensed Its army hy 10,000
men, placing a strong guard along the
frontlers. A revolutionnry movement
was then ordered by those who wore
endeavoring to bring . /about a change
In_the government of Honduras, the
revolutionists  Invading that ecountry
from the Guatemalan and Balvadorean
frontiers, :

President Zelaya wns taken by sur-
prise at the movement, and caught un-
prepared, but he Immedlately saw the
peril to his government. Undoubtedly
to help as much as possible, tha Hon-
duran government, Zelaya increasad the
Nicaraguan army and placed arms in
the hands of Salvadorean refugees,
among whom wers a_ number of promi-
nent and rpopular leaders, and gutetly
awaited developments.

Presldent  Flguerod, among
qualities courage 18 not helleved to
Ge prominent, knowing that only a
spark would start & powerful revolu-
tionary fire In  his daminlons, was
alarmed at the determined action of
Honduras and Nicaragua, and refused
to further ald the revolutionists in
Honduras. Meantimp'the heads of both
Honduras and Nlcaragua remembered
the Central American court of justice,
recently fnaugurated at Cartago, Costa
Rica, and promptly filed charges against
Salvador and Guatemals.

Fear United Stnten,

Shortly after the presentation of
theae charges the UUnited States crufs-
er cAlbany. left for Amapala with: a
fovce “of “merlues, 'and- ofher swwarships
were announced as being under ordérs
to proceed to the scene of Lhe troubls
if necessary, and as a result of the
attitude of the United States, the bel-
ligerent sentiments of the various Cen-
tral’ American presidents cooled con-
ajderably, for,although bearing no'love
for. each other. and standing in con-
atant fear of an attack from some un-
determined quarter, they prefer any-
thing to having the:United States in-
terfere in Central American affalrs.

Helen IHiggins
aged elght years, was at play  with
Cora at ie time, and Mrs. Jarrell, not
suspecting anything wrong, bundled the
two children into the carringe.
