Mainly for the purpose of hearing
the report of Colonel €. A, Dempsey
ng to  the vnr_!pua places he has In-
spected for the proposed camp sltea
and rifle ranges as provided by the

Slate Legialature and the United States
guvernment, the milltary board held
u called moeting In the Adjutant-Gen-
eril's office 1ast nlght.

Colonel Dempsey reported that he
had Inspected many places, all the
way from Goshen, In Rockbrldge coun-
ty, to the seashiore, and he made in
intormal  recommendation of threo
polnts, which the board declded not 'to
make publle  at this  time. 'Colonal
Dempsey was thanked by the board for
his interest and energy In the mitter,
and asked to mike a further Investi-
gatlon and report more fully to a later
meeting.
