TRIAL OF CHANG
Korrirn Murderer of Dnrhntn AVhlte

Stevens Ilrntiplii to Bnr To-fJny.
SAN FRANCISCO. CAL., July 26..

Jn the Superior Court in this clty to-
morrow before Judge Cook. In Whnn
Chang. a Korean, who on March 23d
fatally shot Durham Whlto Stevens.
odvlaer to the Korean Emperor at
Seoul, wlll be placed on trlal. Mr.
Stevens was shot as he was about to
board a ferry boat in this clty en route
to Washlngton. Chang. the assassin,
was captured on the spot, and has slnce
been held ln jall.
The shootlng of Mr. Stevens \»as

rarefully nlanned and carrled out. Ac¬
companled by the Japanese consul-
general. the diplomat hnd arrived at
the ferry ln an automobile on hls way
¦to take a traln for the East. Chan
Chun, and lt ls believed two other
Koreans, who have been apprehended,
lay in wait for Mr. Stevens, and aa

¦he alightcd from tho automobile at
the ferry one of the Koreans walked
up and struck hlm a vlclous blow ln
the face.

Mr. Stevens started in pursult of hls
assallant, and Chang. who held a re-

volver in hls hand, covored by a hand-
kerchlef. began flring. His flrst shot
struck Chun, hls astoclate. Two other
shots wero flred. both strlking Mr.
Stevens, one In the back near, the right
Fhoulder and the other several inches
lower. the bullet deflectlng and passlng
trough the abdomen. He flled three
Oays later.

mlnlstcrs seemlngly has had tlme to
engage lh love affalrs.
Secretary of Wnr Haldane, reportgoes, has become betrotlicd to a prom¬inent soclety woman and the marriagels expected to take place in the au-

tunin.
Secretary Haldane had a prevlousadventure in the betrothal llne whlchendod rather dlsastrously.Some tlme ago hls engagement was

formally announced to Mlea Helen
Mtlnro Fergimon, n clover, orlglnalScotswomau of an old famlly. Her
brothor was Lord Rosebery's prlnci-pnl private secretary, when tiiat poor
was premler. Mr. Haldane was always
an urdent Roseberylte.

Withln a fortnlght after tho an¬
nouncement of the engagement another
formal announcement was mnde that
thc marriage would not take place. The
betrothal was broken by Miss Fer-
gtison, who, not contont wlth thls af-
rront to her flance, shortly afterward
publlshed a novel in which she present-ed Mr. Haldane, In carlcaturo, as a
sontomptible person.
No explanatlon was over offered oftho sudden change from love to hate,ind the %vhole matter was partlcularlyrncomprehenslble, because SecretaryHaldane ls nothlng If not amlable.

Brooklyn. When rescued her account
of how sho came so nenr death was
one of a remarkable outrage. She ls
Miss Amella Stechel, of Bay Ridge, and
to-nlght she Is at her home In a se¬
rlous «condltlon.
Miss Stechel spent Saturday wlth al

frlend. On her way homo in the even¬
ing, sho says, two mon. whom she
thlnks were Itallans, suddenly selzed
lier and threatened" to murder her lf
<he screnmed. She was dragged to a
loek and thore she lost consclousness.
When she came to, she says, sho found
uerselt ln a boat with the two men;
:hat she struggled so vlolently that
.he pair threw her overboard. and that
ihe trled to swlm to thn shore. Her
drength was then so spent that she
:ould only cling to the plle-drlver ln
iopes of rescue.
A doctor who attended her says that

she was undoubtedly assaulted. The
pollco are looklng for hor nssallants.

FIGHT EIGHT-HOUR LAW
Tno Railroads Suc to Enjoln Iateratate

Commerce Commlssion.
PHILADELPHIA, PA., July 26..The

Pennsylvania and the Lehlgh Valley
Railroad Companies yesterday flled a
blll In equlty ln the United States Cir¬
cult Court, praylng for an injunctlon
to reatraln tho Interstate Commerce
Commlssion from taklng any further
;iroceedlngB in pursuance of their order
)f March 3, 1908, to enforce the act of
Congress of March 4. 1907, whlch went
nto effect March 4. 1908, entltled "an
ict to promote safety of employes and
:ravelers on railroads by llmltlng the
lours of servlce of employes thereon."
This sult stands upon the fourth and

Ifth amendments to tho Constltutlon
)f the United States, whlch prohlblts
mreasonable searches and solzures ot
jersons, houses, papers and offects
.vlthout warrant upon probable cause,
mpported by oath or afflrmatton, and
ilso prohlbltlng any process compclling
my person' In a crlminal case to be a
.vitness against hlmself, or deprlvlng
my person of llfe, llberty or property
vlthout due process of law.
Tho petitlon which the two railroad

rompanles, through their attorney, John
J, Johnson, presontod to tho court, al-
eges that the order of the Interstate
Commerce Commlssion is that^ the two
:ompanIes should wlth'n thlrty days
tach month make a detalled report of
ill Instances where tralnmen, employes
)f the railroad. had been on duty for
onger perlods than the tlme prescrlhed
iy the act of Congress Or had not laid
iff for the number of hours prescrlbed
>y the act. j
The blll denles the power of tho In-

orstate Commerce CommtSHlon to make
;uch an order ,and alleges 'that the
mrposo of lt is to get evldenco to lay
)oforo the United States dlstrlct at-
orney in crlminal suits, thus to com-
>el the railroads to furnlsh evldenco
igalnst themselves for breaking the
aw.

DUCHESS PBEFERS
A QUIETER LIFE
LONDON. July 26..Tho story of th<

Duchess of Marlborough belng boy^
cotted by soclety arlses from the fac
that sho goes out ho scldom Into tli'
set ln whlch she was formerly leader
Thls ls entlrely due to her own deslr<
to llve a quieter life. She ishsoughi
after as much as ever, but accepts few
invltatlons.
She was one of the belles recently

at two most excluslve partles. one
glven by Mrs. Cavendlsh-Bentlck, thc
other by Lady Dickson-Poynder. There
were royaltles at both. and at Lady
Poynder's the duchess danced twice
wlth tho Duke of Connaught, KlnB
Edward's brother.
For generai soclety she has no llklng,

and is most" careful to aVold golng t'j
any place whero sho ls llkely to meet
the Duke of Marlborough.

Intereatcd In Charlty.
The duchess devotes a large part of

her tlme to charltablo work, and Is
growing more and more Intorested ln
lt. Thls week she took part In two
charitable functlons and has many
moro slmllar engagements ahead.

It Is true she has never been to
court and has never met the Klng and
Queen slnce her separatlon from the
duke was announced.
The Klng disapproves of separatlon

between prominent tltled persons. re-
gardlng them as bad for the arlsto-
cratlc casto. He has not forglven tho
duchess for absolutely refuslng to have
even a colorable reconclllatlon with
the duke. But the duchess meets all
the Klng's set, >w*io sympathlze wlth
her, and sho eritertalns them occa-
slonally, though her partles are veryqulet and are rarely announced ln the
newspapors.

Duke In Stralta.Meantlmc the duke, who is makingdesporate efforts to keep his end tipIn soclety, flnds that even a Marlbor¬ough without is a very different per¬son from a Marlborough with Amer¬lcan dollars. He lives between Blen-helm Palace, which is shut up anddesolate, except for a dozen rooms, andtho Rltz Hotel, ln London.
He ls worklng hard for polltlcalpromlnence, hut Is an uninterestlnirspeaker, and slnco the posslblllty ofhls gettlng hnndsome campalgn contrl-butlons from tho Vanderbllt fortunehas vanlshed he cute a less Importantflgure wlth hls party chlefs.
The duchess has decldcdly the bet¬ter of the deal, for money wlns nlne-tenths of the battlo ln London so¬

clety.

PICTURES U S. ATWAR
WITH SOUTH AMERICA

BERLIN, July 26..Close upon the
heels of "Banzal," whlch deplcted the
"comlng war" betwesn Amorica and
Japan, another book has made Its ap¬
pearance ln Germany, whlch plunges
the United States into a bloody and
inglorlous conflict with the "triple
allianco" of Brazll, Argentina and
Chlle. which ends in the annlhilatlon
of the Monroe dootrino and the col-
lapse of North American "influence"
over the Latln republlcs.
The' book, whlch ls wrltten anony-

mously. ls entltled "The Condor." The
cover shows a rampant South American
eaglo flylng across the Andea clutching
a tattered Stars and Stripes tnumph-
antly in its beak.
Tho "war" breaks out in 1920. Mean-

tlme tho weaker South American states
have boen chatlng under the increasing
influence ot the United Statos, and
MoxlSo has already been roduced to

the -tatus of a vassal. Brazll. Argon-
tlna and Chile, however. have buried
their long-standlng dlltorencos and

formed a triple altlance for tho purpose
of detendlng the indepondence of South

ATheCstory opons wlth a revolutlcm
In Uruguay, whlch has come under the

financlal control of tho Washlngton
govornment. much to tho dlsgust of

tho people. On the night of Fcbruap*
15th an Uruguayan mob Invados the
