MAKINB CAPITAL
I SPOTLESS TOWN

General Show of Activity by Au¬
thoritles Attracts Attention

Over Whole Country.

Munaey Bulldlng,
Waahtngton, D. C, July 27.

The general activity of the authori¬
tles in abating nulsances and trying
to make Washingtoii a spoiless town,-
a' noiseless town and the model gener¬
ally for all other Amerlcan muniol-
palltl<"! ls attractlng the attention of
tlie entire country.

Wlll Arreat Them.
The announced intention of Major

Sylvester, Superlntendent of Pollce. to
put an end to all unnecessary nolses
at night by dctaillng bicycle ofllcer3
to patrol the residence sections after
dark. aroused much comment,J>ut not
so miich as the'-activity which the
department is now manlfesting ln-the
matter of surveillance of that sectlon
of the city whlch ls not supposed to
exlst. and whlch Is not vislted save
when the shades of evening have de-
scended.
Major Sylvester has directed that all

men found after dark on Vtlie streets
of that quarter. generally known as
the Dlvlslon, shall be taken to the
station house. Flve arrests were made
on Saturday and Sunday night?. Sev¬
eral of the men arrested assorted that
they were on thelr way to or from
thelr places of business, and raised a
bitter howl against belng taken Into
custody.
As a matter of fact, this quarter

of the city lies between the Avenue
and the Mall, and employes' of /the
National Museum, the Fish Commis¬
sion. the Smithsonian Instltution, the
Department o£ Agrlcuiture, the Bureau
of Engraving and Printlng nnd'prob-
a'bly other government .bureaus ...are
compelled to pass through the Dlvlslon,
going to and from their work. Work
is supposed to end at 4:30 o'clock, but
thoro are employes who are required
to stay on- duty longer, and, it often
happens that emergencies keep them
at their desk untii 9 or 10 o'clock ln
the evening. But they are liable to
arrest unless in golng home,. If th'ey
reslde; in. thc Northwcst sectlon, they
do not make a wide detour,':

Dog Oirncn Proteat,
Dogowners of Washington .are pro-

testing againet the enforcement of the
order of the commissioners, whlch has
been in force some weeks, requirlng
all dogs. not ln leash to Wear muz-
zles on fhe streets, or in. the yards^
Unmuzzled dogs nre taken b'y,the dog-
catchers and whlsked off to. the pound.
They are-kept there a.certain number
of days, and lf they arenot claimed,
no matter/ whether tax on them has
been pald or not; they are kllled.
Nearly- 2,000. oanlnes have been sent
into the happy huntlng-grounds since
June lst. Tho frequent occurrence of
cases. of rabres In the District. of Co¬
lumbla, caused Presldent Roosevelt to
jog -.'up the commissioners and urge
that tho order be issued, ..

SO BEYOHD DEPTH,
BUT ARE RESCUEO

TwoaLadies and Two Men Have
Narrow Escape from Drown-

ing at Ocean View.

NORFOLK, VA. July 37_Four per¬
sons, all of Rlchmond, narrowly es-
caped death by drownlng late yoster¬
day afternoon at Ocean Vlew, as a
result of golng out too far, tho ladles
becoming cxhausted, and tho accom-
panylng men glving out before they
could reaoh shore.

men, Messrs. R. M, Baldwin and J. II,
Kelly, all of Rlchmond.

The life-saver had just warned the

bathers, staylng away from the ropes,
of a dangerous holo up the' beach from
the bathl-.ouse, when the two young
women floundered into it, and becom¬
ing excited, hampered the gentlemen
when they trled to'get them_ln shallow
water, Mr. Leary had notlced the
party near the dangerous hole and
was pulllng for the spot when the orles

that the clrcumstantlal evldence was
most conclusive and that nothlng has
developed since the trlal to wealten lt,
ahd that there ahould be no Interfcr-
enee wlth the sentence of the Colum-
hus County Court, J. D. Lewis, of
Whltevllle, appeared before Governor
Glenn this afternoon represcntlng the
Interests in his sectlon opposed to the
pardon of H. B. Reglstor, now serving
a life sentence in th« State prison for
Impllcatjon In the murder of Jim Staley
and Jesse. Sowlcs.
Thc aged wlfe- and three daughters

of Reglster were presont in the ex¬
ecutlve offlce wlth C. M. Bernard, who
defended the Registers ln the trlal
below, some slx yeors ago, to plead
for the pardon, ,on the ground that
there ls now grave doubt of the guilt
of either H, B. Reglster or hls son.
Jabel, who was hanged for his part In
the crime, the contentlon of the prose¬
cution belng that the old man Induced
Jabel nnd Cross Edmondson, a boy
raised by the Reglster*, to go to the
home of Staley and Sowles, murder
then, and burn the house for purposes
of robbery. It was Edmondson who
tua^ied State's evldence against the
Registers and'got off with slx years'imprisonment, he having since died ln
prison. \ ,-

n.en who were sentencod to terms Inthe penltentiary on the charge of at-
tempting to sell gold brlcks to Mr. PaulGartet at Grcensboro nearly ten years
ago. There were three of the men
sentenced to long terms, the other two
bfing A. L. Dally and H. D. Hawley.Tlie latter died in prison and Daily

GIVES HIS MFE FOR FIIIKMI.

Jcrotne l.iiniiina Snvr» John MeGwlun,
Dut l« Drowned Hlmself.

ASHEVILLE, N. C, July 27..In an

effort to save a young companlon.frorn
drownlng. Jerome Lannlng, nlneteen
years of ago, lost his llfe yesterday In
the French Broad Rlver a mile above
Carrlers Brldge.
Young Lannlng and se\'eral other

boys were swlmmlng ln the rlver. when
one of; the-number, John1 McGwInn, at-
tempted to swlm. from an old pler in
the mlddle of the stream to the shore.
He was not an expert '«wlmmer, and
the current was soon carrylng him
swlftly down the rlver. Lannlng swam
to his rescue. He caught the. helpless
lad, and, placing him on his back,
made an effort to reach the old pler,
but the effort was too much for his
strength, and he was seen to falter
and show slgns of dtsttess. Two of
his companlons, Wlll Brilt and Grady
Hunt, swam out to tho two boys andl
brought McGwlnn ashore, but pald.
llttle attentlon to Lannlng, who was
known to be an excellent swtmmer.
His strength, however, seemed to have

been entlrely exhausted, and though
he reached within a short dlstance of
tho shore, the swlft current Bucked
him undor. When he arose a pole was
shoved out to him, whlch he grasped,
but he -waa too exhausted to retain
his hold on lt, and he agaln sank. Bfcltt,
who had swam to his asslstance, man-
aged to grasp hlra.by the arm just as
he was sinklng a.thlrd tlme, but the
current was too strong, and Brltt. ln
order to keep himself-from. golng un¬
dor. was obllged to. rellnqulsh his hold
and the' body;sank.
Yoting Lanning was a son of Marlon

Lannlng, a-well.-to-do farmer of Fair¬
vlew. He.r-'however, was a resldent
of Ashevllle, where he had boen em¬
ployed In a general store. He was
well known and very. popular among
his companlons.
