Although nn time (s fixed, this ac-
tion by the government will be taken
At tha earlinst possible moment, end
the pending prosecution against the
Standard . 01l Company and all other
prosecutions in which the glving or re-
celving of robates | charged will ha
pressed to trial’ "TChe decision to taks
such actlon was tfianimous.

Statement Isnued.

Attorney-General Bonaparte called to
confarenca Bollcltnr-General Hoyt, of
‘Washington; ‘Edwin M. Sims, of Chi-
cago, United Btates District Attorney
for tha Northern District fof I1llinois;
James H, Wilkerson. of Chicago, Mr,
Bims'n firat assletant, and Frank B.
Keallogg, of Minnesota. Mr. Hoyt, Mr.
Sima and Mr. Wllkerson arrived here
yesterday and had a consultation in
the aftornoen with. the Attorney-Gen-
eral.

Brittin, president until’ yesterday, of
the Eagle Savings and Loan Company,
of that borough, and Quarantine Com-
mizgzionar Frederiek H. Schroeder, sec-
ond  vice-president until yeaterday of
the sama Institution, svere arrested to-
day after being !ndlcted on s charge
of grand larceny.

ARIS, July (20.—In one' of the

most terrible automaoblle acel-

dents of many years In France,

seat, tha_ Chateau St Louls de Polssy,
twenty miles from Parla.

Mr. Sands was driving  his tifty-
horse-power car’' along' at a ‘terrific
clip;, In ordur to reach the chatenuy,
where Mra. Sands and  her Infant
daughter were staying. He had always
been /known ‘ne &/ reckless ariver, and,
as he' had been delayed at' rallroad
crossings, he opened the throttle wids
a8 lie npproached the chateau g:cur'nd!.

Finned Under Burning Car.

Almost Immedlately a tire burst, and
the machlne crashed inte a tree, turn-
Ing turtle, burying Mr. Bands under
the forward .part. and pinning the
chauffeur, Plekins, to' tha ground.  An
exploslon followed, and In a moment
the car was [n ﬂameu. ()

Peasants working in the adjoining|
flelds were the only witnesses of the
accldent.’ They rushed to the rescue,
bit fearlng a further axplosion of the
gasolene tank and deterred by Lhe
Bweep of fiames, they stood Idly by, not
knowing how to give asslstance to tha
injured men., Flnally they managed
to, raise the rear of the car and re-
ledge  the chauffeur, both of whose
feat. had heen 'held tight. A littla
later, ‘atfer beating down the flre,
Ahey dragged out the torn, hleedlnx
and burned hody of ESands,

Tertihle Injuries.

Help eoon arrived from tha chateau,
which {s In the centre of Mr. Vander-
bilt's great breeding farm. The two
injured men were carried to the house,
Wwherp It wae found that Sands was
:beyond the hope of recovery, bit that
tha chauffaur was not serfously hurt.

MURDERED AND BURNED

F‘Imﬂu;; of lln'lt-ﬂllamd Body Reveals

Atrocioun Oelme Near Drooklyn,

NEW YORK, July 20,—In the finding
of tha half-charred body of a young
woman early to-day In an Isolated sec~
tlon of Williamsburg, Braocklyn, one
of tha most atroclous afid ‘eunningly
planned murders’that has been given
to the police to molve 'In many years
was revealed, Death was caoused by
e eut acrone the throat, and then In an
endeavor to utterly destroy. all svi-
dences of the erime @ the murdered
slipped the pady in an oll-sonked mat-
tress, poured oll over the vlctim's
clathing and ‘set fire to tha bundle, A
powerful acld had previously. been
poured over the face to obliterate the
woman's features ‘and make identifi-
cation {mpossible.

Although two arreasts have been made
the police do not belleve they have in
custody any one ‘who can shed any
1ight on the myatery. The prisoners
ara James Ruddlck, an old man who
llved In a stable not far away from
where the body was found, and his
son, Joseph, o peddler, who discovered
the hody.

It was James Ruddlck who notitled
the police of the finding of the body.
Fie told three différent stories, thus ex-
citing ‘suspicion, And his arrest fol-
lowed. G A

The hody wes found' [h a wvacant
lat. 'The nearest bulldings are stables,
and thers la o dimmal atratch of A quat-
ter of n mile between them and the
spot where the hody was found, It
was impoasible at first to tell whethar
the charred hody was'that of o woman
or man. The sex was dlsclosed ‘at the
coroner’s autopsy,
found on the murdered woman's breast,
and this 1s ebout the only clue the
polica have. With this =light clue the
polico hope to discover the Identity aof
the vietim. I

A woman has been found who saya
she heard a wagon drive to the sapot
where tha hody was/found about 3:30
o'clock this morning: A few minutes
lzter she heard the wagon belng driven
rapidly away.
