RUSSELLVILLE, KY., Aug, 1—Four
negroes were taken from fall here early
to-day and hanged to a tree on the edge
of town.

No shols were fired by the maob, which
was composed of about Lity men, and the
people of the town sne nothing of tha
affalr uutll daylight revealed the' four
dangling from & tree just outside Rusaell-
ville, on the Nashville plke.

The following nole was foumd pinned
on ono of tho hedics: “Let this be a
warning 1o you niggers to let white people
alone, or you will' o the same way,
Iugh Rogers better shut up or quit.'
Procseding at once to the eounty jall,
the mob cilled Jallor Butts to the door
of his resldence, diroetly connected with
the prison. When he mado his appear-
wnge he found himself covered by rvifics
and shotgins and was given the gom-
mand to turn over the Keys of tho fall or
b# shot down, After a short parley with
the members of the mob, In which he
tried to persuade them Lo go away with-
out doing any violenco, he was flnally
forced to hand over the keys. The mab
then entered the jall and finding the four
negroes forced them to go with them.
Contrary to the usual cugtom of mobs,
no shots were flred at the swinging vic-
tims and the mob dispersed as soon as it
had finished its work. There {8 no clue to
the membem of the band, as the jaler,
the only person who saw them close
enough Lo get & good look, could not rec-
ognlze them.
