FARMAN MAKES

SUCCESSFUL

FLIGHT AT BRIGHTON BEACH

Henrl Far-

NEW YORIK, August
man, who came from Paris to give a
sarles of aeroplane exhibitions, under
the management of the Amerlvan syn-
dicate, made hls firat publie fHEht In
this country at the Brighton Beach
race-tracks this evening, The exhibition
was a success to the extent that it
demeonstrated the Inventor's abllily to
{1y under favorable atmospheric condl-
tions, and entertained some 2,000 en-
thusiastlc spectators. Farman travel-
ed from the eastern corner of the race-
track inelogsure to the opposite corner
at the lower turn, a i#stance of nearly
i third of m mile, In about thirty sec-
onds, and did not appear to be hur-
rying. In rising, flving and allghting,
tie rrail looking alr craft displayed a
birdlike gracoe and assurance that
would hive delighted the soul of Darlus
Green. The crowd that had hung on
through o long walt was well pleased,
and after shouting I8 congratulations
from the grandstand, bore down upon
the inventor with a rush that threat-
ened damage to the neroplane. .
Imprompta Affalr.

As the flight was an impromptu af-
rair, only decided upon at an unexpect-
ed falling off of a stiff breeze, few
police officers were on hand, and for
a time it looked as though Farman
might be the victlm of his friends. But
the mosquita reserves were on hand,
and the swarms that infest the In-
closure set upon the cheering crowd,
driving it back pell-mell to the race-
track. Then Farman climbed up into
the announcer's stand and was formal-
ly intrpduced as the man who had
solved the transportation problem of
Netw York, This also pleased the un-
derground and surface riders, and when
the announcer promised an overhead
.system of travel for the near future,
the ecrowd gave three cheers for Far-
man.

That to-day’s crowd was not greater
was dude Lo the dublous forecaet of the
Weather Barean, Tl anagemant had
withdrawn their announcements of a
public fllght to-day, and admiltance
to the grnundq was refused untll eve-
ning, when Farman suddenly appeared.
About thie time the wind dled away
tn pretty nearly a ealm. The alrship
was wheeled out of fts tent and the
announcer stated that while the weath-
ar might not be all that Farman would
have' ordered for the occasion, rather
than dlsappoint the crowd, ete, the
rest was lost in the cheers of the pa-
tient assemblage that’ knew the for-
mula,
