MWASHINGTON, 1, ¢ August §,—In
an opinion rendered hy Commisslonoy
Hrouty, the Intorstite Commerce Cor-
migslpn to-day found the*nll-rail rate
on oranges and plnenpples from points
in Flovldi to the Florlds base polnts
fite not unredasanable, bhut the ocdrlond
rated on such artlcles from the hnsa
péints to the Northenstern oltlea arae
tnreasnnable,  Certaln maximum rotes
wero eatablished and ordered (o he put
In force by Heptember 15th next. The
rall and water rates on thesn commo-
ditles: hetween such points wers not |
found unreasonable, ancd the commia-
sjon decided to estnblish carload rates
by raill and water.
