Ocnoral Antilstcad. who. wlth hln
sword In hand. told what he wnnted
done and gavo tho i-ommand. "For*
ward, march." llo aboutfaeod, took
hls hat from hla head. put It on the
polnf of hls sword, and wavod lt but
n few tlmes. whon it sllpped down to
the hllt. llo contlnued tn wavo tho
sword wlth tho hat swlnglng nround
abOVe hls hand. llo kept hls posltion
txt front, glvlng tho commands, "Keep
dressed" nnd "Close up," ns though
wo woro on roviow only. When ho
reached the llne In front of iih

fKi-mper nnd Oarnett's brlgndes) he
halted nnd took a posltion ln the rank
that tho two ilnoa fortnod. Tho front
lltn- Imlted. lirr-d a volley and stood
pntll wo riached thcrn. Tlie two llnes

unlted and a, sccond volley Wns flred,
nnd tho flrlng was contlnued untll we
rcached the stono fence, when nll ex-

cspt th* vory oxclted ctmurA flrlnie for
a short trtne, nn thero was nothlng
In front to shoot at.

I did not seo or henr 0»neral Armls-
tendo after we first flred.

Tho night In Ifampton Roads Inspir-

Bd liopo throu'ghout the Confedorai-y.
nnd aroueed a degreo of patrlotum
among our pooplp snd n demand lor
vesscls of the A'lrginia pattern at overy
Southern port. The ludl»>« of Savan-
nah at once began to ralse funds for
tbe building of the ladies" gunhoat ;.t

fSavannah. They sold tholr jcwelx and
r.-ii.M-il BuhHcrlptlotiB and at last go;
MiffiViont to Inillil thls boat. whlch was

pnmed the Georgia. Tlils vossel was

hastily. built out of green tlmber, and.
I thlnk. covcreil wlth railroad iron.
Her enginos wero of innuf!lctent pov.-er
to movc licr moro than two or threo
mlles an hour. and after aorvlng na a

mnrk of tho patrlotlsm of our Southorn
women for a ahort time, her scams

cotninoncc-d to open. She was run

vpon a minl flat below the clty and
converted Into a nnvnl battery.
The fnll of Fort I'ulnskl, the closu

¦vigll of the blnckading fleet. nnd tho
occupancy of tho month of the river
hy tho crfbmy put Pavannnh out of
buslness as a port of er.trnnco for
blockHile-ruiinors. But one vcsael, tlie

Flngal, havlng entered tho port and
belng a larger nnd staunrher vesBel
than tho avcrago blockado-runners, the
Confeilorato government purchased her
nnd convertod her Into a gunboat of
the Vlrglnla pattern. She was placod
lr, command of Lleutcnant Webh, who
had so gallantly fought tho llttle tug
Toascr ln llampton Roads. On June
17. 1S03. Lleutcnant Webh entered Wa-
raw Sound. where lay the Unlted Staten
monitors AVehnwkln nnd Nahant, wlth
a slde-whcoj woodctt veasel carrylng
ten guns, called tho Clnaron. AA'cbo
atoamed at onco for them, and they
apprared as lf rotrcatlng, when tho
Atlanta ran hard and fast aground.
In this posltlon the two monitors ran

pp wlthin two hundred yards. one on

each slde, and wlth flfteen-inch guns
fircd into her. Only four shots wero

flred from the enemy and five from
the Atlanta. tho latter at a much
longor dlstnnco.* Tlie weight of theso
powerful mlssiles penetrated tho iron
nnd wooden sides of tho Atlanta, kpl-
Ing and woundlng nyiny of her crew.

AVcblV surrendered. At tho bow of the
Atlanta was a heavlly charged torpedo,
and lt had been AA'ebb'a intentlon to

havo dopended moro upon hls torpedo
and hls prow for rammlng purposes
than upon hls guns. Getting ashoro
Bpoilcd nll of his well-lald plans. It
has been sald that the Atlanta had a

speed of ten mlles an hour. If this
i:i true, sho wns tho most offectlve
vcssol tho Confcderates cver had, both
for rammlng purposes and for spar
torpedo work, as nono of tho moni¬
tors had such speed. Her loss was a

great cnlamlty, and agaln tho C. S.
Navy got unconipiimentary newspaper
commpnts. AVebb was triod by court-
martlal and oxonorated.
As an offset.to this tho enpturo ot

tho U. S. S. AVater AVltch "by Lloutenant
Felot and sovoral boats crews revlvcd
naval stock.
On the morning of June 3,11883, Lleu¬

tcnant Thomaa P. Polot, wlth flvo
shlp's bonts and a crew of oftlcers aml
men amountlng to about 100. entered
Osabaw Sound, near tho Beaullou Bat¬
tery. Lj«liig 8Qverftl mlles below was

the' U. S. gunboat Water AVltch, com-
manded hy Austln Pondergrnss. Tho
AVater AVltch carrlod four guns and
crpvv and oftlcers.elghty, all told.
Wltli muffled oars tho boats ln two
dlvislons then pulled out to tho Fed¬
eral shlp. AVhon wlthin about thlrty
yards they wejo hailed. Thls about
2 A. M. Tho hall was anawered by a

\olh^y of muskotry from tho boats, and
ln tho next mlntito tho orews wurc
clnmhorlng ovor tho sfdos of the fate'd
vcssol. Polot lod ono dlvlslon, whlch
hoarded on tho stnrb'oard slde, and
Lloutenant Prlco the othor, Avhlcii
hoarded on tho port slde, Our boys
wero mot hy a galUng flre aa they
reaohed tho doek. Two of tlm boats
wero drlvon off bbforo reaqhlng the
vcssol, nnd sovoral men 'nnd offlcors
kllled and wbuhdod. so thnt ln fact
only throo boat's crows got to the
(Icblt, where tho hnnd-to-luinrt flght
was most terrlflc nnd lastod soniothliie
llko half an hour,
Tho night Avaa oxtremoly dark, nml

it was hard to tell,frlond from foo.
On tho Confeilorato sldfi Lloutentint
JFolot wns kllled and Mldshlpmnn Minoi
t,voiindort;v slx men kllled nnd slx
wounded, On tho deck in the boatf
that Avere drlven off ono kllled anc:

*j#v£jx Avounded, Atnonj^ tbe AYOundoc

waa the negro pllot, who afterwards
dled. Tho Iosb of tho enemy was slx-
tecn klllod nnd wounded, and forty-
nino men and thlrtoen offlcera mad".
prlsonera. Lleutennnt Price. upon the
death of Pelot, aasumed commnnd. nud
tho veK»el waa anchorcd under Beaulleu
Battery. Thonco sho moved to below
Fort McAlllstcr. where ahe waa burntl
upon tho nvacAintlon of Savnnnah. Tho
Lleutenant Pcndergraas hero mentloned
la tho anmo offlcer who, after aurren-
dfrlng tho Cumbcrland at the battle
of Hampton Roads, treacherously broke
his parole. Entering from the Con¬
federate stcamer again on hls own ship
for the avowcd purpone of aiding hls
woundod he never returned. and afnr-
wards opened flre upon th* Confed¬
erate veaael Wlth muaketry. Ho waa
court-martialed by hls government for
loslng the .Water Wltch and suspend-.-d
with loss of rank for two years.
The Cor.fcderates afterwards biiilt

two other Ironclads nt Savannah.the
Savannah, whlch waa In commiasiun
When the clty waa captured. and an¬

other. The other waa uncomplcteJ.
Several small armed stcamera com-

pleted the naval defenaea.
When fjavannah tell the amaller

Bteamera went up the Savannah Rlver
nnd aldcd our troops to cross, whlle
Captaln Brcnt. of tho Savannah, de-
termlned to run for Charleston or AVU-
mlngton, and requested tho englneur
oulccr to reinove the torpedoes, ao bo
could go to sea. Thls offlclal, after
r. trlal, reported that tlie anchors wen«
bo imbedded In tho mud that ho could
not clcar a passage. Thls caused Cap¬
taln Brcnt to destroy hls ahlp. Th*
Samaon and Macon roached Augusta,
whllo tho Isondaga and Reaoluto were

bo badly rlddled by the cnemy'a artlt-
lery that they wero flred and aban-
done.i. Savannah was occupied by the
_ederals December 21, 1864. It had
been my intcntlon to havo glven thls
narratlve in chronologlcal order, but I
soon found that to do so would de¬
stroy the contlnulty of the story, bo
I had to abandon that idea; and now,
that we are on tho subject of boat cx-

peditions, wlll conclude thls chapter
wlth a recltal of several. Thls brlnga
us back to where we slarted from tho
Potomac Rlver.
Capture ot tbe Satellllo nnd Rcllance.
After the battle of Drewry's Bluff,

tlie restleas splrtt of John Taylor Wood
prompted hlm to get up an expedltlon
to capture somo of tho cnemy's gun-
boats ln tho Potomac.
On tho mornlng of tho 12th of Au¬

gust. 1863, Lleutenant AVood. wlth four
boats and slxty men and offlcers, left
Richmond. The boaats were placed on
whoels, and on the 16th the party ar-
rlved at the Plankatank Rlver, and
launched thelr boats about twenty-fiva
mlles from the mouth. That nlght
they rowed down to tho bay, slghted
two United States gunb,oats un¬

der way, returned a__ entered
a creek. Tho ,enemy havlng got-
ten lnformatlon of our whoreabouts,
sent up an exped.V-lon to cap¬
ture us, but lt roturned when nenrly
ln aight of us. Then Llouaenant AVood
determlned to make hls attack from
tho Rappfthannock, as tho boats at the
mouth of tho Plankatank would be on

tholr guard. On August 23d he found
two gunboats anchorcd off the mouth
of tho rlver so close together that it
becamo neeessary to board each at the
snmo tlme, AVood took two boats end
Lleutenant Hoge two, and each pulled
for the vessel allotted. When wltlun
a short dlstance they were hallod, but
contlnucd on and boarded. The flght
on deck wns pretty atubhorn, but with-
In flftoen mlnutes both vessels wore
oftptured. They provod to be tho
Unltod States gunboats Satelllte,
two guns and forty . meh and
the Rellance, ttvo guns and forty
mon. Both woro short Of coal.
Lioutenant Wood ran wlth them up
tho Rappahannock to Urbana, whero,
taklng tho coal from the Rellance, !ie,
wlth tlio Satolllto, ran Back to tho bay
and captured tho schoonor Golden Rod,
schoonor Coquette and schooner Two
Brothers, tho flrst bolng loaded wlth
coiil and tho othor two wlth anehors
aml chalns. AYo'od then procoedod wlth
hls priaea to Port Royal, oiv tho Rap¬
pahannock; and knowlng that ho would
ho puraucilby the oneniy, brought hls
prljsos up to POrt Royal, Btrlpped thorn
of all that was valuable nnd flred
them,

A breoBtwork of cotton balOB protocte.l
the men, aomn threo hundred ln num¬
ber. Wh«n day hroke the attaoklnrr
party wero wlthin four mlles of the
enomy. Immcdlatet-y tho enemy g-Jt
underway and were' purBued by the
steamera, the enemy flrirsg incessantly,
out dolng llttlo or nes- damage. AA'heu.
wlthin a mile of each other the Unclo
Bcn opened, tho Bell havlng got
agrotind. Onward camo the Unclo Ben,
and when ftlongsldo tho snldfers sprang
over tho decks of the Morning Llght
and Bhe surrendered. The schooner,
seelng her flag hauled down. did tho
same, and a n'rlze crew wero put on

board. This actlon took place some

twenty-elght mlles from tho Pass.
Flnding that the shlp d"row too much

water to cross tho bar. sho was strlp-
ped and burned. Tho BChooner was

towed Into port. Tho loss to tho Con-
fedorates was one man wounded; to
the Federal*. one kllled, two mortally
wounded and seven wounded, wlth 109
prisoners.

The Neptune followed. but got sush
a, baptlsm of shot and shell that, flnd¬
ing herself ln a sinklng conditlon, she
ran Into shoal water and went down.
Her crew were saved. The Bayou City
returned to tho attack of the Harrist

Lnne. aml agaln rammed her. this tlmo
forclng her bown under tha whe«l-
houso of tho Lft.no (ehn v.-as a sldc-
whor-Ier), nnd won unai-li- to back off.
Lubhuck gavo tho order to board, aml
tlie soldlers sonr. had the bOftt. Cap¬
tain AVnlnwrlght, ot th- Ilarrh-t Lane,
wns, kllled, ns was also Ucutetmnt
Lea. hls flrst offlcer. Tho AVestflold
was fast nground. and tho r*'irt of r.fio
enomy'B fleet at tho mercy of our ir-

tlllery. AA'hcn a flng of truce waa ncnt
by General Mftgruder to demnnd tSl9
Burrendcr of all, three hoiira wna asked
to conslder, and wlth white flags fly-

moved nway. Tho Wijatfleld waa blown
up by her eommander, Captain Ren-
fihaw, who by reason Of tlio prematuro

Wo
got a gunboat, two barks and a lnr-ro
amonnt of stores. snd reoaptured OhI-
voston. Major A. fl. Lea, ono of 51a-
gruder's offlcers. found upon golng Tn
board the Harrlet Lane. nrortally
WOundod. his son, Lleutenant Lea, of
the U. S. Navy.
Cuplure. of Ihe Goahont L'ndprn-rHer.

In the latter part of January, 18M,
Lleutenant John Taylor AVood, C. S. N.,
dovlsed a plan to asslst General Plckott.
ln hls attack upon Newbern, N. C, and
on the 2Sth Lleutenant Loyal came on

board the schoolshlp Patrlck Henry,
lying- above Drewry's Rluff. wlth or-
ders for ten midshipmen for special
duty. That' night he, wlth ten shlp';*
boats, pullcd quic-tly down tho Jnmes
and up the Appomattox, and placlng
our boats on flat cars, we were well
down the Petersburg and Weldon Road
when trle sun'arosc. UeacriliiK King-
ston, N. C'., we launched our boats ln
tho Neuce River. where wo awaited
two hoatn from Charleston, undor coni-
mand of Lleutenant Porcher, nnd two
launchcs from Wilmlngton undor com-
mnnd Of Llcutcnnnt Glft.. On the morn¬

ing of Februnry lst Wo left, and pull-
lng slxty mlles. found oursolvcs oppo-
slte Newbern about 4 A. M. Flriding
no gunbnnts, we went around Into tho
Trent (Newbern is sltunted on a point
of land, the Neuse on ono 3lde and the
Trcnt Rivty on tl-.e other). and flnding
nono tliere, we returned and took shel-
ter In Batchelder's Creok. There we

remalned nll dny. llstcnlng lo tho flrin,?
of Claneral PIckett'B attack. Thnt
night, about 12 o'cloek, wo left our

posltlon and proceoilcd agaln to New¬
bern, whoro ono gunboat was anchoted.
A\"e formed In two llncB, Wood coni-

mandlng tho rlght nnd Loyall tho left,
wlth Glft stlll furthor to the left, as a
reservc.
The order of battle was thnt Wood

would board on tho starboard sldo,
I.oyall on tho port, nnd Oift to remaln
off und firo Into her wlth hls how-
ttzers If Hho got underway.
Tho nlght was somowliat cool.Just

surh a nlght nn tho sallor llkes to get
under tlie loa of tho smokestack.an.l
wo had nppronchrd wltliln 2n0 y.irds
whon tho lnokont atrnck flve beils
(half after 3 A. M.). Then ho halled,
"Boat, ahoy!" No ansuvor. Again,
"Boat, ahoy!" when Wood, atnndln_:
up ln tho lead boat gavo the rom'-

mand, "Bend to your oars, boys!" Whlte
nsh dld Ita duty, nnd In nn Instant wo
wero alongslde, but not untll tho crow
were on deck to meet us. Knglneor
Glll was tho fir.it to try and cllmb
over the nottlngs. and recelved flve
bullets through the head.. A sallor
met a slmllar fatc, but fhe other bonti
gettlng nlongside, uc galned her deck.
Then enmo a hand-to-hand flffht .for
tho mastery. cutlass and platol. Lleu¬
tenant Boyall. in attemptlng to board
from the port.tdde, got tangled ln n

hawser that moorod tho shlp to the
shoro. Her atarboard anchor was down,
nnd sho wns dlrcctly under a heavy
battcry. As a conseejuenco, RoyAll
noardod from her port quarter. Step
hy step wo forced thnt crew back
untll, turnlng nnd seclng Royall com-

ing up In thelr rear, they crled out,
"Surrendcr." Then It waa that our

boys forgot the order to keep qulet
and fight tholr way to stations.
They gave tho rcbel yell; the fort

opened on us and smashed the m;i-

cblnery so that wc could not brlng ort
our prize. Lleutenant Wood then gave
the order to Lleutenant Hogo to -e-

main with one other boat and burn
her, whlle Wood conducted the retreat
in good-order. Hogo- auccecded ln act-

tingjier aflre, but ns he left her wlth
tho other boat, tho flamcs llt up tho
water, and shot and shell plowcd Jp
tho waters around him. However, he

escaped without' lnjury;. Mldahlpman
Palmer Saundcrs was kllled on the hur-
rlcane deck ln a hnnd-to-hnnd en-

oountcr wlth a largo Swede. Ho hnd
Just clove his head ln twaln wlth hls
cutlass when a muskct was put to hls
e_tf and fired. Our loss was twenty
kllled and woundod, nmong them tho
two offlcers mentioned. That of tho
enomy was unknown. We brought off
flfty-nine prlsoners. fitteen wounded.
Her captaln waa kllled. She proved
to bo the V. S. gimboat Underwrltor,
cnrrylng a crew of ninety men nnd r.f-
ficers, nnd four heavy guns. Some of
her crew escaped by swlmmlng ashoro,
and some woro drowned lri thp attempt.
Goncral Pic.kett havlng been forced
back, wo had to follow, and renched
our stations us wo came.

Parltamcnt durlng tho Cromwclllan
Revolutton,. aml was ono of tho com-
mlBstoners sent to F.dlnburgh "to treat
of a nearer unlon ahd confedorncy wltli
tho Scottish nation," nnd helpod frame
tho famous "Solomn Leaguo and Cov-
onant," which wns adopted by Parila-
ment Soptcmber 17, 1643.

On Januiy 13, 1*56, ho mar¬
rled Sarah AVoodson. daughter of John
Woodaon, who was fourth in descent
from Dr. John Woodaon, of Dorsetshlre,
England. who camo to Vlrglnla wlth
Slr John Harvey as n surgeon to a

company of soldlors ln 1619. On reach-
Ing manhood FrederJck (4) Hatcher
located ln Cumberland county, Va..
where he was a promlnent plantor
and slave owner.
He was a member of the Cumberland

Committee of Safety durlng tho Revo-
lutlon. Ho wns a member of tho Es-
tabllahcd Church, and wns for many
yearB vestryman of Lyttleton Parlsh.
Ho died ln Cumberland county. whoro
'hls wlll was probated June 23, 17S2.
Hls wife siirvlved him many yenes,
dying ln 1S13. They had Issue as foi-
lows:

Ho A»aa
presldent of the Farmers Rank of Vlr¬
glnla, at Rlchmond, from its organlza-
tlon, Fehruary 13. 1812, to hla death.
It Is sald he served a campalgn at
Camp Hoiiy, below Ttlehmond. in the
War of 1812. Dr. Blalr Burwell, nuoted
above, says of him:

"Mr. Ben Hatcher was a flne look«
Ing old Vlrglnla gentleman, tall and
spare; ho wore a cue wlth powdered
halr, and kneo panta wlth sllk stock-
lngs, and ptimps wlth large sllvar
hucklos on them In summer or full
dress, and in wlnter, short knee pants
with 'fair top bools.' He owned hls
house nnd lot whero ho llved In Man¬
chester, and hnd n good plantatton
and nejrroes In tho county of Cumber¬
land. whero ho nnd hls famlly spent
the summer and fall months of each
year. He died,about 1843 or '44. at M-
town house in Manchester, Va., at
seventy-eight years of ago."

Powhatan county, Va., slster of Dr
Wllllam Crump and Dr. Abner Crump
nlso of Martha Crump, who marrlet
Dr. Trent, of Manchester, tb.9 owner 01
Trent's Erldgo .from Manchester tc
Rlchmond.

It nmy ho of Intoreflt to know that
"Turkey Island" and "Neck of Land."
the seats nf tho early Hatchers, havo
qnlto a hlatory. "Turkey Island" waa
lald out by tho Hatchers, and about
lialf a enntury later enme Into posses-
slon of tho fnrnoiis Randolph famlly
Of Virginia. Adams, ln hls "Llfo of
John Randolph." tho Btatcsman, says:

" 'Turkey Island,' Just nbove tha
Jtinctlon of tho James and Appomattox
Rlver.*, Ilcs In a region whlch
hns shnrply uttracted the attentlon of
mon. In HS7H Nathanlel Bacon llved
m _rhy nt hla plantatlon, called 'Curles,'
nnd In thnt year Bacon's famous rc-
boilion gave bloody assoclatlons to the
plnco. About ono hundred years after¬
wards Benedlct Arnold, then a generat
Ir. tho Brltlah service, made a destruc-
tlvo rald up tho James Rlver, whlch
drcw ull eyes to the spot. Nelther cf
thoso dlattirbances, hlstorlc as they _?e,
rnads tho region nearly so famous as lt
heenmo on June 30, 1862, when flfty
tliobsand Northem troops, beaten,
wenry and dlshenrtened, converged at
Malvcrn Hlll and Turkey Island Brldge,
and tho next day fought a battle whlch
suvcd thelr army and perhaps thelr
cause, wlthout a thought or care for tha
(luat of tho Vlrglnla Rnndolphs, on..
whlch two armloB were trampllng ln
the crndlo of thelr race."

A'nrlna, nltunted upon a penlnsular,
whlch In the earllest land grants wai
allnd "Tho Neck of Land in the Vo-
per Farta," la also full of lnterest.

In 1632 It recelved Its namo from
tho fact that tobacco grown hero ro-
Hemblcd a Spanlsh tobacco called Varl-
na«.
Vnrlna was long .the county seat of

Henrlco county, and Is tlie slto of tho
roaidence of John Rolfe and Pocahon-
tan, tho land belng presented to thotn
by the staunch old chfeftain, Powha.-
tan.
Thoro la ln Surry county a deed re¬

corded from Thomas Rolfe, tho son of
Pocnhontag, conveylng thls land, whlch
he states had been glven hlm.
At Varlna was the glebe of Henrlco

Pnrlnh, where Reverend Willlam Stith
llvod when he wroto tho hlstory of
Vlrglnla.
About forty years ago thi altes of

the glebe, courthouse, tavern, Jail and
John Bolfe's house wero polntcd out.
Durlng the war Varlna was better

known as "Alken's Lahdlng."
AVoodson C'onnectlon Wlth Hntebera.
Frederlck *(-l) Hatcher, son of Henry

They came to Vlrglnla In tho
good shlp GeOrge ln the ycar 1619, tho
year whlch witneascd tho sitting of
the first.legislatlvo assembly and the
lmportatlon of negroes.
Tho name Flower do Hundred, so

well known as connected wlth thls old
plantatlon, haa caused much dlscusslon.
It ls probably derlved from "Fletfr
dleus" (tho llly) or from the Engllsh
famlly Flowerdeu.

It was owned by Governor Yeardley,
and pnsslng through dlfferetU hands,
at- length became the possesslon of the
WHcox famlly of Virginia. who still
own it.
In tho months of May and June, when

the place ls most lovely, members of
thls famlly annually go there and revefc
ln Its slmple quletude and bcauty.
The Woodson famlly 'is numerous,

and has been ever celebrated for its
sterllng vlrtue. '

Booker.
In a very carofully prepared Hatcher

genoalogy by Mr. C. W. Bransford.
which work was done ln 1900, ho glvea
the marrlage of Mary Hatcher (5),
datighter of Frederick Hatcher aml
Sarah AVoodson, and Edward Booker,
of Cumberland county, Va.
In the flno Booker pedlgreo publlsh-

ed ln A'lrginla Mugazlne of Hlstory
and Blography, Edward Booker Is sald
to havo marrled Mary- surname
unkiiown. Mr. Bransford, Vho llves in
Owensboro, Ky. may havo tho proof
of flils niarrhige; if so, it gives tho
descendants of this Mary Hatcher col¬
onlal ancestry through Edward Booker
Burgess ln 1736. The proof of thla
marrlnge would be very acceptable,
and would bo pubUshed in'thls depart¬
ment. ,

It Is lnterestlng to note tho men
who usslsted in tho formatlvo' pcrlod
of Vfrglnla, and the Hatchers woro ln
favor of tho greatest personal, polltl-
cal and rellglous froedom. nnd long
bcroro tho Revolutlon thoy were bat-
tltng for tho rlghts of tho people as
agalnst tho encroachmonts of arbltrary
power

tlme ago, but h'aa not been pubUshed,
ns promlsed, becauae lt takea _mo
weeks to' collect the data.
