In meny cases the colta are treated
1hus until they attain the age of four
or five. monlhs, and they -ate then
Weaned from ‘thelt ‘mothers by simply
lacing. the woanling Into o distant
Asture, whera It cannot reach 'fts

other or =mes or hear her. ;

Colts that have heon' trealad In this
manner ara not apt .to do much ‘grow-
ing from tha time they are werned [u
the fall until grass comes tha follow-
'huf spring.

Iowever, on the othor hand, If tha
mare: Is fed grain, onts and bran, In
8 bhox whara the llttle colt can get
118 noke fn &nd get a mouthful of the
food occasfonally with fts mother, from
the time Lhe fonl I8 Lheee weeky old
until weanlng time, and then the eolt
ot tlie time of weaning 18 glven two
feeds of onls and bran o day with a
little eloyer hay once a day, the colt
never stops growlng #as o result of
being sepnrated from it mother,

The colt should be kept in m thrifiy
conditlon from' the time of Its birth
until it {r a matured horse If you
want to get the very best horse which
enni be had from- {ts purtlcular line
of hreeding,

to ‘ten months, As (t is, a8 & rule,
cauged by tho'lnck of cars and atten-
tlon on the part 6f the owner.

Handle the Colt Consinntly,

Handla the foal from the day of Its
birth if you want the best results, 1
the little foal, just a raw hiours’ old, Is
plroked and petted, and every fow days
during ita colthood Is shown somo spe-
clal Attention, suech a8 rubbing its
noks and giving It a Jittle sugar from
the hand, it does not take but @ short
while to have a very gentle colt. Later
ihis ecolt may be glven a Illttle outs
and bran from the hand, and finally
It will look to Ita owmer for feed und
care, and will often go out of sight
of {ts mother following him.

Soon thae colt should be Laltered and
Jed a Mittla every few days, This does
not teke but a few Inoments, and it is
seldom  that  there Is not soma  ond
wbout who ean give this attention to
the colt. Ay atlention has been called
in the fact that after treating the foal
g hws been here advised for a few
weelks, then he miay be tled with a
gond, strong halter, and he will saon
#tand as quletly as an old hor=e. Wa
must asxociate with our young stock
If we are to have tliem as ¢ompanlons
1ater. on in life.

Learn the Colt's Dispoaltlon.

Consider for a moment the difference
In the dispositions of the animals hred
hero in this country, whera thelr molth-
ers nre belng used dally, and those
which run wild In the western =ections
of our country. We all know well

Methnd to Ne Used.

Now, If tha mare should he fed oats
and bran dally in m hox large enotgh
to allow the foal to get a taste of the
fend, ton then take a tAblespoonful
of molagaes and pul (nto & pint o
wleint bran, adding aboul one cup of
witer to the molesses to prevent the
feed from becoming too aticky, and
with' this special feed commenca (e
conx the foal to you every faw days.
The forl will spon follow you anywhars
for thils Mmolasses feed, and he will
finnlly hecome an gentle ns & pat lamb,
provided you do not In any way tease
or frighlen the youngster. Never nl-
low any ono to make n show animal of
n horse which --ou expect to use for
the  commonsenan purposes: for whish
our horaes are usually used by man.
Bhow animals taught to stand on thelr
hind feet, ate, are meapt for that busl-
nees alone. This {8 play for the horse,
and has no plice fn the dutley of the
horse which we are DLreading for use.
But to have f. horee so that ha will
follow you, wlll answer your eall, ile-
pend upon you for food and cara, and
In timer of danger Is very easy to ac-
complinh if the practica In only started
edarly {n the animal'a llfe.

The now gentle foal, several months
old, 18 dally eating his allowance of
graln, 15 easlly hundled by man, and
can ha Jeft In safety In a good box
atiall when {ts mother Is at work. When
the marn {8 driven to town' the foal
can go ocausipnally, too, 80 as to 6c-
custom it to the things on tha stracts
For this purpose the halter should be
placed on  the ecolt's lead when the
teamn starts for town, ‘Then whan the
glreeis ars reached tha colt should
bt at firat led by some one who has
beéen handling It at!liome. This done
once or twlice, & horsn seven years old
will not behave better than the four-
months-old colt, and it will develop
into a family horec—something that
we oftan read about, but seldom see.

The common method of {aking a colt
directly from {ts mother's milkk and
pleeing It on & dry, fall pasture, and
by this method weaning tha anlmal,
fa yearly preventing hundreds of lit-
e fellows from developlng Into splen-
did  horsges, a8 It stops thelir growlh
end development at a vital period. It
starts up Indigestion from which they
never recover In many  Instances, It
riilns the xhape of the animal, by pre-
venting the proper ‘development of
bones, first, and then |ts muscles. This
I8 often the cause of 4 condition which
we ®o often notlce; a horse with a
sgmall body, but large head. 1In order
to get the hest resulis, not only must
all parlts grow at the proper time of
life, but wo must nat interfera with
nature by refusing  to furnish the
necessary material for growth and de-
velopment at the proper time,

Common msalt should always be kept
in a hox separate from the faad, whers
the colt ean get It at will. A plenty
of fresh drinking water is all-important
at nll times. A good, dry, well-ven-
tilated stall about ten feet by ten, If
not more, with dirt floor, will be the
heat room for the colt. Keep this stall
cleaned out. Do not allow the colt to
stand In manure. Remember that dally
exercise |8 all essenllal for the colt,
especially hls first year., Ha s grow-
ing then, so let him develop his mus-
Cles by having a gallop on the sod
every day If he so deslres It, Feei
him well, make him comfortabla at
nlght, and he will, gallop each day,
It you have bred properly, in the firat
place, by the ahova methad, at the
age of three wyears you will have a
well-developed and splendidly trained
colt provided you contlnue to handia
the youngster more and more each
geason, untll you finally have him un-
der the saddle and in herness befora
he even knows he ls at work. IKind-
ness makes a gentle horse; it saves
the cost of the so-called act of “break-
Ing™” the colt, prevents many acclidents,
and adds to the value of the horsa
Mmore than any one thing we can prac-
tice while handling this good animal

QRUERIES AND ANSWERS,

By J. G. Ferneyhough, D, V, 8.

Query—I have a mule with wartg in
its ear. Do you suppose there {8 any
danger In my cutting them out?

Answer—I would advise you to have
f veterinarian examine the casa an‘l
and let him do the cutting if he thinks
proper. If you cut the muscles of the
ear the result will be that the organ
will eimply drop aver never to agaln
Tesume jts normal position. Nothing
disfigures an anlmal more than to have
something wrong with the natural set
of the ears.

Query—I have a horse with bone
spavin, and have been adylaed by our
loeal “horse doctor.”” who (s not a grad-
uate, however, to simply let him eut
the spavin off with a chlsel. Please
give me your onfnlon of  thiy,

Answer—Such an operation as chlsel-
Ing off o bone Is not recognized In
tha veterlnary professlon. Never al-
low any one to eperate on your ani-
mal unless you know the party to
have some special knowledge of anat-
omy. It s as Impertant to know what
oL to cut as it Is to know what to
cut. Bone spavin, If It has been stand-
Ing for some tlme, Is very hard to
remove; in fact, fn most cascs It Is
not practical to underteks to remove
the enlargement. The condition can
often he Improved by an application of
s0ma good blistering olntment,

Query—T had somo cows last year
that drank from n stagnant pon}I ':}Il:
water, ‘and they developed what I think
was typleal Texas fever, Do you not
think that' Texns fever ls caused by
drInkinﬁ stagnant water mors often
than It s by the much-talked-of cattle
tick? I am not a bellever in the cattle
tick, thus would like to have ¥You an-
sweor the above.

Answer—In my oplnion, Texas fover
in enttle s preduced by o gerim which
igrcarricd by the cattle tlck, and is
Introduced into the system of the cow
by the bite of the tick.

As_ to etagnant water, all through
the Blua Grass sectlon of thls State,
Wwhera the very best of export cattle
are ralsed, cattle die In n few days’
time when cettle ticks are placed on
thelr bodles, and yet will find ponds of
stagnant water from which the cuttle
daily drink, though Texas fever ls un-
known  there, unless the cattle tick
is carrled Inte that section,

While I do not think stagnant water
waoter I8 gond for any live stock, wyot
stagnant water Iln my opinion does not
contain the cause which produces Texas
ciattle foaver.  Doubtless from o stag-
nant pond tha cow drinks many germs
At itlmes whilch ara very injuricus to
her  health, yet from this particular
source I do not think she gets' the
germ which
Texas fever. Tha cattla tick, nnd tha
cattle tlck - alone, is responsible: for
Introducing this germ. Into the syatem
of our cattle. 2

There seems to be some differcnce
of opinfon as to the atthentlelty of
tha 100-yard record of 9 2-5 seconds
mada by the wonderfully Iittle South
Afriean runner who won the 100-metre
Marathon race,

Arthur Duffy, who was the fastest
gprinter who éver put on running
shoea In this country, belleves that R.
B Wallkcer really ran 100 yards in 0 2-6
seconds  at  Abergavenny, Englond,
“*But,” sald Duffy, *“the record will
never be allowed, and should not be.
I have run on that courspe three dif-
ferent times, and the first tima I aver
tried it I made the dlstance in 0 1-6
goconds. The track Is a turf one and
lghtning fast.  The firat fifty yards
is level, but the last fifty is down hill,
the angle being threa to four degrees.
Ho you can sce that a runner hag every
advantage, I do not doubt In the least
that Walker made the distance in the
time sont out from England.

When I ran the course In 9 1-5
gecondy, T never put In a claim for the
record, for I knew that it would not ba
nllowed owing to the pecullar layout
of tha track.”

Another sporting authority saya:

“Tt Is poeslble that Walker, the grent
South Afrlean spripter, renlly ran 100
yards In England in 9 2-6 seconds,
Biut it Isn't likely. Walker beat Ree-
tor in the Olympic 100 motres by 'n
foot In 10 4-6 seconds. A hundrad
metres {5 a trifla over 100 yards, As
Walker beat: the plstol a stride’ (as
ghown In tha photographs of theistart),
his actual thme was not better than ten
geconds for the 100 yords In that race,

ed to extend himself to the lmit,
