SENT SERGEANT-AT-ARMS
TO BATH TUBAND STORE

Virginia House of Delegates Declared, in 1776, That He
Was Untidy and Worse-Queer Extracts From Jour¬

nal During Early Sessions at Williamsburg,
In golng through the archlves of the

Capltol a few days ago, a Tlmes-Dls¬
patch man stumbled upon an old doeu-
ment whlch Is full of unlquo resolu¬
tions and Interestlng Informatlon. It,
ls the journal of the flrst House of
Delegates of tho State, hold in the clty
of Wllllamsburg ln 1776, nnd doals with,
all manner of subjects relatlng to the
leglslative, executlve and judicial
branches of the government, whlch wai;
then in its inclplency.

lt will be recalled that tho flrst
!Constitutlonal Convontlon adjourned ln
'thnt year and resolved Itself into -a

General Assembly, ln order to launch
the new sclieme of government which
had been ordered by the convontlon.
The Senate journal could not be found,
but that of the House contalns much
interesting data.

Tlio Houso, accordlng to lt3 Journal,
seems to havo dealt wlth almost every
conceivaulo subjoct. For example, in
its early stages lt adopted a resolutlon
settlng forth thnt, whereas. its ser-

geant-at-arms appoarod dally tn such
a "tilthynnd untldy condition" as to bo

notlceable by the members, that tho
clerk bo directed to tako him to a

nearby store and purchaso for hlm a

"decent sult of clothes,'" and charge
tho samo to the account ot contliigent
expenses. _/
The old ldea of paternaltsrfi was

much alivo ln thoso days, and mon and

women appenled to tho Legislature for

all manner of rellef.
