The Vlrgln¬
ians upon whom the honorary appolnt-
liienls are conferred are .lames R. Do¬
herty, Comm'issloner of Labor: P. St.
.lullon Wllson, State ilighwny Com-
mlssloner: Dr. P. B. Barrlnger. presl¬
dent of the Vlrglnla Polytechnic Insti-
tute: Dr. Thomas L. Watson, Unlversity
of Vlrglnla; S. S. Nolllnghnin, editor
Norfolk Landmark: Walter B. Addlson.
editor Lynohburg News. and George
\V. Kolner, Commlsstoner. of Agrlcul-
ture.

Work of ttrcnt Importnnoc.
In a lettor to members of the com¬

mission. Governor Swanson oxpj'alried
the ohjeots of the meeting. as follows:

"I nm deoply Impressed with the im-
porta'nee of tho conservation of the
varied natural resources posscssed by
the State of Virginia and their proper
development and use. The Federal
government is taking a most active
Interest in the preservation of the nat¬
ural resources of the nation. and has

reqiiested the co-operation of the state
gOvernmerf-ts in its laudable purpose.
The Proslderit has appolnted a Natlonal
Conservation Commlsslon for the pur¬
pose of making nn Inveritory of the
natural resources of the United States,
their conservation. development and
use. I am deslrous that the State of
Vlrglnla should have her resources in¬
cluded in tbls Invontory, and would
be glad to have from persons who
give the matter thought and consid-
eration -Uggc'stlbris as to such mens-

iires as may he promotive of the con¬

servation and proper use of these re¬

sources. The only methotl by whlch
theso deslrable means can bo obtained
Is by the appoln'tment by me of a State
Conservation Commission.
"Tho Natlonal Conservation Commis¬

sion wlll have a meetlng In Washlngton
early ln Docember to dlscuss Jointly
wlth tho State Conpervatlon Commis-
slons and the Governors of States tho
whole matter ln connectlon with the
natural resources of this natlon. I
have heon lnvlted to designate somo

persons to attend this joint confer¬
ence. Being deslrous that Vlrglnla
should have tlic beheflts aeortiing from
this work, and that their great resources
mav be propcrly included in tho na¬

tional Inveritory of resourccp. and that
sho may have tho beneflt of suggos-
tions in connectlon with their conserva¬
tion and use hy thoughtful persons
who would give the matter consldern-
tloii and Investlgation. I have determ-
Ined to appolnt a State Conservation
Commission composed of seven persons
ito co-operate with tho National Con¬
servation Commission, of whlch I de-
slre you to be a member. I have re-

ciuested Hon. .lames B. Doherty, Com-
missloner of Labor: Hon. P. St. Jullati
Wllson, State. illghway Commiesion; Dr.
P B. Barrlnger. president Vlrglnla
Polytechnic Institute; Dr. Thomas L.
Watson. Unlversity of Virginia; Mr. S.
S Nottingham, editor Norfolk Land¬
mark; Walter E. Addison, editor Lynoh¬
burg News; Hon. George W. Kolnor,
Commlssloner of Agrlculturot to act
upon this commlsslon. The work done
bv you must necessarily be voluntary
and wlthout conlpensatloh, as no funds
are at my dlsposal for this purpose, nor

have T any funds to pay expenses that
mlght be incurred, but I wlll. be very
glad If you wlll servc and glvo such
time and considoration to these matters
as you may ho able/"_

but does not require lhe contractor to
have tests made.
The committee dlscussed the questlon

of provldlng nn inspeetor on tho work,
hut took no action. For the present,
Heputy Building Inspeetor Ebert wlll
eontinue to supervise the work for the
City Council. Archltect Bryant und his
asslstants belng the supervlslng arrhl-
tects In charge, reportlng to tlio. School
Board.
At tlie meeting of the bulldlng com¬

mlttee of the School Board yesterday
there was a deqlded disposition to re-
sent the lack of confidence shown by
the Council ln Imposlng an extra In-
spection on the building, and there
was some criticism of tlie newspapf-rs.

Tlio action taken. however, shows
that no provlslon was made ln the
contract for testing the cement used.
although sueh testing is requlred in
all other city work, nor has the archl¬
tect up to thls time been requiro<i to
keep a local inspeetor constantly on
the work.

The openlng address wns made by

Dr. Thomas C. Johnson, professor of
church history and eccleslastlcal polity.
whose remarks were mninly nddressed
to the Incomlng students. Dr. John¬
son ndvlsed the young men preparlng
for th* mlnlstry to speciallze on the
subjocts whlch would ald them In thelr
professlon. and not to attempt to learn
things not necessary for them to know.
President Moore eonductod the open¬

lng exercls'/i, and with him on tho
platform were Rev. ('. (.'. Hersman. D.
D., LL. 1).. emerltus professor of Creek.
and the Rev. Theron H. Rlce. D. D..
tho new professor of English Blble
nnd Pastoral Theology, yho beglns hls
work at the seminary thls sesslon, hav¬
ing reslgned the pastorate of the Cen¬
tral Presbyterlan Church ln Atlanta to
arcopt the prnfessorshlp offered hlm by
tlie board last spring.

marrled men. who. with th.olr famllles.
have taken cottagrs ln th« Wostwood
property, oppostte the seminary. Two
young ladles mntriculated yesterday
for h speclal course In proparatlon for
mlsslon work in the forelgn fleld.
These are Mlss Porter Pands, daughter
of Major Willlam H. Sands. of Rlch¬
mond. and Mlss Peaehy Wilson, daugh¬
ter of Mr. Calvln Wllson. of this clty.
Mr. U". W. Arrowood, of Clover, S. C,
and Mr. Samuel McP. Olasgow, of Lex¬
lngton, wlll take post-griiduate work
on the Moses D. Hogc foundatlon.
