lsli emplre, tho Cathollc authors Ay.ho
llourlshed among you ln the eighteenth
and nlneteenth centurios are household
names among us. Our clergy and eel-
ucated lalty are almost as fnmlllar ns

you aro with tho Avrltings of Blshop
Hny, Blshop Challonor nnd Dr. llllner.
ot Alhan. Butler and Dr. Ungartl, of
Father Faber and Father Colerldgo.
and of tho three lllustrlous cardlnals
Avho have shed nn uafndlng lustre on

the church in England by tholr llterary
labors as Avell as by their apostolic
llve--_ I refer to the irr.mortal trluni-
virl.Twiscman, NeAvninaand Mannlng."

Vant Fleld Open.
"Cardinal Gibbons contrasted the gov¬

ernment. of England and the United
States. and continued:
"Oh. my brethren of England, what

a vast fleld is open to your zoal and
activity! May your mlsslonary sons

be entiowed Avlth the apostolic spirlt
of Augu. tlne. W'.nfrld and Patrlck. May
they succeed ln preachlng the gospel
Avherever England establisl.es her laws.
May they be as zealous ln conquerlng
souls as'Brltish statesmeri aro ln ae-

qulrlng terrltory. May they extend
the kingdom of Christ Avherever Eng¬
land enlarges her temporal domlnlon.
May they erect a house of prayer
Avherever sho bullds n fort, anel may
they determlne to plant tho cross, the
synibol of _alv.it ion, slde by side Avlth
tiie banner of St. George.
"And may America engngv in holy

cniulatlon with England ln spreading
the gospel of peace and the blesslngs
of Chrlstian clvillzntloa, and may apos¬
tles sprlng forth ln our country to
carry the falth into every region wher-
f-vf>r float the Stars and Stripes.

"I am snre that you wlll all agree
¦wlth me thnt the sister islo has done
hc-r duty ln the cause of Cathollc mls¬
slonary labor. Whatever have beon
.the unhnppy causes that have led to
tiie oxpatriatlon of so many of Ire-
land's sons and daughters from their
native soll, Almlghty God has tnaele
their exlle subservient to hlghor anel
holier purposes. 1 can safoly say that
there ls scarcely a city or toAvn In tho
L'nlted States or Australla avIipio the
fstholk- rellglon has not been pro-
clalmed by prieats and supported by
laymen of Irlsh birth or parentage.
"The same hoinago and flllal iever-

ence that Augustino pald to Gregory,
your prelates render to Plus, our relgn-
"ing Pontiff. Thoy recognizo the samo
dlvinely appolnted prlnclple of au¬

thorlty. and are gulded and cheered by
the same volce that spoke to your
first great apoatle.

Ilcgtnnlng in America.
"But their aro stlll stronger and

more entlurlng tles blnding the Catho¬
llc Church of America to the Church
ln England. Maryland, tho mother
church of the lAftOd jjtntes, Avas found-
ed by Engll.fi CTftriolics. Leonard Cal-
vert, the brother bf Lord Baltlmore,
and the leader of the Engllsh Catho¬
llc colony, deslrous of securing llberty

of worshlp for hls co-rcllglonlst
sailed AVlth them from Cowes, Islo
WIght, ln the Ark and tho iDovc, flttlu
mossongers to carry the fortunes
the ploneer pllgrlms. They roach.
tlielr desflnation on the bnuks of tl
Potomnc ln 1631.

"Tlils colony of Brltlsli Cathollcs wt
tho llrst to catabllsh on Amerlcan so
the blesslngs of clvll and religioi
llberty. Whlle tlio Purltans of Ne
England pcrsccnled other Chrlstian
anel whlle tlio Eplscopalians of Vli
glnla persecuted Purltans, Cathol
idarylnnd gave freedom and liospitallt
to Purltans and Eplscopalians ullk
In llio Avords of Bancroft, 'Thu foundn
tlon of tho colony of Maryland avii

peacofully and happlly Inld.^ Wlthl
slx months lt had ailvunccd niorc tha
Vlrglnla had done In as many yeari
But fnr moro memorable was the char
actcr of the Maryland Instltutlon:
Every other country ln tho Avorld ha
pcr..ecutlng latvs; but through th
bonlgn aclmlnlstrntion of the govern
mcnt of that province, no person pro
fessing to belleve ln Jesus Christ Ava

permltted to bo molested on account o

religlon. Under tho munlflcence an
suporinteneling mlldness of Lord Baltl
more, a dreary AVllderncss tvns soo

quipkened wlth swnrmlng life and ac

tivlty of prospcrous suttlonients; th
Koman Cathollcs, Avho Avere opprosso
by tho laws of England, woro suro t
Lind a peaceful asylum tu tho qule
harft'ors of tho Chesapeako; and there
too, Protestants tvoro sholtereel fron
Protc-tnnt intolcranco. Such were tli
beautiful ausplces under Avhlcli Mary
land started Into being. Its hlstory 1
the hlstory of henevolence, gratituel'
and toleratlon.'

"I will add ono more llnk to thi
chain of hallowcd assocliytioas betweci
the Catholic Church in England ane
America. Tho' flrst blshop of tlu
United States Avas consecrated in Eng¬
land by nn Engllsh prelate, John Car¬
roll, the flrst Archblshop of Baltlmore
and the patrlarch of the Amerlcar
church, was consecrated ln 17110, in thi
chapcl at Luhvorth Castle, Dorset-
shlre, the clegant seat of Thomas
Weld. When the proprlntor of Lul-
Avorth heard of the uppolntment ol
Dr. Carroll, he Invltetl hlm lo bo hl*
guest. May tho Lord show mercy tc
thee, Tlionias Weld, for the hospltalIty
thon dldst extend to tho lnla.it church
of America in the person of her first
blshop."

Tnke Loyal Interest.
Cardinal Gibbons, altejr revleAving

tho hlstory antl growth of the church
In England, concluded:
"Tako a loyal, pcrsonal interest ln all

that eoncerns the temporal aiul
.tplritual welfare of your chcrlshed
country. No one should be a drone ir
\ho social hlve. Let no man bo ar

li/differont spectator of tho civil antl
politlcal events occurrlng around hlm.
"When we aro enrolled in tho army ol
the Lord, our duty to our country Is
not dlminishcd, but Incroased. As you
nll en)oy the protection of a strong
nnd enllghtencd government, so should
each mnn havo a sliaro In sustaining
the burden of the Commonwealth.
"Abovo all, take an ablellng and a

A'ital interest m all that affects the
Avolfare of your holy rellglon. Let the
words of the psalmist be your Insplr-
ing watch word, 'If I forgot thee, O
Jeriisnlem, let my rlght hand bo for¬
gotlen. Let my tongue cloave to the
roof of my mouth, If I do not rememi-
ber tlme, if I mako not Jerusalem tho
beglnnlng of my Joy.'
"And nOAv, my dear archblshop, I

beg to as.suro your graco that 1 ani
not uslng nny coiiA-entlonal plu"%:ic
Avheii I offer you my hoarty eongrntu-
lotlons on the consumniatlon of your
cliorlslied wishes aftor the many
months of anxlous thought to whlch
you have boen subjected. It must bo
a sourco of profound gratiflcatlon lo
you to be surrounded on tlils solemn
and joyous occaslon by His Emlnenco,
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y
e. Vlncont Vannutelll, cardinal blshop o;

t-jthp Holy Koiuan Church, Avho appear.'
before us to-day ln hls capaclty of pa¬
pal logntc and is tlic oflli-iatlng Pontlfl
also by thclr eniinences from othci
eountrles, by your brothren of tho opls-
copato and of the clergy of tlic _.rltl_li
Isles, of various portions of tho con¬
tinent of Europe and of North America
nnd by so many of tho Cathollc nolul-
Ity, gentry and people of England, as-
nembled together under the Insplration
and Invocatlon of tho dlvlne Shepherc
who ls the soul antl centre of our Avor-
shlp, and who ls to bo 'our, rcward ex-
cceding great.'
"May tlils spirltual banquet of thr

I-Ucliari. t of whlch avo partake increasc
ln our hearts a greater lovo and devo-
tlon for .lesus Christ, our Savlour, and

ojfor Ili.s vlcar upon oarth; may it draw
t Ua nll.blshups, prlcsts and people.
>, more cloaely la Uio bonds of Chrlstian
r_Ifellowshlp and brotherhood; and may

tlils love feast be an earnest and fore-
tasto of the heavenly banquet at Avhlch
we shall roellne wlth Abrnhatn. Isaac
anel Jacob ln the klngdom of heaven,
to be forever "lnebrlated wlth tho
plenty of God's house, and to drlnk of
tho torrent of delights.'"

Crowd PrcsaCN ou Processlon.
When the congregation poured out

of the odlfice they found that tho
crowd already waa assenibllng for the
procosslon, wliich hnd been the causo
of so much controversy. Large forces
of police Avere nsslsted by some 15,000
Cathollcs; who had volunteered to llno
the route, but even this strong army
of men was unable at times to prevent
tho partlclpanta ln the paraelo from
being shouldered by the curlous. Be¬
foro tho procession startetl VespersJAvere sung Avlthln the cathedral. at the
concluslon of Which the prelates passed
down the nave, slnglng "Falth of Our
Fathors," tvhlch was taken up by the
congregation nnd the vast croAvds
wlthout.
As the head of the processlon

einergcd from the cathedral doors, a
cheer Avont up, Avhlch was repoated
as cardinal after cardinal camo slowly
out, followed by t'he archblshops, blsh-
ops, mlnor prelates of the church, and
a great army of Avhite-surpliec-d men,
singlng hymns.

j\Io>^ of tln- prelates carrled Ihel.-
vestments over tlielr arms. but tho le-
pate wns ln full court dress of scarlot
robes. and red hnt lendlng dlstlnctloil
tc« his commandlng flgiire. Tho hands
of the Pnpe's rcpre. entntlA'e. whlch
were to hnve carrled the [lost, shOAvered
e-ontinual blessings upon the people,
Avho reverently boAvcd tho knee.
On either slde of Cardinal Vannu¬

telll were hls chief chaplnln"s antl the
gunrd of honor, composed of Cathollc
pcers. Following tho legato camo tho
members of the pontiflcal mission, the
cardlnals ln their order, tAvo by two,
ench wlth hls traln-bcarer and chnp-
laln; the archblshops and otlicr pre¬
lates. Includlng the representatlvos of
ah.soiit blshops, the Avhole prvcesslon
being upwards of a mlle long.

Pollce Have Hard Work.
In the streets surrouudlng the ca¬

thedral the prelates passed through
avenues of Icnoellng adherents of tholr
falth, the curlous and any Avho mlght
have come to Jeer, being croAvded out
of this vlclnity.
At one place, hovrover, whero sev¬

eral streets coiiA'crge. the crush wiis
o great that tho spectators broko up
tho processlon, but tho police. sta-
tloned at this point In strong forces,
mriiiaged eventually to clear a narrow
lane, through Avhlch the papal legato
and the others passed la -slngle flle.
Tho crush horo Avas frlghtful for half

hour, and the police,' had to uso
heroic measures. /
On tholr return to the cathedral tho

prelatos marched around the interlor
of tho edlflco, the legato carrying tho
ilost, as ho Avould havo done on tho
streets had not tho govornment intor-
poaed an objectlon. Tho vast assem-
blage that fllled tbe square thon san_
hymns, and the members of the Catho¬
llc sociotles, with banners flylng,
marched tlirough tho streets to tholr
halls and churches. ln the meantimo
Ihe papal legato Avlthln the buildlng
pronouneed tho benedlctlon, and tht*
congress closed.

After tho foed, au-
tbmoblio parties Avere mado up, and
the Blues were taken out to thn Fair
Grounds, .where races In the Grand Cir¬
cult Avere ln progress.
Everybody made way for the vlslt¬

lng battallon. Tho Vlrglnla uniform
coustltuted a pass to everythlng, and it
was posltlvely ngalnst orders for a
Bluo to shoAV hls money. lt .Avas
deomed a mortal Insult: and tvas re-
sented accordlngly. Many parties \-ls-
Ited in the cltizen..' prlvate homes,
where further entcrtalument Avas fur¬
nlshed. No door was'locked, and in-
trodiictlons Avero not necessary. There
avos absolutely no formallty. One had
only to wear tho uniform, anel every
householdor bade hlm welcome AVithin
his doors and told hlin that all tvas his.
At 9 o'ciock the Blues were. taken to

dlnner in tho Garde Hotel. Llnes
were formed in tho armory, and the
tAvo organlzatlons \A'ent out by fours,
scarlet unlfQrms alternating with the
blue. Movlng out Into the street be-
neath a brilllant harvest moon, they
swiing Into the Ynle dance, nnd the
crowd cheered Itself hoarae.

Feet Avere tired no Ionger. nnd mus-
cles forgot their aelies. Kverybody in
the clty llned the streets. A strong
eordon of pollce kept the crowd buck,
but they couhl not que-11 the tuiuult ot
cheering. "You'ro all right, boys!"
they cried to tho Blues. "You'ro all
rlght. Even the regulars couldn't stop
you."
As the comrades ln arms turned into

tlic brilliantly llghted and decorated
hotel the local band struck up "Dlxle."
The nnswerlng shout was doafonlng,
and tho Blues felt indeed that they
AA-ere at home and ln tho hands of
their friends.

Welcomed by tlic Mayor.
Tho dlnner Avas on .1 most lavish

scale. All the distinguished townsmen.
includlng the Mayor, were present. The
Mayor welcomed the Blues in a heart-
Avnriiiing speech, und Informed Major
BoavIcs that the city belonged to him
anel to hls command. "Wo have no
gates here." he -sald. "No doors are
closed to you. Whatevex* you Avish you
may have"

Major I-Oaa-Ips made a feeling re-

sponse, saying that the gates nf Rich¬
mond avouUI ';ver be open to the cit¬
izens of Hartford, an.-l that a royal
Avelcome Avould k« thelrs wheneyer
thoy came. Dh Brlght. surgeon of
the Blues," recltcd, and then ovorybody
in the room.there were nearly 300
volces.broke into a rouslng cheer.

After the dlnner a prlvate vaudeville
act Avas put on ln tho armory, and tlils
Avas supplemented by a bo.xln'g bout
betwooh two of iho local company anel
a Avrostllng match. It was not untll
the cold gray dnAvn was creeplng across
the sky that the boys wwnt tn their
bunks. But thero Avas llttle sleep, for
Privato Weislger beat a tattoo on tho
bass drum untll breakfast tlme, and
Sergennt McGraw perslsted ln trying
to slng, the harmony being made moro

touc-hing by a general attempt at snor-

lng. About flve minutes later, It
seemed, reveille soundod agaln. and
tho Blues Avent elOAv-n to breakfast.
Dress parade was held on the green

in front of the State Capltol, and
.lO.onn people came to see tho revlow.
Citizens sald gencrally that lt Avns the
finest sight they had over seen. The
scarlet and the blue mlngled Avell, mak¬
ing a scene that Is better left to tho
imaglnntloi. than to Avords.

At 11 P. M. the Blues marched doAvn
to tho statlon. and all Hartford Avas

thero lo see them off. Tlio vlsltors
were In full dress, and many a maid
sllppeel up Avlth a palr of sclssors and
snlppod off a button or pulled out a
Coathor from tlio plumes. "Good-by,
boys," they yelled ns the train pulled
out. "Come to see us agaln, nnd we'll
do more for you."

Slayed I'p lo fircct Tliein.
OavIiik to s-imo unforesoon dtday, the

Southerners dld not arrlvo Hn Noav
Havbn until after V o'ciock In tho
morntng.

Dress parade was held
on the green, all tho troops pasalng Ir
revlotv beforo tlic Governor and hit
