?4 SHIPS GOT 17 BUSHELS

Men Who Iiavc Tongcd for 25
Years Say There Are No Oystcrs

to Bc Found,

NEWPORT NEWS, ,VA. September
IS.7.Tho Dally Press to-day says;
Accordlng to reporta brought to

Hampton yesterday the State oystor
rocks In .Inmes Itlvor aro entlrely
bnrren, nnd the season, so far as lhe
men who mnko llielr livlhg off tho
State rocfts are concorned, wlll prove
a dismal fallure.
Tho roports of the dlstressing con¬

dition were brought here by oyster-
men from Haxls's Islund, Accomac
county, who havo Oyatored In Jamos
Rlver durlng the jast twonty-ilve
years, and who dcclare that condl-
tlona wore never so unfuvorable. Tlie
returnlng oysterrh'On composed a fleet
of forty-four boats and more than 123
men. Tho men nro cn routc back to
thelr homo* on Saxls's Island. where
they wlll have to cngagc In other vo-
catlonn
The oystermen declare that they

"spent all day Tuesday and until 10
o'clock yesterday drcdglng tho State
rocka ln the James Rlver, but the cn-
tlra fleet of forty-four boats suc-
eeded In pi-klng up only seventecn
buahela of the blvalves from the rocks.
This ia consldered a very small showlng
for one boat. Reallzlng that the
oysters are not to be had the Accomac
tongera determlned to return to thelr
homea.
One of the returnlng men sald yes-

ierday that he hns been tonglng
oyatem from the Stnte rocks for the
past twenty-flve years and thls la tlio
flrat aeaaon that has proven a complete
fallure.

It waa/sald that the barrenness of
the rocka ls due to the fact that ptrates
operaKed ln the rlver durlng the sum¬
mer aeaaon. The Accomac men de-
clare that they were Informed by men
Ilvlng along the Jamos that aa many
aa twenty-flve gasolcno boats have
been seen dredglng tho beda at night
durlng the past summer. and that the
piratea have been exccedlngly actlvo
throughout the entlro closed season.
Thls Is sald to oxplaln the absolute
barrenness of the rocka.

It waa also sald that most of tlie
tongers from York and Ellzabetb Clty
rountlea who went to the James Rlver
Monday nlght wlll return within a
day or two, as they were convinced
that the scarclty of the blvalves wlll
bo the means of great loas to them if
they contlnue the unprofltable soarch
of tho rocks.
The newa from James Blvor wlll

eaiiFe great forrow throu.ghout thla
ser.tlon of Virglnla. as hundreds of
men make a good Ilvlng by oysterlng
the State beds durlng the flrst of
the season.
