WIDE VARIETY OF TOPICS

Program Inchiflcs Discussionj
Bearing on Every Phasc of

Prisbtt Work.

Arrangements for the meeting of tha
American I'rlson Aasoclatlon, whlch
opena ln lhe Jefferson audltorlum on
Saturday nluht, November Uth. are

rapldly npprnnohlng completlon ln the
hamlg of several local commlttees
worklng ln conjunctlon with the ofll¬
cers of the association. For five days
tho association, whlch wlll have In
Ita membership represontatlvea ot
every State In tho Unlon, wlll consider
tho vartoua problems relating to the
csre nnd reformatlon of prlsoners and
the protection of soclety from the
crlmlnal element, Tho organization
haa ln its menibership progressive
wardons of stato and Federal penlten-
tla lea, members of boards of instltu¬
tions and reformatorles. leglslators,
soveral Stato Governors, worke/Ts for
prison reform. prlson physlclnns and
chaplains.
As a result, the toplcs treated wlll

cover a wide range, though all have
n boarlng em tho general subject. One
of the great attractlons whlch has
brought the association to RIchmond
this year has beon tho wldeapread in-
terest ln Vlrginla's convlct road sys¬
tem, mnny actlve prlson workers and
leglslators having expressed a desiru
to see it in operatlon.

Thooretlcally tho system does no*
meet wlth tho vlews of the mora ac¬
tlve reformers, who hold that prlsoners
shoula always be under erlucatlonal in-
flucnces. but as a practlcal proposl¬
tlon, snd ln view of the largo propor-
tion of Ignorant negroes in the Vlr¬
ginla Penltentiary, tho system, whlch
glvcs them healthy open-alr employ.
ment, teachlng hablts of work. and at
tho same tlmo returnlng to tho Stat*
soino part of tho crlmlnal exponses,
anel helping to bulld up tho hlghway*
of the Stato neglected for moro than
a generation, will bo approved by tho
largo majorlty of tho visitors.

Health of prlsoners ln Instltutions

wlll bo glven study in a branch meet¬
ing at which prlson physiclans will
hear papers especlally relating to
treatment of tuberculosis. Dr. C. V.

for this section.

Crimtnal law reform wlll bo dls¬
cussed by Governor Fort, of New Jer¬

Preventlon and probatlon will prove
an important toplc leadlng to a gen¬
eral dlscusslon of reformatory work
and tho placo of tho Juvenile court,
tlie work ot tho probatlon ofllcer and
the treatment of the juvenile offender.

labor problem wlll bo dlscussed by
Governor lloke Smlth. of Georgia.
The most strlking personallty in at-

tendance wlll be Mrs. Maiul Balllr.gton
Booth, head of tho Salvation Army,
who Is, perhaps, tho most actlve worket
for prlsoners and relief of their condi¬
tions In thls country.
Tho dlscharged prlsoner wlll prove a

toplc of moro than usual Interest, many
nddresses belng scheduled to show what
ls belng dono in dlfferent sectlons to
take hold of tho one-offenso man on
his relcase from tho penltentiary, and
put him into employment nnd self-
support bofore he returns to old as-
soclatlons and takes tho road back to
a crlmlnal llfe.
