tii'iis of work.

the grand chief of tho Brotherhood of
Locomotlve Englneers, deolared tbat lf
any rnllrond employe wanted to try
government ownerahlp for a whlle. all
lie had tb do was to enter tlie army
for thi-e0 years. and hia experlence
.would be similar to that under govern-j

ihlp
in stnnds for government
wlth nll tts woe« for the

employe, whlle Mr. Tuft standa for the
continuance of private ownerahlp. ve-'h
wlse, conservative, but practlcal and
comprehensive regulation.

Tho
candldato had brcnkfnst in hls privato
car ns it wns dashlng through Now
Jersey, nnd arrived at 0:15 A. M. at
Jersey Clty, where ho wrb mot by
National Chairman Mack and Nathan
Straus. Almost Immedlatoly the party
crossod tho forry to Now Y'ork, nnd
Mr. Bryan was driven to the rosidonco
of Mr. Straus, whoro tho day was spent
ln rostlng for thls week's ordeal. To-
nlght tho candldate dlncd at tho homo
of llermnn Rlddor, treasurer of tho Nn¬
tlonnl Democratlo Commlttoe.
To-morrow mornlng early Mr. Bryan

wlll go to Paterson, N. J., In ftilfllmont
of a pledge made last week to make
n speech thoro. At tho conclusion of
tho meeting ho will roturn agaln to
New York Clty.

Tlred, But Well.
Mr. Brynn declared to-nlght thnt

wlth tho exception of belng very tirod
he was feellng well.

"I nm flnlshlng tho campnlgn bottor
thnn I ever havo," ho snld. "My voico
has stood tho straln woll, nml I don't
think that i havo lost welght."

Mr. Brynn said that somo of tho
forecasts ho hnd seen ln the mornlng
papers to-day dld not ngree wlth the
reports that ho had been receiving.
"How do things look, Mr. Bryan?"
"Vory encournging," was the reply.
"What do you thlnk of Indlana?" he

wns asked.
"Wo had very encournging meetlngs

thoro and also in Ohlo. Tho pros-
pects ln both States aro very brlght,"
was the answer.

Strnw Ilnllota Show Ontna,
Mr. Ilrynn snld that all tho strnw

ballots thnt had been taken in tho
country showod Democratlc galns,
"but," he contlnued, "of courso, tho
accuraoy of tho straw ballot dopeniin
upon tho way It is (aken and the way
tho names are selected. You select
a list of names to send postal cards
to; you roceivo many answers; but
you have no way to flndlng out how
tho men who dld not answer aro going
to vote.

Investlgatlon has
shown, however, that such is not the
jase, and that ulthough many of tho
I'lvers are too low to furnlsh power
tqr utaiuil'acturing purposes, thore ls
i bountlful supply for those places
ivhlch liuvc municlpal water systems.
