In fnct,
ho has become a very close friend of
Emperor William. evldei.if the inii-
macj of thelr relatlon* being furnlsh¬
ed ;;t the recent grand manoeuvtes of
the German army ln Alsnce-Lorralne,
where he was the Kalser'a guest,
while Wllllam ls to stay with him
early next month at hls place at
Ei kartsau, on the Danube. famous
throughout Europe for Its magnlliccnt
game preserves. Among the game
which abounds there is the Anieri-
cah wild turkey. whlch the arehduke
Introdueed there after his vlslt to the
United states fifteen years ago, an.l
which have thriven to nn altogother
pheiiomenal extent. Thc preserves
have been In the possesslon of tlie
io.use nf Hapsburg ever since they
were sold to Empress Marla Theresa
by Princess Vtctoria of Sojssons, nlece
and heiress of the famous milltary
commander, Prince Eugene of Savoy,
to whom they orlglnally bclonged.
Crown Prince Rudolph dellghted 'n
them aa long aa he lived, and after

i.-at'.i they were taken over by
Francls Ferdlnand, the present hell
apparent. The preparatlon^ which tlie
arehduke is making for the stay of
the Kaiser at Eckartsau, especlally in
connectlon wlth the turnlshing and the
eonsideration of iiis varlous hobblea
and idiosyncrasies, lead to the Impreat-
slon that the visit wlll he repeated
annually. and that the friendshlp be-
tween Francls Ferdlnand and Wllllam
wiii bo stlll fun:.-!- developed.

It is a friendshlp which la ull-lm-
portant at the prei ent moment, and
plays a weighty role in the interna-
tlonal crisis that is now absorbing
popular attention. For it Is generally
admltted now that the crisls was pre-
cipltated by Arehduke Francls Fer-
tlinand, who is responsiblp for Austrla's
annexatlon of Herzegovina and Bosnia
at thls Junoture, whlle tho hearty sup¬
port which Germany ls glving to Aus¬
trla in the affair enables her to pre¬
sent a partlcularly bold and stubborn
front to the remalning great powers
of Europe.

Strlctly speaklng, President Roose¬
velt should have undertaken the duties
of BROnaor at the chrlstcning of tho
little son born last week to the Bel-
Klan mlnlster plenipotentiar.y at Wash¬
lngton and to the Amerlean-born
Baronoss Monclieur. For among the
many traditional prerogatlves datlng
back two or three hundred years, some
of them written and others unwritten.
that are enjoyed by ambassadors aml
mlniaters, is that the ruler to whose
court or government they are accred-
ited should assume the duties of god-
father of any ehlld born to them dur¬
ing thelr mission. Of course. thls rule
appllea moro partlcularly to monarch-
ical courts. and I do not know how
far it could bo entorced in the case of
a republlc. In France, which ls the
only country that mlght furnlsh a pre-
cedent. the ambassadors and envoys
are all qulte elderly men. at the very
end of thelr diplomatic careor. and
thelr wives as a rule are equally ma-
ture and not in the way of havlng
habies. Consequently no occaslon hns
as yet arlsen for a demand upon Pres¬
ident Falllores, or any of his prede-
cessors In offlce, at the Elysee. to as¬
sume the rellglous responsibilities of a
sponsor nt a christening. The fact
that President Roosevelt belongs to a
dlfferent rellglous denominatlon to
Baron Monclieur should constltnto no
obstacle. B*or in Europe wo find fre-
quentlv Protestant sovereigns acting
h-i godfathers to Roman Catliolic In¬
fants. and Cathollc potentatcs fulfill-
ing the same offlco .towards tinv An-
gllcana and Lutherans, Emperor Fran¬
cis Joseph. for lnstance. belng the god-
father of the German crown price.

Lord Aahburton, who ls due ln New
York to-morrow with hls wlfo on
board the Lusltanla; is making his
llrst vlslt to this country since hls sec¬
ond marrlago to Blanche Donnelly,
who under the stage name of "Frances
Belmont," was one of the original "-'Flo-
radora" sextet in 1901. having made her
debut In drama as a scrubwoman in A.
H. Chamberlyn's "My Lady." The first
Lord Aahburton, great-grandfather of
the present peer, may be sald to havo
Ibeen the real founder of the fortunes
of the great house of Barlng. and cer¬
tainly was the flrst Englishman of
note to wed an American heiress.
namely, the eldest daughter of United
Stat.-s Senator Wllllam Blngham, of
Fhlladelphla, whose dowry, esllmatod
at somo $10,000,000, was investcd ln
t)ie house of Barlng, in Bishopsgate
Street, London, anl enabled il to
branch out on a lutge scale. In fact,
it was thanks to this that tho house
of Barlng was abie some fifteen or

' alxteen vears lator to loan 40.000.000
frnncs to tho French government, for
the wnr Indemnitles, at the tlme when
France was occupled by tho all lod
armlea in 1815. It ia wlth reference
to thls enterprlse that. one of Napo-
loon's marshalB is eald to have re-
inarked that there were "slx great
powers ln Europe, namely, England.
Franco, Russia. Austria, Prussia and
Barlng Brothers." This Lord Ashbur-
ton was bv reason of hls Amerlcan af-
flllationa frequently sclected by the
Elngllah government to represent It in
negotlatlons wlth the United States,
and concluded at Washington in tS4_,
during the prealdenci' of John Tyler,
tiie famous Ashburlon treaty, whlch
may be regarded as tho basls of all
Bubsequent Rgraements nnd under-
standings belwoon this country and
Great Britain.
