Harvard.
WASIITNGTON, D. C., November B..

Herbert I'utnam, Llbrailun of Con¬
gress, it was sald to-day, may bo tho
HUCC.-SOr of l'i hliietit Gllut, ot llar-
vard Untveralty, whose ceagnation, to
take crtoct ln May, has juut been an-
nounced. Mr. I'utnam iu a llnrvard
gradUate of the cla«H of 1883. Ho vvua
an overseor of lha uniVerslty for four
years, beginnlng In 1902.
Tho report ls that if Alr. Putiam be-

coiiifB preHldent of Iiurvnrd ho wlll be
BUOceedGd us, Libiarian of Congress by
Dr, Maurlco FrunuU Egnn, now mlnls-
ter to Denmurk. Dr. Egan, who atanda
high ln tho llterary v,'or!d, la a frlend
of Presldent Roosevelt it ia auerted
that nothing would pleuse the Preal"
dent more than to appolnt Dr. Egan
head of tho blg natlonal llbrary,

lt ls likely that the llnrvard corpo-
ratlon will nnmo Presldent Ellot's suc-
06aaor bofore next .May, when hls res-
Ignatio.i ln to take effect. If Llbrarian
Putnam should be Chosea bofore March

and 1904. He has published many
articles on educatlonal and blbllo-
graphlcal subjects.
