Even the Unlted States Su¬
preme Court, auatere trlbunal that it Is,
cannot escape this Irreaiatlble influ-
once. 'Xo an appreclablo extent, Ihe
offlri.il oplnlon of a chlef justlce Is the
legally preclpltatcd residutim of the
cr.llected oplnions of the great lay ma-

lorlty.
The declslon of the Supreme Court

ln the case of Berea College vs. tho
Blate of Kentucky 1b a landniark in Its
a-ay. ln 1304 Kentucky passed a law

prohlblflng the educatlon of white and
colored puplls in tho same schools, and
Berea College brought ault to test the

eonstttutlonnllty of the oiuutment. The
Intent of it, obvlously, was not to pre¬
vent white chlldren from nttendlng
colored schools. hut to prevent colored
;h11dren from atfendlng whlto schools.
ln ahort, it was doslgned to legalize
very much th<; sort of discrimlnation
whlch the Fourteenth Amondment wns

tlesigned to lllegalize. Yet the Ken¬

tucky Clrcult Court austatned the law.
So dld the Court of Appeala, advanclng
is its reason that "the white and blacK
races are naturally antagonistlc." Now
comes the Supreme Court, whlch, ln-
itead of flylng Into a judicial passlon
at the dtscrlmlnatory behavlor of tho
two lower courts, calmly afllrms them
both. Such a metamorphosls has a

generatlon wrought. It is easy to

lmaglne what this august Judiciary
would have sald forty years ago of
any Judge who declared that there was

a "natural antagonlsm" between the
white man and his ebon-tinted brother.
The fact is that the Fourteenth

Amendment ls the Slck Man ot the
United States Constltutlon, and the Su¬

preme Court must not bo understood
as sltting by the bedside and admlnls-

terlng vestoratlvea. The old Instru¬

ment haa been stabbed in the house of
as friends. A most exalted authorlty
announced the other day througli the
i-olamns of this newspaper that the
South could go ahead nnd ("constitu
tlonally") dlsfranchise the negro all it
'wanted to, without the remotest fear
lhat an lmpassioned Northern majority
would whlttle down Ita representation
in Congress. The opinions of Theodore
Roosevelt are not, lt is true, to be
taken too s'erloualy, because of their
well known varlablllty. Nor is lils
personal verdict in nny sense blndlng
upon Legislaturea or courts. Yet that
a Presldent of tbe Unlted States, the
ableat leader of a party whlch has
jonslstently opposed all the South's
policies with regard to the negro,
ihould thus publlcly declare vlews
which fully sustaiii these policies, ls
signiflcant in the extreme. That other
leaders withln hls party have nol rlsen
up to combat such reactlonary vlews
ia hardly Apaa. signiflcant. Such inci-
tlents nvake''"lt" increastngly plain that
the progreas of time has abundantly
justlfied the South. and that lt is not
this section of tho country wlilch tl
history ot the years Immedlately fol-

lowing the war will put upon the de-
Censlve.

KILLED AT BASEHALL.
Football Is commonly consldnred the

rough nnd tough sport "f htisky
glndlntorlal daro-dovlla, whllo basehall
la vlewod na npproachlng much nearer

to mollycoddlo trariltlons. Thereftore
it may be aomethlng of ft ahock to the
lay observer to learn that basehall
cost forty-one llves durlng tho BQasoP

Just ended. Nearly all of theso deaths,
naturally, were among the players,
though now and then some iim. nl

byatander became tbo victtm of caaunl-
ty, A large proportion of tlio dend
men loat their llves through blowa
from the ball, At lenst eleven were

hit In the same vltal part by pitched
balls, whlle various others wero kllled

by thrown or batted balls. The llat
makes It plnln that colllslon wlth tho
swiftly movlng little horaebidc sphere
is tbe greatest danger that the player
has to fear.
Several devotees, evldently wenk-

henrted, fell dead after making home-
runs or completlng hard-fought games.
Others are less easy to classlfy. Their
deaths must he set down to those odd
mischnnces which may occur ln nny
form of activity, aporting or otherwise.
Thus Edward Burns drove spllnters of
broken glass into hls head whlle slid-
ing bases; William Hayerkamp, a spec-
tator, was struck in the head with a

pop-bottle; Donald Harper fell when
running after a foul and broke his

neck; H. T. McBrlde, who had cllmbed
a telegraph pole to vlew a game, Iost
his balance and fell to the sidewalk;
Everett Rickerts. whlle chaslng a hall,
was run down by an automobile; Wll¬
llam Stephenson ran into a live wlre
and was electrocuted; Charles Van
Zant kllled hlmself upon being ao-

cused of betting agalnst tho home
team. One of the dead players was

only slx years old. Another was the
father of eight children.

Baseball, lt i.s evldcnl, cannot be
played wlth absolute Immunlty of life
and llmb. Yet men dle at all games,
even plng-pong havlng clalmed at
least one vlctlm, and probably no pas-
time offerlng anythlng like the same

amount of pleasure and healthy excite-
ment Is so free from risk aa is base¬
ball. Considering tho length of the
season and the countless number of
players and apectators, the toll of
forty-one llves Is remarkably light.
