It ls but reasonable tliat tlio town
should be ro lnterested ln tho pro-
ceedlnga of Phi Bota Kappa, aa, ln ad¬
dltion to hearlng: some. of tlio most fa-
mous men of the day spoak, the tradl-
tiOna of the old fraternlty and Ita
hl.storlcal assoelatlons are such as to
ralse a glow of enthusiasm ln tho
breaat of every loyal cltlzen of Wll-
linmsburg, for lt was in "ye anclent
Uttle capital" of tho Commonwealth!
ti.at this society, 8lnce become so fa-
mous, and the membership of whlch
Is looked upon as being symbollc of
greatness, waa flrst formed.

t ned its foundatlon, ln 1770, the so-

olety lias l>oen through many vlcissl-
ludes and has undergone many
changes. The society was formed De-
icember 5. 17,'is. it ls not known lf its
crlgin was owlng to trans-Atlantlc
[models; but from the beglnnlng lt had
alms to breed a race of scholastlc lead-
ers. At that tlme, however, the sor
clety was nol upon Its present foun-
jdation; it was more like the present-
day Greek lotter fraternltles of tho
Amerlcan college world. In the courso
of time many onangea were wrought,
[such as thi requisltes for membership.
To-day only men who have dlstln-
gulahed themselves ln science or let-
ters or giaduates of tho college who
have given unusual promlse are ad-
mlttcd to membership. It is, then, at
the present tlme composed wholly of
tr.mous men.men who are the thlnk-
ers anj workers.
Though the orlglnal chapter dlffered

trom the chapters of the presont day,
It was founded upon reason and reve-
lction, as ls evident from the first ruio
of the society."That in every design
or attempt, whether great or small, we
ought to lnvoke the Delty." The meet-
lngs of the fraternlty were at tlrst
held at "Ralelgh Inn," and In these
early meetings not mere scholastlc
questlons were debateel, but the burn-
ing questlons of a wronged natlon,
about to seek redress and llberty, came

up for Impassioned arguments. Later

In Congress. Archlbald Stuart was a

Buahrod Wash¬
ington. the favorite ncphew of Preai-

_idcnt Washington, and tho lnherltor
of Mt. Vernon, became an assuclate
judge of tho Supreme Court.

Flfteen of tho rlrst tifty members of
, Phi Iieta Kappa were in tho Conti-
:nental army; seventeen wero ln tho
Btate Legislature; elght of them wore

'memhera of the convention whlch
ratlliod tlie Federal Constltutlon; live
t,.ro members of the Natlonal House
ot' Representatives. and two of the Na¬
tional Senate. Among othor early
n mbers were Cabell and 'Clements,
Kitzhugh and Hardy, Mason, Madlson
and'L'3.iiiany\ of them ancestors of

promlnent Virginia families of to-day.
Later on we iind John Marshall en-

loiioti upon tho membership list.
Soon after tho organization, ln 1776,

charters were prepared for othor chap¬
ters, but Whether such chapters were

actually estahllshed is not known. If
¦VI so, they were wlped out by tho l'tevo-

in\ lution.
e3i In 1781, owlng to the confusion then
?a exiatlng, a speclal meeting was called,
>n destlned to be the last for many a

d- acva.n-, and the papers of tho society
ir.ioolleoted and dep03lted with tho col¬

lege steward. Time passed on. and U}d
_ papers wero forgotten. In 1849 they

were accidentally recovered, and th^
fraternlty was onco more organlzed.
The Civil War, however, broke up tho
society once moro untll 1893, whea
Alpha Chapter was once more organ¬
lzed.
Although tho Vlrginla chapter has

had frotitiont gaps made ln its pro-
greas, the society has pronpered else-
where. ln 1779 tlie charter for a

Harvard chapter was granted. and
since then tho society lias spread
among tho larger unlveraities of tho

land untll to-day Thi Beta Kappa em-

brae'es among Us members somo of

tho greatest men from Canada to tho

Gulf from the Atlantlc to tho Paclflc.
