ADOPT FISCAL AGENCY PLAN

Coupons <>f Richmond Bonds Will
Be Payablc in New York

Hereafter.

After hcarlng nn oplnlon from Clty
Attorney Pollard to tho effect that the
ordlnance mlght be legully passed, and
could be onforced ln the courta, the
Board of Aldcrmen, In speclal :,cjsl'>n
last nlght, concurred wlth the lowor
branch ln passlng the bulldlng llrle
ordlnance, whlch glves to two-thlrds
of the property owrters on any clty
block the rlght to establtah a building
llne, not less than tlve nor more than
thlrty feet from the street line, and
prohibltlng any person from erectlng
a houso not ln accordnnce wlth that
line.
The ordlnance was introduccd in the

lower branch by Councilman Richards,
and ls designed to prevent the con-
struction of stores and othor such
bulldlnga out to the street llne on
purely resldentlal blocks. Under the
provislona of the measure, whlch now
goes to tho Mayor for approval, two-
thlrds of the property ownera of any
one hlack in the clty may petltlon tno
Commlttee on Streets to llx a build¬
ing line, tho commlttee to glve a hcar¬
lng to the mlnorlty property ownera.

Only Tw'o Voted No.
Tho actlon of the Street Gummlttee

Is to bo recorded ln a Bpecfal lndes
kept for tho purposo in the offico of the
Bulldlng Inspector, and no permlt is
to be Issued for tho crectlon of n build¬
ing not in conformlty Wlth the line
adoptcd. The measure was taken up
last nlght under suspension ot the
rules, und passed by n vote of 13 to 2,
the negatlve votes belng Messrs. Mel-
ton and Wood.
The speclal meetlng of Ihe Board

was called to take actlon on the propo-
sltion of the Flnance Commlttee, ap-
proved by the lower branch, to allow
the establlshment of a flscui agency in
New York Clty, where the couponjs of
city bonds may be pald at the option
of the holder, Instead of at the ofneo
of the City Audltor, in Rlchmond. The
proposltion was dlscussed briefly by
Messrs. Satterfleld, Adams end Ellet't,
and concurred ln wlthout a dtssentlng
volce.

HAD ALREADY DENlED IT

Labor Conimissioner Annoyed by
Report in Which He Was in

No Way Concerncd.

As the result of a publlcatlon In the
News Leader Wednesday afternoon
concerntng the allcgeel fllthy conrlltton
of ccrtaln bakorles ln Norfoik, Ports-
mouth nnd Newport News, Labor Com¬
mlssloner James B. Doherty was yes-

terday snmmoned to appear before the
grand Jury In tho former clty next

Montlay to testlfy In regard to the
matter, about which he eleclares he
knows nothlng.

Mr. Doherty waa astonlshed to re-

celve tho followlng telegram from
Commonwealth'a Attorney John G. Tll-
ton, of Norfoik:

"Sllbpoenn» IhhiiimI for ynu sinel Cllnc-
dliist to appear before- Norfoik Rrtinel
Jury, December 7th, te> tcsllfy ln re-

gruril to nllepred orlmlnnl oo_dltlb-_ of
Norfoik hnkerles. Wlre nie nnmea of
pnrtle* cluirgctl, no I cnu pre-pnre In-
elie-tnients."
The Mr. Cllnedlnst mentloncd ln the

telegram Is a speclal agent of the
Department of Labor, and wns men¬
tloncd ln the newspaper artlcle as
havlng lnspe'cted tho bakerles in qucs-
tion.

Flr»t <o I'rlnt Denlal,
The Tlmes-Dlspatch dld not handle

the story, but was the llrst paper to
prlnt a denlal of Its truth by Mr. Do¬
herty, whlch denlal appearcd ln its
issue of yesterday.

Mr. Doherty was greatly exerclsed
over the matter, and declared that the
publlcatlon had resulted ln hls belng
haleel before a grand jury when ho
was overrun here with offlclal dtttles,
to tcstlfVj about a matter Whlch had
never been reported to him, and about
whlch he knew absolutely nothlng.
To ndd to hls embarrassment, one of
tho Norfoik papers, lgnorant, of courae,
of the Circumstances surroundlng the
situallon, sharply crltlclzed the com¬
mlssloner ln an artlcle, whlch reads
as follows:

"Mr. Doherty ls n State offlcer. and
if such a report reached hltn he should
have at once communlcnt<-d with the
eity In whlch lt was found, and not
have Impllcated three cltles. It ls
said that he intends to Include thls
story ln hls ofllelal report; lf so, he
should name the city, and not cloud
three by Indirection.

"There are no better bakerles ln
the country than ln Norfoik, and they
are free from thls unjust reflectlon."

Set Illnmclr Strnlglit.
{ Mr. Doherty at once telegraphed the
edltor of the paper ln which the above
artlcle appeared, settlng himself
straight, and declarlng that he had
nelther glven out nor authorlzed any
such information as that on whlch the
story was based; nor dld ho possess
any knowledge concorning It.
When Intervlewed on the subject

yesterday, Mr. Doherty relterated what
he had said to a Tlmes-Dlspatch man
by way of denlal on the previous day,
and added that tho turn matters had
taken had glven him no end of trotiblo
and annoyance. He said that he had
been Informed by hls lnspector, Mr.
Cllnedlnst, that the latter had not
glven out the Information.

"Naturally I am greatly embar-
rasaed," said the commlssloner, "but
you can readlly see that I am blame-

_
less."

It may be that Mr. Doherty can
avold a trlp to Norfoik Monday lf Mr.
Tilton ls convlnccd in advance that
he has no material Information for the
grand jury, but Indlcatlons now seem
to ho that he wlll have to go, as the
authoritles ln the seaside clty appeat
determlned to clear the matter up at
once.

Mrs. W. A. Moore, grandmother of
Roy Smith, the sensatlonal kldnnpplng
of whom has kept the cltlzens of
Church Hill astlr slnce Monday, atateel
yesterday that she had hcard from
the Chlld'fl mother, Mrs. Orace L. Smith,
but at the tlme her letter was wrltten
she had heard nothlng of the dlsap-
pearance of the boy. Mrs. Moore now

promlses to take the matter to court,
and, lf posstble, get an order making
the chlld over to her.
The chlld, seven years old, was

taken from thla clty by hls father,
EUram H. Smith, who, accordlng to
telegraphlc communlcatlona, pas'sed
through South Boston, thence to Dan-
Vllle, and from there to North Caro-
llna. Mrs. Moore haB advice of at¬
torneys, who aay the only meana by
whlch she can regaln poasesslon of the
youth ls to liavo a court ordt-r.

Oetectlve on the Case.
J. H. Hutson, a detective, of Dan-

ville, ln a letter to the grandparent,
wrltes that he has interested hlmself
ln her behalf, and that he wlll en-
deavor to locato the whereaboutu of
the father and «on. He wrltes that
Smith was ln Danvllle a week before
tho chlld was taken, and at that tlme
stated to friends that he waa going
to get possesslon of hls boy.

Frlonds here have vlslted Smlth's
home, and one has volunteered to do
all ln hls power to trace down the
whereabottls of Roy and Hiram. This
friend, who ls a well known citlzen,
says he knew Mrs. Smith, the boy's
mother, hefore she left town, and that
she ln every way deserves help, as
she has spent her llfe ln carlng for
Roy and hls brother, who was drowned
last spring.
The mother .wlll recelve the flrst

news of her son's dlsappearanee to-
morrow. She ls an actress. It has
been erroneously reported that she
was traveling ln Texas. Her last let¬
ter was wrltten in Hopkinsvllle, Ky.,
and tn it she stated that her address,
untll Sunday. will be ln I.ebanon, Ky.

Mrs. Moore says: "Grace wlll come
home as soon as she learns Roy has
been stolen, and our last cent wlll be
spent ln regalnlng possesslon of Him.
Hiram ncver saw him from the tlme
he was a month old until the day he
stole him from me, and not one cent
of hls was ever spent for hls comfort."

STATES* RIGHTS

Richard E. Byrd Dcclarcs Dc-
cision in Rate Case a Rebukc to

Ancicnt Doctrine.

REVIEWS THE OPINION

Spcakcr of the Last Hotisc Tclls
How Ruling Will Affect State

and Railroads.
In hls declaratlon thnt the .Supreme

Court's declslou ln the Virglnla rate
case 1b.a staggcrlng blow to tho anclent
doctrlno of .States' rlghts, Richard
Svelyn Byrd, Hpeaker of tho laat Houso
of Delegates, In a revlew of tho case.admlnlsters a rebuke to those newa-
papcm who have cxpreased a contraryvlew,
Mr, Byrd, ln an Intervlow deallngwlth the varlou.i polnts of the QupremaCourt's ruling, aaya:
"I have been permltted, by the cour-tesy of my frlend, the Attorney-Oen-<-tal, to read tho full text of th<- opln-lon of the majorlty of the SupremeCourt of the Unlted Statea In tha rate

cases. The court declden ns followa:"(1) That the maklng of a rate ia
not a Judlclal but a leglslatlve func-tlon, and that therefore the Corpora-tlon Commlsslon. In imposlng a 2-ccnt
rate for travel wltltln the State of Vlr.
glnln. acted not as a court, but as a
l.<oglsiature.
"(2) Inasmueh a* the CorporatlonCommiasion was nctlng as a I>-glnla-ture, and not aa a court, Its orders ''an

be enjoined by a Federal court becausothe commiasion, not belng a Htate court
ln Its rate-maklng functions. la not
wlthln tho protection of the Federal
Judlclary act whlch forblds a Federal
Injunctlon Issulng agalnst the Judg-
ini-nis of State courts.
"(3) That thOUgh an Injunctlon may

lssue agalnst the CorporRtlon Commls-
aion aa a matter of law, as a matter of
comlty the railroads should. beforo
asklng an Injunctlon of a Pederal court,
have appealed the cases to the BupremeCourt of Appnala of Virglnla, and thlla
invoked in thelr own b.half the Onal
remedlal agency of the State.

"(4) That In entertalnlng such ap-
peal the Supreme Court of Appeals ot
Virglnla wlll not act as a court, but as
another Eeglalature.

"(.",> The tmal actlon of the Supreme
Court of APPeala of Virglnla belng a
leglalatlva act, and not a Judiclal Judg¬
ment. the railroads may stie out an
Injunctlon agalnst tho executlon of th-:
tlnal order of the Supreme Court or
Virglnla.

.<«) That If the Virglnla statute or
limitatioiiH now precludaa the ralli
from taklng nn appeal to the Supreme
Court of Appeals, then J'Jds" I'rltch-
arrl'a decree alands. and the railroads
g.ittt thelr contentlona asscrted in theae
sults. no far as tho law of the caaes
ls concern'd.

niow at Statea' Rlght*.
"An analysls of th - di in dls-

cloaes Its profound importance. Som*
newspapers hold that lt is favorable
to the doctrine of States" rlghts. On

ing lta own cll : and
wlth aJl the machinery of notice, hear-
ing. lnvestigatlon and determination
which constltute Judiclal proeedure, are
in fact lnveated with two dlstinct and
wldc-ly aeparated functions, one of
whlch Ib to legislate and the other to
Judlclally dett-rmine; that when sucli
trlbunals or courtn are legislatlng, the
Inferlor Federal courts may enjoin thelr
orders. but t'hey may not do ao when
the courts are exercistng thelr Judl-
cial fuiicttons. It ls therefore for the
Federal courts ln any parllcular caae
to aay whether a state court la actlng
ln a 1-gisliitlve ,u Judiclal ..apac.ty,
and enjoin or refraln to enjoin.

"It opens the door to the perpctual
Interference of the Federal courta in
mattc-rs of State concern, becauso un¬
der thls dcclsion the Federal courta
can at any time acquire Jurisdlctlon by
declaring that the act of a State court
la not a Judlclal act, but a leglBlatlVe
or admlnlatratlVO act. in its practlcal
conaeauencea the declalon suataina
Judge Pritchard and la a decldcd vlc-

tory for the railroads.
Prloclple Kntubiltibc-d.

"The rallroada, on their part, get the
prlnclple of law eatablished for which
they have contended. The State of

Virglnla. In effect. get3 nothing but
an exhortatlon from the Supreme Court
of the Unlted States to the railroads lo

treat the State wlth more pollteneaa,
whlch pollteness conslsts ln appeallng
from a legislatlve body called the Vir¬

glnla Corporatlon Commisalon to an¬

other loglslatlve body called the Su-
oreme Court of Appeals of V aginia. be¬
fore Invoklng the injunctlve cnergy ot

the Federal courts.
"Lcst thls pollteness should seem

too onerous. the railroads are told that
when the Supreme Court of Appeals or

Virglnla ilnally acts. and such action
ia not to the liking of the railroads.
then they can go to the Federal courts
for thelr injunctlon and enjoin UUj
Virglnia Supreme Court. Inatead of the

Corporation Commlsslon. ,,..fuAr
"Pc-rsonally. I COhfeaa I w-ould rathet

aee. if lt must be so, thaCorporatlon
Commlsslon enjoined by tho Federal
courts than to wltness the paralyala ol

the functions of our Supreme Court ot

Appeals by the Interference of the ln
ferlor Federal judlclary. It would be
less humillatlng. less destructtve Of
our State prloe. Tho upahot of the de¬

clalon as to the questlons immedlatuy
concerned ls about this:

"If the Corporation Commlsslon ia
not actlng as a court when Porformlng
tho most vlial functions for which it

was created, and is only actlng.aa.a
Eeglslature of threo men, then tnc

cumbrous and expensive Judlclal -maj
chinery wlth which it is lnveatediBgouid
be swept away. and it should act Wlth
the slmplicity and directnoss of W
other leglalatlye body. The rallroada
have certalnly ostabllshed thelr .ma. n

contention, but much water must iun
down hlll before the cases are cieiei-

mlned upon tiie facts.
In the meantime the contract pio-

cured wlth the rnilroad companles oy

the watchfUl care of Governor Swan-
son and Attnrney-Cieneral AndpiBon
