OYSTERS MEHIil ANIJ l'l,SI-i« WUItl*.
The foretold and expected is taklng

place in the oysb&r industry. From
Norfolk, Newport News and Hampton
como reports of hard times lor the
oyster packers, and planters, as well
as for the tongers, who llve by taking
oystors from the natural rocks, and
the causo soems to bo 'that the New
England oyster producors have sup-
plantcd tho VIrglnlans ln the North-
westorn and Western and Eastern
markets. Thls is oxactly what Tho
Tlmes-Dlspatch said wouid happen In
dlscussing this matter last February,
and tlie slight sattsfactlon that thls
paper wouid naturally feel in havlng
Its prediotton abundantly verlflcd is
far overbalanced by the thought of
the loss of revenuo to tho State of
Virginia and wldcspread suffering to

many families, whlch tho fulfllmont of
our forecast neccssarily entalls. For
oxample, in tho Flshing Gazetto of
Deeembor 19th, we flnd tho following
atatemont about tha oyster busiuoss
in New York City:
"Large oysters wero ln great de¬

mand In New York niarkct durlng the
present week. Dealers say that though
they anticipated a good run of orders
Cor thu Chrlstmas holidays thoy nad
not tho falntost idea that there wouid
be such heavy orders for stock as was
manifested In the week Just ended.
Orders came from both West and the
Southwest for open and shell stock.
Many of the wholesalers here had to
work day and night in ordor to meet
lho domands mado upon them, although
tho weather has been qulte warm, and
not tho klnd that dealers expected for
heavy orderlng.''
Whlle from 3altimore, in the same

issue of tho same paper, the statement
Is as follows:
"Whllo a few orders for shucked

oysters have boen roceivod by local
shlppers, trade has beon restricted by
tho mild weather. Unless tho weather
beoomes cooler in tho next few days
the trade will bo very llght. Recelpts
of oysters continue falrly liborul. Tho
bulk of the offcring stated of medlum-
siza stock, aud large oystors scarce.
For latter reason solect stock brought
a premlum."

It wouid soem, therefore, that tha
large oysters so plentlful in. New York
were difllcuit to obtain ln Baltimore.
From Norfolk comes thls wail ln tho
samo Ibsuo of the Flshing- Guzette:

"Thls week thus far has been a

huge dlsappointment to oyster packers.
Formerly ut thls season of tho year
most ot the dealers were, unable to
flll orders, althougli tlio big houses
were working to thelr full capaclty.
Now tho dealers have not many orders
to flll, even durlng the regular buslness
day.' An ovorsupply of oysters here
wus- the cause o( the llght trade."
From New Haven reports of pros-

perous trade by H. C. Rowa & Co.. one

of whose boatB alone landed 29,500
bushels for ono wook's work, show
how satlsfaotory conditlons are ln New
England. So lt seems that ln New
England and New York the oyster
Industry Is thrlvlng wlth large orders
and good returns, whilu in Norfolk,
Baltlmore aud Hampton the market
is.orowded wlth oysters for whlch no

salo at profltablo prioaa can be found.
These facts are admlttcd and demon-
etrable. The sole problem that con¬

cerns Virginia ls how can she be3t
regaln tho buslness that bas beon lost
and, supply worlc at profltablo romuner-
ation to those cltlzens who, as planters
or tongers or packors, are engaged in
earnlng thelr llvellhood from the
oyster buslness.
To The Tlmes-Dlspatch lt seems too

clear for argumont that the funda-
mental dlfllculty wlth the oyster in¬
dustry of Virginia ls that the averago
Virglnla oyster for some reason ls not
successfully oompetlng wlth tho New
England product. And it should ever
be remembered that for docades the
Virginia oyster was kiiown antl
acknowledgea as the best In the world.
If, therefore, othor States have found
a better way for dovoloplng and work¬
ing oysters than ours wo should lose
no tlme in adopting thelr methods, and
thereby restorlng to Virglnla oyster¬
men tho prosparity they ono* enjoyed

GERMANY'S crown prlnce ls meet¬

lng the fate that tails to iho
share of many Inventors, for ,i
couplo of Gertnnn Jewelry man¬

ufacturers, ono In pai'tloular from
Pforzhelm, havo lotlgod a protest agalnst
tho patent whlch ho recently took out
for a fnstcnlng for sleeve llnks. They
elalm tho Invention to ho thelrs, und
lo dato from sovernl yenrs ngo. But
ns no record thoreot can bo found ln
tho Patent Office nt Iicrlln, they wlll
havo to produce-vory posltlvo ovldence
to the effect that they not only Invont-
od tho fnstcnlng ln i|tiestIon, but llka-
wlso manufacturod lt for publlc salo,
boforo they wlll he able to succood ln
doprlvlng thcir' future Emperor ot tho!
rlghts to hls dlscovery. Thls countcv-;
clalm wns boutul to occur, for thero is,
a conslderablo amount of truth ln tho'
anclent adago that "thcBo ls nothlng
new under the sun," and, then, too.,
thore Is hardly any 'pntent of valuo;
obtalned, wlthout its belng contestod
by Indlviduals who clalm pvlor rlghts
to tho dlscovery. Tho fnct of tho In-
ventor belng a relgning soverclgn or
prlnco of tho blood does not render hlm
immune from thls fato.

Lord Curzon has started on a pro-
longod trlp to South Afrlcn. wlth the
objeot of recrulting hls health, consld-
erably shakon hy his automobllo ncci-
dent of last summer, and doos not ex-
pect to bo back in England much be-
fore May or June nrxt. He has gono
by way of Cape Verde nnd St. Helona.
and beforo returnlng expocts to vlslt
every part of South Africa, south of
tho Zambesl Rlver. lle has a twofold
object ln thls; one of whlch ls to wrlto
a book, and tho othor to quolify hlm¬
self for publlc office In the next Unlon-
Ist admlnlstration. lt was hls exton-
sivo knowledge of tho Near and Far
East, obtalned by travel, that won for
hlm, flrst of nll, the under secrctary-
shlp of stato for forolgn affalrs, at an

unusually early age, and thon tho vlco-
royaltv ot Indln. As It ls a foregone
concluslon that ln the next Unlonist
Cabinet, Lord Lansdowne will roturn to
tho foreign office, nnd as there seems
lo bo n sort ot unwrltten law agalnst
former vlceroys of lndla occupylng tho
post of secretary of State for lndla, it
looks as lf Lord Curzon was Qualifylng
hlmself for tho portfolio of mlnlster
at the hoad of tho colonlal department,
nowadays ono of the most Important
offlces of tho government. It ls un¬
derstood that while ln South Afrlca'ho
will dovote hlmself moro especlally to
the Investlgation of the lot of tho thou-
hands of Hlndoo .settlerB thero, whoso
humillatlng trealmont by tho South
Afrlcan colonles he has frequently de-
nounced wlth conslderablo vigor ln the
House of Lords.
^Lord Dormor's bankruptcy turns out

to be more serlous than at flrst expect¬
ed, and lnstead of receiving the cus-
tomary whltewashlng by tho court,
rtddlng hlm of hls financial obllga-
tlons,-and cnabllng hlm to start out ln
llfe anew, wlth a clean slato, lt wlll
probably be several years beforo he
receives honorable dlscharge, and ls
enabled to resume hls seat as a

heredltary leglslator in the House of
Lords, from tho deliberatlons of whlch
he Is now suspended. for durlng tho
course of hls recent examlnatlon, tho
official reeelvcr brought out thc ad-
mlssion that he had pawned a quantity
of Jewelry as hls own property, wlth-
holdlng from the pawnbroker the In¬
formatlon that lt conslsted of entallcd
helrlooms. In whlch he possessed merc-
ly a lifo interest, and of whlch. there-
fore, he was not free to dlspose. Sev¬
eral unfortunato lrregularlties wlth re¬
gard to bllls of sale, used for purposes
of obtalnlng loans from money lenders,
were llkewise brought to light.
In fact. tho evldence thus far has

been of a character to very serlously
prejudice Lord Dormer ln the eyes of
the court. It may he said, however, in
hls excuse, that he succeoded to an
anclent peerage.he ls the thirteenth
Lord Dormer of his line.wlthout any
means whatsoever to support lt, beyond
the plttanco of $2,500 a year belonglng
to hls Syrlan wlfe, who at the tlme of
hls marriage his friends and relatlvo3
In England wrongly understood to he
an enormously wealthy helress.

stltutlonal, ls preparlng to go before
the comlng session and flght for what
tho people decided he should not have.
Just what .object was sought to bo
galncd by carrying the matter to court
Is not stated, but It seems a. falr pro-
sumptlon that tho move was made ln
order to freo the loglslators-elect from
the necesslty of carrying out thelr
promlses.

It ls probable that were the case
taken Into court ln Oregon the declslon
would be tho same; that the Republl¬
can Leglslature need not elect tho'
Democrat. The Federal Constitution
puts the matter of electlng United
States Senators Into the hands of State
Leglslaturea.' The members of tho aB-
semblies may voluntarlly Burrender
Ihelr prerogatlve. but lt appears sound
reasonlng to argue that the law can¬
not compel tho carrying out of tho
terms stipulated ln such surrender.
The prlmary law ln Alabama goes

furthei; than those ln North Dakota
or Oregon. In thls Southern State even
the Governor Is forced to abdicate the
rlght vested ln him by the Federal
Constitution, and In case of a sensa-
torlal vacancy, to appolnt the man
named by the voters In prlmary. It ls
doubtful whether this law would stand
the test of the courts.
Lsavlng out of the discussion the

wlsdom ""of such State attempts to un-
derrnlne the constltutional method at
electlng United States Senators, the
fact remalns that men elected to itgis-
lattve scats who have agreed to carry
out the provlslous of prlmary laws are
morally, lf not legally, bound to fulfll
thelr contracts. Whether they may bc
depended on to do lt or not, Oregon
and1 North Dakota wlll soon show..

HOW WE COVERS FILIPINOS.

Mr. Tnft'w Dc.icrlptlon of Amerlcan
Rule In Orlent.

The Phlllppino Commlsslon among
Its cnrllest octs enact3d a rlgld clvltri
servico law ot gcnoral appllcatlon. An
act was nlso passed provldlng for ai
general publlc freo school system ancj
for the Importation of 1,000 Amertoaa.
school teachers. A provlnclal govorn-
niont act wus passed whlch provlded
for tho electlon of tho governors of
provlncos by tho vote of tho counollmori
of the vnrJous mttnlelpalltles ln the»
provlncos. Contemporaneously thoro-.
wlth n law was enacted provldlng fo»
the-organlzatlon of nuinlclpalltles an_,
the electlon of presldents (or moyors)';
and councllmen by popular vote. Tha
commlsslon also passed an act orga-.
nlzlng n Judlclal system composed oi
a Suprerne Court nnd courts of ftrse
lnstance having goneral Jurlsdlctlont,'
sulllcicut in number promptly to ad,
mlnlster justice. A department of Jus-<
tioe was also croatod, provldlng fo»
the appolntment of an att&rney-gen*
eral, a aollcltor-general.yand suffloienQ
asslstants, the attorney-general of th«'
lslands belng tho head of thls depart*
mont.
At flrst lt was nooessary to utlllzn

the Amerlcans in a majority of tha,
moro Important posltlons of the va.

rious dopartments of the frovernmenl
thus cstnbllshed. Thls was so becauae
It was vltal, ln order to be of any reali
beneflt to the Phtllpplne people. to suB-
stltute larjroly Amerlcan methods anr\
Ideas for the Spanlsh system. whlchl
had Jieretoforo prevalled. The un.
devlatlng pollcy of the commlsslon-)
however, has been, as fast as vncancle*
occurred which could bo fllled hy
Flllplnos as well as by Amerlcans, tt
glve. tho former thc preference. As n
result of thls pollcy, to-day thfee mem¬
bers of the Supromo Court of tha
lslands are Flllplnos. The attorney-
genoral of the lslands is a Flllplno*
Fully half of tho Judges of the courts*
of first lnstance aro Flllplnos. Thej
governors of provinces and a majority
of the provlnclal hoards aro Flllplnos.
All of the munlcipal offlctals and at
least 85 por cent. of tho officials nnd
employes of tho Jnmilar government
are Flllplnos.

In addltion to all thlt, the Congres.i
of the United Statos, by aot of July 1,
1S02, cstabllshed a governmeitt to taktv
the place of the commlsslon createoT
by the Prealdent Thls government!
was composed of tho governor-goneral
.who was the chlef executive.tha;
orlglnal commlsslon, whloh was to ber
tho upper House, and a Phllipptnor
Assembly. elected by popular vote.
Under thls act more than a year aBO,
tho popular assembly was elected andi,
Inaugurated by me. as Secretary off;
War, ln porson. And thls ls the gov-/
ernment as lt at present oxlsts ln thfj
Phillpplne lslands..Wllllam Howardi
Taft, ln Everybody's Magazine.
