"-Official Statement Issued
From White House Regard-

ing Labor Leaders.
WASHINGTON, Ti. C.i December 20,

.ln nn offlolnl statement
issued nt the Whito Houno to-

loy in regard to presidentlal
Intcrferonco ln tho cases of Presldent
Gompers, Vice-President Mitchell nnd
Eecretnry Morrlson, of tlio Amerlcan
Tcdorntlon of Labor, now tmder sentence
for contempt of court, attentlon is called
to tlio fncl that thc cases nre Btlll be¬
foro the courts and that no matter whnt
Ihe presldent's opmion muy be ns to tlto
Justness of tho senlences imposed he c«n-

hot take nny action looking to pnrdon
tr express iir.y oplnion ns to tho merlts
ot thc cases.
Tlio text of iho statement follows:
"Vnrlous appeals have been made to

tiie prealdent to wterferc by pardons in
thc case ot Mr. Gompors and hls ns-

tlstants. Thoso j. aking thc appeals nro

unaware of tho fnct thnt the matter is
laill before tho court. lt is a clvil suit
between privato pnrtles nnd there hns
been no way by whlch tho government
lould have intcrvciicd even if lt had
flcsired to do .o. Whethor tho president
tlnes or do?s not thlnk tiie sentenco of
Mr. Gompors and hls asslstanta execs-

Mve is not at present of consequenco
because iio cannot take nny uctlon or

exprcss nny oplnlons whllo tho caso is
pending before thu courts.
"When tho dccl.-on is rendercd thon

the president can prnmptly, consider
whether the terms of lmpi\lsonraont aro

txcesslvc or improper. But it ls, ot
roiirsc, impossiblo for tho presldent to
tict whllo nn appeal is pending, for hc
Iuik nothlng whatever to act about.
Tlio courts must ilnish wlth tho eare

lirst nml ffic defendants nro nt tho prcs-
rnt moment at llber.ty on hail. If tlio
defendants seo llt lo abandon their ap¬

peal tho matter will then, of course, bo
biuiiEht beforo iho exectitlvc, in whieli
caso it will receive considcratc and most

jUloftil attentlon.
But tho defcndanlB have u. perfect right

lo prosccute their appeal, and if unsu.
rcsbful in tho linal court, then lo ask
for a pardon or commulatlon. Dut ns

long as they nro prosecutlng an npporil
the. president has nothlng to do with thc
tnatler.
Tiie president has already instruclcfl

!hn department of justlco to keep him
inllv informod hh to the progress of tiie
raso ao that In the event of its becoming
propcr for him lo net, hn may havo at
his dlsposal all of tho facts 'whlch wlll
ennblo him to dccldo whether thero was

justllication for some uhlshment, tho sen¬
tenco ls or ls not alt'ogcther too aevcre.
liut nt present the presldont lma no

moro io do wlth tho caso than wlth tho
Yaso of tho fcfl.OOO.OOO flno impowcil by
Judgo Landls on thc Standard Oil Com¬
pany, which nlno ori appeal, and con-

oornliig whicli the presldent has also been
repeatedly asked to interfcrc by <vell-
meanir.g persons who did not know that
hc could not ititerfere while tho matter
was still before th. courts on appeal."

CARACAS, VENEZUELA, Wednosdaj
Doccmber 23..(Via Port of Spalr
Trlnidad, Decembor 2G.).Tho presl
dency of Juun Viconto Gomez has bee
rocognlzod by tho country at larg<
ofllcially. and unoiilclally, and Vene
zuela is through wlth ona ol tho mos
popular rovolutlons in .he annals o
tho hlstory of Iho-. country.a-rovolu
tlon ln which not one"drop of bloo<
was shed.
Tho authorlty of Preslde,nt Gomez.l

aceopted as supremo.. Even -Genera
Cclcstino Castro, brothor of tho forme
Presldent, who was Chlef of the-Do
partment of Tachira, has turned ove
to tho now mllltary commander of tha
distrlct ull the. arms nnd, ammunltloi
in his pos._ sslon, amountlng, to 6,00i
rlfles and .,000,000 pounds of ttmmu
nllion. Cclcstino Castro's acceptanc
of the now rcgimo'is rogarded us.flna
und- concluslvo ovldcnce- that hli
brother ls no longer a factor in tht
-polltlcal-sltuatlon at present.; Prcsldeu
Gomez is. showing-ln many.way's hii
dcslre to propltlato all lntorcsts, pro
mota buslness, both local and foreign
and iniprovo foreign 'relations.

Clprlano Castro Is belng sued ln tht

Caracas courts for .nonoys'nnd prop¬
erly alleged to havo been obtaincc
wrohgfully. Among others, Mme
Crospo, wldow of former Presidoni
Jouquln Crospo, has brought actlon tt
rccover two years' rontal ot the Mlra-
flores Palace, ln Caracas. Thls beau¬
tiful-bulldlng was orectcd by her hus¬
band' when ho was Prosident, and Ii
has beon unort.by Ciprl.no Castro sinct
his trlumphal cntry into Caracas nim
yoara ago.. Theso varlousactlbns prob¬
ably -will result in Clprlano Castro los-
ing property to tho valuo of $2,000,000
whlch ho left bchlnd In Venezuela
when ho uailctl for Franco about a
month' ago.

punishment Into houses of correetlon.
All over Europe the pathway of thls
congress can bo seen, from Swoden to
Italy, from France to Kussla, in a ncw-
or and better type of prlson. But its
work ls just as distluctly recorded In a

ij more practlcal and more philosophlc at-
titudo of society toward tho treatment
of crlme. It has encouraged the study
of tho crlminal himself, as well as of
tho law and tho act which together
mako hlm a Htw-hreaker; lt hns. stud-
ied herodity. enylronment, alcoholism
und crimo. It hus rovealod and esnpha-
sized tho soclal conditlons whlch pro¬
duce crlme; it has extended a protect-
Ing hand over chlldhood and mothor-
hood and consldered economlc ques¬
tlons, such as prlson labor.

docided to have a permanent organlza¬
tlon. and that'meetlngs of tho congress
should be held onco every flvo years,
and un oxeciitlvo council, cnllod the In-
tei'nationu) Prlson ''Commission, was
formed. Thus orgnnized, it hns hold
quinquenniul meotlngs ln nomo, St.
Potersburg, Parls, Brussels and Buda-
pest.
