T1UBUTES to tho gcnlus of Gen¬
eral Robert E. \-<-<i for h-la rna«-

tcrly conduct a'gainst hcavy odds
ot the Wildcrness and Hpotsylvanla
Courthouse campalgna ttinrked tlio cloa-
ing nlght of the Amerlcan Historlcal
Aasoclatlon, the mombers of whlch wlU
vlalt tho Universlty of Vjrglnla to-day.
and from tlihre scatter tQ their homes.
Eicctlon of offlcer8 and tho tranaaotlon
of othcr bualness In the afternoon left
tho nlght to a general dlscussion of
thlH hlalorlc serlcn of battles, whlch
was opcned by Geri'.-ral Edward P.
AhiKander, of the Confednrate Statea
Army, n brlgadlor-gcncral In Long-
street'a Dlvlsion, and an engineor of
dlstlnction, who apokc on Grant's con¬

duct of tho Wllderneas campaign.
being followed by Colonel. Wllltam R.
Liverrnore. ITnJted Statea Army, retlred,
prestdent of the MaaaachusettB Mili¬
tary HIatbrlcal Soclety, who spoke on

Lce'a conduct of tho same campaign.
Major Eben Swlft, of tho general ataff
of the United Statea Army, closed with
a brllllant tribute to tho mllitnry
geniua of Lce, whom he compared fav-
orably with Napoleon, as one who had
faced greater odda and remaincd on
the ficld wlth hia army, whero Napo¬
leon wont down to cruahlng defeat.
No gcnius, he sald, had arlaen to tml-
tate the daring tactlca of Loe, the cam-

palgna of Von Moltke and Marahal
Oyama being more of the heavy ha'm-
mer type. made faraous by Grant'a con¬
duct of the battlea In nuectlon.

Troopa Flrlog on Ench Othcr.
General Ale.vander, while fully rccog-

nlzlng the tenacity and perslstence
with whlch Grant pushed his way into
Virfjlnia, oven though at a loss of llfe
plnced by some at a flguro larger than
Lee'a cntiro army, crltlclzod his organl-
zatlon havlng undcr hlm tvvo Inde-
pen/tent srmles. tvlth cort'nwijrter
working wlthout harmony. On the
Confederato alde tho apeaker criticlzcd
Eaily and Ewell for lnactlon and ta'ck
of Inlli&tlve, waltlng for orders unM)
too latc to reap the full ben«fit of the
mc.noeuvre. Taklng lnto consideratlou
the underbrush and heavlly wooded
country, Gt.nnt's army, he thought. ex-
ceeded the maxlmum force that may be
judu-lously cmploycd In any one bat-
tle, showlng that on his right in tho
heaviual day'a fightlng, there were un-
uaed troopa, unable to be of asaiatanco
at a critical tlme. General Alexander
ohargi'd that on the aecond morning
of the battlo Grlffin's and Cutlor'a
brigades of artlllery were flri.jg into
eich nthbr for several hoiva by s.m.e
blnndeV, pe.'hapa not pronerly charge-
ab.'a tr. 'tho commander-ln-chisf.
"The recordB of both theae tfrlgadea

liave been loat,, ao lt is not posslble
of proof, but ou'r men were instructed
to hold their firo until certain of do-
lng cxecutlon. Thero was firing for
several hours, as though a hcavy battlo
waa going on. yet we had no part in
lt. nor do any reporta mention it"

Ao SucccKHor to fiee.
Colonel Llvermoro, in his careful

analyals of the rolative strength of
the opposlng forces, and his trlbutes
to the genius and akili of Lee, brought
repented applauso from the house, his
addrcss going to ahow that the Con¬
federato forces faced the Federal army
in the proportion of sixty to 100; yot
Lee kept his army on tho field, inflipt-
ing on tho onomy a loas greater than
his own entlre force, kceping to the
Confederacy tho greater part of the
Statc, and protocting Richmond through
five contlnuous campalgns of almost
dally figliting, the Wilderness cam¬
paign nlone, accordlng to the speaker,
entltllng l.ce to a hlgh place ln tho
list of tho world's commanders.
Major Swlft, who mado tho closing

address, told of the wonderful im-
provementa \n modern artillery, mak-
ing ttiore doadly and effecth'e the use
of fleld pioces at much greater dls-
tances than ln tho War Isetweon the
States. Coniparlng the Spotsylvania
campaign to the rcccnt Russo-Japaneae
engagoments at Mukden and Lio Yang;
ho dr.ew conclusions aa to modern con-
ditions of warfare. Of Lee he sald that
all great soldiers beforo him had in-
herlted armles. Leo created his. The
campaign, ho said, would stand aa a
model o£ tho use of natural features to
oquallze suporior numbera, a campaign
whlch doparted from eatabllahed rules,
throwing the brllllanco ; of gonlua
ugalnst a commander who was tho
embodlmont of forco- In war.
"Grant has been critlcized for wast-

ing men in useloss attaok, but tho war-
rlors of tho last forty-four years have
not ohanged his tactics. I.oo's art
seoms to hav© dled wlth him. Ho
taught no pupll, and has insplred no
Hucoesnor."

br. liart Mnd<t Presldent.
Tho morning was givon up to sec-

tlonal moetiiigs, a business aession in
the afternoon rosultlng ln tho electiou
of Dr. Albert Bushnell Hart, professor
of Amerlcan history in Harvard Unl-
verstty, aa presldent of the assooiatlon.
Dr. Hart, who la now trav.oling ln the
Orlont, Is a recognized authority on
Amerlcan history. being the aulhor
of ono of tho standard woi'ks on this
Riibjoct.
