»ct. In thls decision the Unlted States
upremc Court holds that the leglsln-
ve ennctment forblddlng the Corisoli-
ited Gas Company of New York City
.<\m charglng moro than 80 cents por
000 feet was not, on the evidence sub-
iltted, confiscntory. The gr.s com-

any, ln brief, falled to porsuade tbc
>urt that lt could not earn, at the
)-cent rate, a fair return upon the
ilue of Its Investment. If experlence
iows that lt cannot earn such a re-

trn, here tlxod at 6 per centum, the
implainant expressly "ought to have
le opportunity of agaln presentlng
s ca=e to the court."
lt is obvlous that this decision
'anscends the merlts of the partlcular
ise Involvedj and is of wlde moment
herevcr publlc servlce corporatlons
.ist. lt fully establtshes the rlghl
f the I^gislature to regulate such
irporatlons, subject only to leaying
tem reasonable profits upon thelr cap-
al. Tlie question of what constitutes
tpltal ls manifestly vital. Justice
?ckham here lays down the Important
meral prlnclples that a monopoly has
i good will to capitalize, but that it
eutitled to receive a return upon

io existenl. and not merely tho orig-
al, value of its property. An lncre-
ent in land values, for Instance, is a

.oper subject for capilalizatlon. Tho
isatisfactory featuro of the decision
tliat it does not settlo the intricate

lestlon of the propriety of eapitallz-
g franchises. For thls caso, lndeed,
does allow franchise values (reduced
irough Kuccesslve stagos of tlie trlal
om $21,000,000 to $7,781,000) to figure
; capital, but the general lssue ls
.-oided as embodylng "<niestions not
j\v before the court, and are left un-

:cided."
In demonstrating tho power of the
?ople to offectlvoly control tholr great
jbllc servieo creaturcs, thls vletory of
ic State of Now York )s liighly wel-
>me. It should havo a wliolesome ef-
sct in in'creasln'g popular confldence
i the essential justice and cflicacy of
le courts. But tho whole question of
io proper valuation of franchises
lould bo fully and flnally settled at
io carHest moment. Wlthout author-
¦atlve ruling on this polnt, the way is
;ft open for easy evasion3 and elu-
lons. New York .Stato has already de-
srmlnod. by leglslative c-nactment,
r.at franchises hereafter granted rnay
ot be eapltalized. But elsowhere, in
le'absence of a dofinite ruling, heav-
y padded franchlso valuations may
aslly^ thwarl tho interit of regulating
cts and undo the meaning of this dc-
lsion.

The contrlbutlon of the newly cre¬

The Crown reallzes that
it would be unjust to exact the cost cf
the patent of knlghthood. amountlng
to some $200, from the reclplent of
the honor, who ls often a meagrely
paid servant of tho government. who
ls prevented by hls dutles from retnrn-
Ing from abroad td. recelvo the honor
in person, nnd It accor.dingly assumea
the expense, whlch Is paid out of the
so-called clvli contlngencles fund, the
accounts of the latter during tho past
vear showing the payment of $i'..00
under the following Item: "Cost of
letters patent conferring knlghthood
nn twenty-ono persons residlng nbroad
who aro unable for other reasons to
attend investllure."
Whlle on thls subject, tl may be men-

tloned that ln tho case of a number
of orders qX knlghthood tho insignla
has to be returned after the knlght'a
death. The same rules, however, do
not apply to all orders. Thus, In tho
ca.c of tho Brltish Order of tlie Gar-
tcr, of St. Andrew. nnd of St. Patrick,
the star and ribbon havo to be re¬
turned to the Boverelgn by the ne;u--
fcst relatlvo or next heir of the dc-
(reased knight, in an audience given
ror the purpose. The gold and en-
ameled collar of the three orders. and
In the case of the Order of the Garter,
the jeweled garter as well. are re¬
turned, not to tho soverclgn. but to
the Central Chancery of the Royal Or-
dors/ of Knlghthood at St. .Tames's
Palace. excet>t In the case of the Order
of St. Patrick, the sold collars of which
are returned to Dublln Castle. With
the other orders.that Is to say. the
orders of the Bath. tlie Star of Indla,
of St. Michael and St. George. of tho
Vlctorlan Order, and of tho Indian Em-
pirie.the collars alone have to be re¬
turned to tlie Central Chancery at St.
.lumes's Palace, and no audience of tUo
monarch is needed. The fnmilv of tlie
deeeased knight aro permltted lo re-
taln the romalnder of tho Insignia,
except in the instance of all three
ciasses of t.bo Order of tho Star of
Tndla. und the two higher ciasses of
the Order of the Tndian Emnlro, whlch
have to be returned. In Prussla the
collar nnd insignia of the Order of the
Black Eaglo. in Derim'ark the Order of
tlie Elenhant, and In Austrla and Sbfilri
the insignia of tho Order of thyGolden
Fieece, have to be returned.
With regard to the latter order, tho

collars and insignla worn by tho .prln-
cipal knlghtR are tho very same that
Qgured liundrcds of yeara ago upon the
breasts of some nf tho most lllustrious
porsonages in hi'story. Thus, I recall
that Emporor Frederick's insignla of
tho Golden Floeco was the very samo
that had belonged to Fornando Cor-
tezi whilo tho late King Humbert hud
that whlch had belonged to Chrislo-
phcr Columbus. Don Carlos, tho Span-
lsh Pretender, has tho Insignia worn

by the founder of the order, the Duke
of Burgundy, whilo that of Einperor
Charles V. belongs to the presont Duke
of Wellington. and was provlously
worn by the victor of tho battle of
Wittorloo. The most costly badge of
this order Is that of King Alfonso.
whlch inclucles a forty-carat dlamond,
set wlth some superb pigoon-blood rti-
bies. the entire Jowel being valuod at
$150,000.

II ls to bo hoped that nobody in this
country takos seriously tho projocts of
reform of the House of Dords put for¬
ward bv tlie committee of which Lord
Uosebcry is chairman'. Theso proposals
are purely mademlo, and wero they to
bo put into execution, and the bostowal
of peerages rcstrlcted -in the manner
indicatcd, tho entire systom of parlia-
mentar.v govornment would have to bc
changed. To governmont by party,
campaign fund;; for party warfare aro

indlspensable. For the work of tho
central organir.ations.what corresponds
ln this country to tho National Repub¬
llcan und National Democratic Commlt¬
tees.cannol bc carrled on witliout
plenty of cash. flltherto the prlnclpal
means or lllling tho coffers of the iiarty
In power. ospeclally on thq ove of a

general election', has beon by obtaining
from the soverclgn peerages for those
who have contributod most llborally to
tlie patty's exchequer. Scores of poer-
L-igos. the bostowal of which in recent
vears lo oiherwlse wholly inoxplicable,
havo been conforred solely and entiro¬
ly ln recognltlon of such subscrlptlons,
ran.Ing all tho way from $200,000 to
$500,000, and an intorestlng llst mlght
bivniado of tho mombers of tho House
of Lords who havo tlius obtalned thelr
soats lu the upper chambor of the na¬
tional leglslatura through cold-blooded
purchase.
Both King r.dward and his predeces-

sor, Quoen Vlctorla. have raisod objec-
tlous to this misiiso of rowards whicii
should !).-_>> reserved for recognltlon of
servlces to the stato, and to tho nation
at large, instead of to a mere party.
But tho practico Is too. atrongly cstab-
llwhod. and when tho ministors In pow¬
er have inslstod upon the bestowal of a
poeroge, thn Crown' has had no alterna-
livo hiu. lo ylold. and lo accord the
royal slgn maiiual to tho patent. Wero
Lord Ttosobery'H projects, whloh look
vory well on paper, and are ultogether
unoxoeptionubie in prlnolplo, to bo
adopted, the polltlcal party exchequerswould be doplotod by tho loss of thelr
n-.OHt produullvn source of revenue,
namely; tho virtual sale of peerages to
plutocratH and nouvouux rlohes. This
if; nn ave'ntuaUty whloh nelthor of tho
'¦groat polltlcal partlqH can contomplato
wlthout tho most profound concorn,
and undor tho clrctimstancoii there is
not tho slIgljloHt prospect of the sug-
gestiid reforniH ever belng put into
execution.

It
is, therefore, with feelings of regret
and rcpulslon. that wo see the Presi¬
dent of the Unlted States descending
Into tho gutters of controversy and
endeavoring to outvie the very-Bowery
of New York in tho vloienco and
coarseness of hls abuse. Thls is tho
true lose majeate, and it is intinitoly
moro damaging to the dlgnity of
great ruler than any foollsh gibos from
the outsido can ever be. Mr. Roose¬
velt talks of "lylng," "blackmall,"
"scurrilous llbols," declares that his
pnrllanient is deeply ooncerned over
tho faot that Secrot Sorvlco agents aro
investlgatlng tho conduct 01 its mem¬
bers, and recotumends the crlmlnal
p'rosecutlon of a newspaper whlch has
dured to attack his government.

Mr. Roosovelt had far better rccom-
iriond tho proseciltlon ol' hlinself for tuo
helnous orcensb of degrading tho preis-
idential olllce by tnlngliug in sordld
and disguaiting disputcs. Tho "gingor"
whlch. to uso hls own words, ho put
Into Mr. Taft's election campaign, has
ovidently_entered hls own system, and
the result la a very ltiolancholy spec-
tacle. It was a betrayal allko of tho
tradltlons of tho great ofltco nnd of tho
simplcst cunons of good tasto even to
throw hlmself Into tho campaign at
all. But, liaving done so, and havlng
succeeded, ho mlght surely spend tha
last few muuths of his occupancy of
the White Houso in. an atmosphere of
personal dlgnity. To preservo to tho
end tlio mannors and the langhago of
an angry lishwifo ls not the way to
wln tho respect of hls own country
or of any other..London (Hngland)Globe.
