charge of assaulting .lohn .Mlller, laio
Saturday nlglit, whilo en rout. to his
home ten miles from Saliabury. It ia,
charged that Mr. Mlller wan flred upon'
hy the crowd, and tliat mlasing hlm
hia rnule, whlch he was drivlng, waa
seriously shot wlth a platol. In tho
trial it was tcstified that Joe Byrd,
another well 'known cltizen of tho
Granlte quarry sectlon, who made his
eacape from the ofllcera, dld the shoot¬
lng, and that hc fired from ihe rear
of tlie wagon drlven by Mr. Mlller. It
Ib aald that Byrd attemptcd to shoot
out a lantern on the wagon, and that
the mule waa accldentally wounded
and wlll probably rlle. Byrd Is sald
to have fled to the woods.

In the courae of the trlal, which
attracted much attentlon, lt was stat .'1
that the whole crowd was drlnklns
when the shootlng was done. lt wa.
at thla polnt that the flrst sirori tes¬
tlmony showing that liquor Is being
lllogally sold In Saliabury wa.. o
talned. one of the_wltnesseB testlfyln,_
that th* crowd bought whlskey from a

"negro In a back lot in Sallsbury."

North CarZlina's New Governor

HOX W. XV. KITCHIN.

BRILLIANT SCENE
With Inspiring Pagcantry Kitchin

Is Inductcd Into Governor's
Office.

GREAT CROWD IS PRESENT

Ceremonie5 Take Place in Front
of Capitol.Chief Justice Clark

Administers Oath.

[Special to The Tlmes-DUpatch.)
RALEIGH, N. C, January 12..It is

"Governor" Kitchin now. Never, per¬
haps, ln tho hlstory ot North Caro¬
lina were Inauguratlon day ceremonies
surpassed ln point of brllllancy, crowds
and weather. The day was practlcally
perfect, clear. -wlth just enougli crlap-
ness ln the alr to put oxygen ln th«
blood. Tho streets and bulldlngs hud
thelr gala dress on, and the folks iwere
here. The special tralns and tlie regu*
lar ones were all crowded thls morn¬
ing. and last nlght wlth citizens anC
soldlers bound Raleighward. The clty
has been full of the unlformed ritizer
soldlers all th_ day except durlng the
parade.
The Inauguratlon proper took place

on a great grandstand built for th.
purpose at the east front of the capl¬
tol. The ceremonies began at 1 o'clock
Tho oath of offlce was admlnister__
by Chief Justice Walter Clark, of tlu
North Carollna Supreme Court, and im¬
medlately .theraafter Governor Kitchli
began his Inaugural address. He wai
ln excellent voice and was frequentlj
Interrupted by enthusiastlc and pro-
longed applause. The throng wai
tremendous and Inspiring'.
Immedlately in front of tho elanc

sat the members of the General As¬
sembly, and massed b.hind and to the
sldes of them were people from all ovei
the State. The Capltol Square was slm¬
ply a mass of humanlty. Along New¬
bern Avenue, almost as far as the eye
could reach, stood the troops of tht
National Guard of the .State, cadets
civlc organlzations, school chlldren, fire
companles and automoblles.

Parade Phhsch In Itevievr. "

As soon as the address was con-
cluded and those near enough had con-
gratulated tho new Governor, he pro-
ceeded at once to the revlewlng stand
accompnnled by the chlefs of the varl¬
ous staff, departments and State of¬
flcers, and the entire parade, milltar*t
and civic, passed ln revlew. It was a

mAjniflcent sight, and the huge crowe

aj^lauded to its heart's conte'nt. Th<
revlewlng stand was at the Newberr
Avenue entrance to tho capitol grounds
From the revlew the Governor an.

party went to luneh at the Mansion
The vlsltlng troops were entertained al
luneh by the Chamber of Commerce
belng ln the care of the local military

To-nlght two notable social func-
tlons closed Inauguratlon day of 1309
Governor W, W. Kitchin and Mra
Kitchin recelved at the Mansion fron
S until half-past 10, and tho great
houso was thronged, the guests enter-
Ing at the north door and leavlng bj
the south door. The Governor anc
Mrs. Kitchin' were assisted ln the re¬

ceivlng line by tho State offlcers, wltl
thelr wlves, and Brlgadler-Genernl J
F. Armfleld, commander of the troops
here for the occa.ion.

Iuaugtiral Ball.
After the Inaugural reception tht

ball was danced at the blg Puller
Auditorium at the Agrlcultural aiu
Meohanlcal CoIIokc. Tho ball wai

given by the Chamber of Commerce
The flgures were led by Mr. Albert L
Cox, member of the House of Repre¬
sentatlves from Wake, and chalrinai
of the Houso Committee ou Inaugura¬
tlon1.
The Governor-eiect nnd hls party ar*

rived on their special from Roxbori
shortly after 1- o'clock. Tlio members
of the subcotnmittoo of tho lieglsla-
ture, who met hlm at Roxboro anc
made the entire Journey with him tc
Ralelgh, were Senator J. A. Long, oi
Roxboro, chairman of the Senate com¬
mittee; Representntlve A. L. Cox, ol
Wake, chairman of the House cmn-
mlttee; Senators J. S. Mannlng, ol
Durham, and II.

The clty school chlldren and Ihc flro

companles both came in for a tlne
share of the cheerlng. The Concord
CIvlllan Band led the clvlc part of the
parade and attracted much notice, as
did the band of the Tnstitution for the
Blind. composed of bllnd or partlally
bllnd boys.

Inaugural Addrekn.
The inaugural address of Governoi

Kitchin treats of the obligation of the
Democratic party to L-llil its platform
pledges, as lndorsed by the people at
tlie polls: recommends a legalized pri-
mary law for all parties. the date ot
the prlmarles for aU partles belng
flxed by the Legislature; lauds tlie
great progress made by North Caro¬
lina in educatlon, and appeals for llb¬
eral enlargement and malntenance of
tho public and hlgher educatlonal In¬
stltutlons under the earo of the State,
ample provlslon' for the Stato charl-
tablo Instltutlons and asylums, and an

increaso ln pensions for Confederate
veterans, so far as the State's financial
status wlll warrant.
There is a recommendation for ithe

best possible chlld labor regulation, the
ground being taken tliat undor present
condltlons there aro muny chlldren who
are obliged to work, and the thlng to
do is to onforce the present laws and
see that sanltary environmonts for
thoso working ln factories are the best
posslblo. He recommends regulation of
constructlon of factories for safe-
gtiarding the health of all laborers em¬

ployed thereln. Ho recommends a dof-
luite movement for hlghway lmprove¬
ment by tho Stato and aome cxpcrlmen-
tni movement, at least, toward draln-
age of swamp lands.
