As g the rule in racing, w compara-
tively small  contifigént  of owtfors
reaped the major portion of the money
offared In 1908, as less than 2007 own-
oerd and (ratners dlvided about $5,000,-
000 ‘among’ Lthemselvds 1n sums rang-
Ing frof $4,000 to the chief dividend
of James R, Keene. This left ahout
$1,000,000 to be divided among abott
1,200 owners whose stable earnings
wero less thah 34,000, During the year
four owners won niora than $100,000;
two more than 350,000 and lesa than
$100,000; twenly less than $50,000; slx-
teen less than® $25,000 and more than
$15,000; whila' Lhirty-thres won morn
than §10,000°and leas than $15,000.

The returns of 1007 were, of course,
much larger then thosp enomerated
for the past vear, the difference being
due to hostlle leglslitlgn In New York,
Louislann and the District of Coluni-
bi Tor the fourth year in succession-
Jumes R, Keene headed the 18t of
ownere In America.  His stable returns
for the four years aggregate more Lthan
$1,000,000—an enormous sum certainly,
and withoul precedent In the history
of raclng. Any owner under any cir-
cumatinces would doubtless wvlew such
& record ‘with pride, but Mr. Keeno has
the satisfoction of knowing that such
nstonlshing resulte. grew  from
speed and stamina of horses bred Inhis
famous Castleton Stud, at Lexingtﬂn.i
Ky.
