The men and women
in muthority will hardly place the
Abbey in the old northeast end with-
out the genera] approval of Lhoze who
hi.w. aupplled the money to build It
And go far as we recall, all those who
have vet recorded any opinlons in the
matter, with the sollitary exceptions
of the Confederata AMemorlal Literary
Hoclety and the Naws Leader, have em-
phatleally opposed such & proposal’
When the Lee Camp veterans, who
1alght he expected to give proper
i\'c-i,qln to sentimental inducements If
abyboudy can, pass a resolution againat
the Museum site, it may be safely as-
jumed that the more practical consld-
srations’ will have an aven greater
weight with others. A member of the
sommlittee favoring the northeasst site
npe expressed the beliet that placing
the Abbey thers would be the moans
of bringing back its departed grandeur
as a fashionable rezidentilal neighbor-
lood, This gentleman is, of course,
entitled to hls opinjon, but there Is
1ittle reasop why It should carry weight
againat the unlyersal experfence of
¢itles all aver the world. Similar]y, the
News Leader, after some research, has
told us that 17,000 peraons visited the
Confederate Museum Jlast year. Tha
number is surprisingly large, and in-
dicates an encouragingly healthy in-
itorest in things Confederate on Lhe
part of men and women horn aince the
war. Yet, after all, It serves strongly
to emphasize the much greater number
who would have wislted It had it hap-
pened to etand nearer the dally walks
of most of us, How many people, for
example, have seen, and seen thought-
fully and mindful of what it means and
stands for, the Lee Monument in the
same period? And this Is not an un-
falr comparison, because the message
of & splendid memorial like Lhe Battle
Abbey =should net be restricted to
those who actuglly enter it. Half of
its value as a consarvater of traditions
and a reminder of the past ix In [is
outer form, which carries a message
that mot only the pllgrim and the
devetea, but the very runner, may read,
One of the most interesting sugges-
tlons ever made in conneation with the
Abhey was that {t =mhould contain a
graat auditorium capabls of seating vory
large conventions, Iias thls execellent
ites been abando ed? Would any one ge-
riously argue that & plot tweo hlocks
from a car line was a logleal zite for
A &reat convention hall?  Would the
city, which gave 350,000 to this bulld-
ing, approve dy uck a disposition of
