Mr. Connor also offered a blll for tho

protection of employcs of common car¬
riers aa to contrfbutory negligence and
liablllty.

It ls modeled after the Federal law¬
ns to Habllity of employer for acts of
employes.

Mr. Grant, Republlcan. of Davle, In-
tioduccd a notable blll, providing pun¬
ishment for election offlcers who re-
fuse to allow persons to vote who ex¬
hiblt poll tax receipts bearlng date of
May lst or prlor thereto of the year
li. whleh any ulector proposes to vote,
and who refuses to allow such elector
to take the oath prescrlbed.

Would Affect Prohlbition.
Another blll lhat would affect State

prohlbition waa offered in the Houso
and Senate. It would permlt the peo¬
ple of Johnston county to manufaeture
aiul sell clder, wlne and brandy made
irom frult jjrown on their own land.

In the Senate there was another long
discussion of game laws, thc specldc
blll undor diseusslon belng that to pcrr-
nilt non-resldonts to hunt on lands of
thelr father or sons In thls State with¬
out paylng the Audubon tax. An
amendment was adopted strlking out a
dause that would allow a non-reslden!
Kuegt of a land-owner to hunt tax
Irce. 'The blll passed.

Him Up.

SUFFOLK, VA., January 27..Fol¬

lowing a frultless search of four days,
relatives and frlends of W. Norflect
Harrell, aged about flfty-elght years,
a farmer and local polltlclan of Drlver,
Va., to-nlght practlcally ahandoned
hope that he llves. Harrell haa been.
mlssing slnce Saturday, when he went
to Norfolk, cxpectlng to return the
same day. He last waa seen about the
docks at 6 o'clock ln the evening, when,
learnlng that hls boat had gune, he
was dlrected to the wharf of tho
Southern Railway, where a later boat
may have been taken.
The pollce havo beon able to flnd no

later tracc, and friends aro divided be¬
tween tho theories that he was drown¬
ed ln Ellzabeth River and tliat he met
wlth foul play. Hls early absence was
explained by the theory that he might
have gone to Baltimore to visit tho
wldow of his brother.
Harrell was an actlve polltlcal

worker, helng best known among poli-
tlcians by his campaign slogan, "The
Democratic Party and the Methodlst
Church."

HIGH SCHOOL WANTED.

Petition for State Ald Is Sorr Being
Slgned.

[Special to The Ttmes-Dl.patch.J
ETNA MILLS, VA., January 27..A

bill passed ln the Legislature provides
that when the local school board of
any dlstrlct raises one-half the money
necessary to establlsh e. high school,
the State shall furnlsh the other half.
Knowlng thls provlslon, and at last be¬
lleving that a hlgh school ls really
necessary. the people of thls dlstrlct
are beginning to take some eteps
toward the establlshment of a high
school, or hlgh schools. A petition
to the local school board. asking it to
use every effort toward the immedlate
beginning of at least one school' is
now being signed by the patrons.

It ls proposed that bulldlngs to cost
from $2,000 to $25,000 be bullt. They
are to be placed at evenly divided dls-
tances from the patrons. Thc bulld¬
lngs are to contaln from four to six
rooms, so that the several grades can
be thoroughly and properly conducted\
and auditorium in the rear.
The need of high schools, llke that

of good roads, has long been felt ln
thls (Mangohlck) dlstrlct, and many
of the people are beglnnlng to see
that there cannot posslbly be any good
school system untll at least one high
school is secured. The money that is

j carried away from thls district to other1
I schools every year would establlsh in
a. few years, ana run three or four
high schools. People every year send
their sons and dfctighters away to
other schools, that they may get more

grammar school training, not to con¬
slder hlgh school education, and send
them to schools very often that glve
slmply hlgh school educatlon. It
means that for each boy or girl that
goes to school elsewhere, there goes
from the dlstrlct each year from S250
to $350, and it goes to pay for some¬
thing no better than that whlch could
be had at home.
Now it ls proposed that that $250

to $350 that each student pays each
year to somebody else be put Into a

hlgh school ln thls distriot.
