,-¦ .1 the addrbss before the studenta
of th'-1 Hampton Normal an.l Agrlcul-
tural tnstllutc Ihls mornlng on the oc-
caslon of the slxteenth annual cole-
bratlon of "Foiinders' Day." Washlng¬
ton graduated from' tho Hampton NOC*
nial jjchool in 1S7 5, belng the flrst stu¬
dcnt that ever recelved a diploma from
thls school. He was personally known
to the lute General Samuel C. Arm-
atrong, who started the school here In
1SBS, and wliosu honor the exerelses to-
day wero to commemorate. Besldes the
studonts and faculty of the school, a
crowd of noarly 2,000 people attcnded
the exarcls.es ln tho gymnaslum.

Th..- fiev. Dr. Hollls B. Frlssell, prln-
clpal or the Normal School. prcsided
nnd Introduced "Washlngton to the au-
dlenco as "Hampton Instltuto's most
illustrlous graduate and dlstlngulshed
son."
After pnylng a trfbute to the per-

sioiial Hfe ot General Armstrong. Wash¬
lngton launrhcd Into a discussion ol
thls fhcme, "Some Reaults of the Arm¬
strong Mea." The speaker brought
out the wonderful beneflts that have
come to the negro and Indlan through
General Armstrong's generoslty In
founding the Hampton Normal School,
and thus giving the negro the chance
to be tralned both ln heart and hand.
He urged the negro students to llve
clean llves and constantly keep ln
front of them the lessons taught them
by the acts and deeds of General Arm¬
strong. Washlngton hooted at the ldea
that the Southern people were opposcd
to the education of .the negro, declar-
Ing that tlie whltes of the South recog-
ttize that lt is education that maket
the negro a better man, a cleaner mar
and flts hlm for better citlzenship.

Himself.

WILMINGTON, N. C, January 31.
At Second and Nun Strcets, a pronii-
nent polnt, u double trnRody was en-

acted here thls afternoon. K. A. Mlse,
aged thlrty-one years, and formerly
of Atlanta, shot hls wife twlce and
then omptied the remalnlng, contehta
of the revolvor Into hls own body.
Both died ln a hospital shortly after-
waiils. Mise left a letter statlng that
rather fthan be forced to have hls
child brought up by the mother at the
home of her parents. who live here
he would kill her. The child spoken
of is seventeen ytnonths old. Mlse's
wife was a daughter of .1. H. Land,
of thls Clty, and 'whlle attendlng a
commerclal school ln Atlanta met Mise,
They marrled and contlnued to live
there. A few tnonths aso they came
to Wilmington, but Mlae did not work
much. and was practlcally supported
by his wife's father. Thla mornlng
the couple quarrelcd, and this after¬
noon, whlle Mrs. Mlae was on her way
to the First Baptlst Church, her hus-
banj met her, and the tragedy fol-
lowed. What Mise'* last worda to his
wife wero wlll nover be known. The
sharp crack of the platol brought
hupdred> of people to the scene, !ind
they behe.'d the two forms stretclied
unconacioua on the sidewalk, wlth the
brains of the woman oozing onto the
curb. That Mise premedftated the deed
was plnlnly shown by the letter.
