GAUSES A STORM

Many Protests Are Heard in
Washington Regarding
His Baltimore Speech.

SAYS MOUNTAINEERS
DO NOT KNOW OF GOD

Makes Plea for Uplifting Condi-
tion of Ignorant White People
in Mountains of the South.
More Than 5,000,000 Need
Help from Religious
People.

Times-Dispatch  Bureau,
Washington, D. C.,, Fehruary 1,
ORMER GOVERNOR GLENN, of
F' North Caroling, has caused &
storm of critielsm to descend
upon his heéad by words, reputed to
have heen made by him In a speech
dellvered In Baltimore last night.

The followlng account appeared in a
Washington paper thls morning;

“Governor Glenn made a strong nd-
dress, pointing out some dangers that
confront the people In this country.
Among thege, ha sald, are the desecra-
tion of the Eabhath, espeeially In the
large cltleg; the denger of 1,000,000
ignorant foreigners coming avery year
Into the country, many of them crimi-
nals; the |gnorant people at home who
are nol properly cared for; the concen-
tration of wealth Into the hands of o
fow mnien, thereby creating bitterness
between the wealthy and theé laboring
classes; ohild labor [n industria] worl,
and the growing strife between labor
and capltal.

“He gald that of the §6,000,000 people
In this country, about 59,000,000 are
Irreliglous, and of the #6,000,000 who
elalm to he rellzlous, less than half are
actlve for Christianity.

Muony Forelgners Immoral,

“Governor Glenn sald immigration
fhould be restricted, or the lgnorant,
Irreliglous foreigners should pe inet
when they land by religlous people
who can speak thelr language and
instruct them, Instead of being con-
trolled, as at present, by deslgning
men for Immoral purposes,

“He declareqd that In the mountain

regions extending from Marylang aewn |

to Alsbama, an area of 500 miles long
by 250 mlles broad, thera are 5,000,000
persons who need all tho attention
thet can be glven them by tha States
and by rellglous peaple. The majority
of them, he said, know little or nuth-
Ing about God, thousands having
never heard of the Saviour or the
Bible. They can  nelther reaj nor
write, and thelr domestic life s far
from ldeal.

CORDIALITY TOWARD
PANAMA AS A WHOLE

Government Commissary, the
Bone of Contention, Will Re-
main, . but Luxuries Will
Be Eliminated—Is Not
- Surprised at the Re-
portof Engineers,

ANAMA, Fobruary 1.—That Mr
Taft Is acting as paclficater In
the strong post-election factional
feeling which at times has been very
markad, {8 shown by the fact that Inv{-
tatlions hays been aent to, hoth Presl-
dent Obildin and’ Benor' Arias, at ons
time opposition candidate for the pres-
idency, to be at the dinner and redap-
tlon arrenged for.to-morrow by Hor-
bert Q. Bquires, the American mintater,
In honor of the Amerlcan Presldent-
elect. )

Mr. Taft this afternoon called upon
ex-Presldent Amador, who la 1. HEx-
President Amador and President Obal-
din have not been on friendly terms
for a long time becausa of political dif-
ferences,

Mr. Taft wishes te make It plain
that hls cordiality ls toward Panama
ae A whole, and not toward one or an-
other polltical faction, and hs hns en-
deavored durlng his stay here to treat
all men and all parties in thes same
cordial manner.

Comminsary to Sfay.

Both sides of the controversy which
has arlsen through the commissary
system will be glven & hearing, but
he will make no recommeandation with
regard to the treaty, which refers the
question to arbitration. Without doubt
the commlesary wlll continue, although
go-called luxuries wlll be eliminated.
Mr. Taft has expressed full confldence
in the judgment of Secretary Root In
this matter.

Prior to the vialt of Mr, Taft and
the board of engineers to the Culebrn
Cut to-day =all dynamite was removed
from the workings, so that possibllity
of accldent to the Presldent-slect
might be avolded. Although not speak-
ing for publeation, the englneers do
not concenl thelr gatlsfactlon of the
Gatun dam. Chief Engineer Llcuten-
unt-Colonel Goethals and the 'army en-
glineers engaged In the construction
worle are much gratified at the ra-
sults of the investlgation of the spe-
cial engineers. Colonel’ Gosthals sald
to-day that naval vesmels would sall
through the lock canal by January 1,
1915,

Engineern Are Plenaed.

CULEBRA., PANAMA, February 1.—
Willlam H. Taft and the engineers ac-
companying him reached here from
Panama to-day on a speclal train, and
made a detalled examination of the
fourteen miles of the Culebra Cut.

The fact that the existing plans for
the loclk and dam at Gatun are satls-
factory to the visiting engineers has
created a local feeling of optimism,
and the fears of dolay in the compla-
tion af tha work have beaen relleved,
Mr. Taft expected that the report of
the engineers regarding tha situantion
at Gatun would he favorable, and thelr
finding consenquently did not come as a
surprise to him. Ar, Taft and the en-
gineers are much gratiffed at the ex-
tent of the work .acoompllshed at
Culebra. Mra Taft will call this after-
noon on former President Amador, who

The syndicate, It bscame known to-
day, while it contains men of financiil
strength and proved tenacity of purs
posoe In rallroad deals, such ag Mr,
Hawley, Robert Fleming and a few of
Mr, Hawley's assoclates In other rall-
road vontures; also containg men who
participated In it for the sola purpose,
seemingly, of making a quick markef
turn. Beveral of these men, It was ra-
ported on good authorlty to-day, hava
already disposed of thelr holdings,
with the net result that whils the ayi-
dleata stlll holds by far ‘a greater
block of stock than does any othap
Eroup of men, it will he nocessary for
it to eecure the co-operation of Tnde-
pendent stockholders if the syndlcata
s to assume physlcal control of thw
property. . }

Heldings for Sale. *

It fs taken for granted In well in-
formed raflrond efrcles that the re-
malnder of the synidlcate holdings are
for sale, elthor In the open market, {f
a falr chance for sale In Lhe open mar-
