FlnniTcJally, tho report of the Stntr

PenlteniUary for the year of 1908, sub-
mltted to Governor Swanson yesterday
by Supctrlntcnrlent E. F. Morgnn, shows
n. net Ealn for tho State of $26,183.17.
The report of tho superlntcntlcnt re-
vle'wftd fully the work of tho year and
made many reeommendallons for the
¦better oonduct of the instltntlon, He
called epeclal nttcntlon to the necd of
«. new kltchen and a dlnlng-room, say¬
ing that the present kltchen was a dis-
grace, and that tho methotl of fccdlng
the prisoners In thelr colls wns both
.unsanitary and costly. The superln-
tendemt asks for a parole oftlcer, nnd
addltional guards on account of the
electrlc chalr.

Accordlng to the report of the stir-

geon, Dr. Clinrles V. Carrlngton, thero
have heen ninny sorlous cases, during
the yenr, but tho death rate hns
heen held to the atnall raito of slx to
the thousand. Llke tlie superlntendent,
ho poliits to the urgent neeel of a new
nnd sanitary kltchen and dlnlng-room,
eaylng thnt the convicts nro now eat-
Ing llke savages without knlves and
forks, whlch, In hls opinlon, Is de-
hasing In lts eftect, bcsldes helng waste-
i"iil and unhyglcnlc.

Concernlng tho electrlc chnlr, Dr.
Carrlngton says, "It Is a swlft, sure,
colomn nnd nwe-liisplrlng mode of pun-
ishment, nnd to my mind is Inflnitcly
more humanc tlian hanglng."

Dr. Carrlngton appends a full 11st of
the varletles of disease treated during
the flscal year ondlng E'eptember 30.
The llst seems to contaln almost every
islckness known, from the slmplest to
the most compllcated, though thosa of
*t serious nattire were greatly lnfthe
mlnorlty. Only four cases of pulmo-
Jiary tuberculosls are reported. In the
course of the year, 235 tceth were ex-
t.racted by the penltentlary dentlst. On
the farm and in the bulldlng, thlrty-
elx prlBoners eBcapcd. Of these fifteen
¦were whlte men, twenty colored men
onrt pne colored womnn. Twenty-two
¦were recaptured, lenving fourteen now
et large.

Mattie Beverly, Colored, Rcduced

to Hopeless Despair by
Divorce.

Itoduccd to tho lnst strcss' of hope¬
less despair on nccount of tho divorce
by whlch aho had boen scparatod from
her husband and her lnablllty to sUp-
port her ten-months-old child, Mat¬
tie Beverly, colored, of 1001 North
Elghth Street, onrly yesterday morn¬

ing tried to drown her child ln a bath-
ttib and then eiideavorod to cornmlt
sulclde by the same method.

She held tho baby ln tho water
untll she thought It dead, and then,
taking lt out, attempted to hold her
own hoad down ln the tub untll Bhe
slowly strangled to death. But tho
impulses of her physical nature over-
came tho power of hor will and the
\*fl& desire for death. She ralsed her
liead from tho' tub, shrleking. Hor
crles arousod the other peoplo ln the
house, and all rushed upstalrs.
The woman ran out of tho house,

but she -was caught and brought
back, and Dr. Sterrett, of the clty
ambulance, was summonod. He at-
tended the baby flrst, restorlng it,
after some hard work, to conscious-
ness. lts mother had thought the
child dead when lts .struggles ceased,
but she took it out just in the t,»cK
of" time. Tlie woman was not much
lnjured, though she suffered greatly
from norvous shock, superlnducou by
the previous depresslon whlch she liatl
undergone for weeks.
Both mother and child wero after-

was .summonod, but the nnture of hls
injurii.s wns not discoverc-d until shori-
ly after lo o'clock, when Dr. Matfthevvu
wns culled. Mr. Dobbins wus at onco
tnkon /o tho hospltal, where an opcra-tlon wUh perfortned. Ho stood the op-oratlorl successfully, 'and somo hopofor hi.-i recovcry was entcrtalnod, but
ftn hour iater coinplicatlons sot in, and
Mo dic-d.- Dr. Mattlic-Wd, who porforrnedthe operatlon, luld that tho fraoture
waa tho most sovere he evcr saw. lt
extendod from Just abovo the rlghtoye, back behlnd the ear to the baaeof the brain. All four bones in tht
rlght slde of tho head wero brokennnd mashed against the brain,Mr, Dobbins waa flfty-seven years nf
ago, and had llved In thls clty nearly
all hls life. He was horn ln Choster-
flold county. Hc was an Iron moulder
by tradc, but for the past fow yearshls health had not pertnlttod hlm to
work. Besldes hla wife, he la aurvlvod
by four sons.-W. J., James W., C. J.
and E. J. Dobbins, and Misses Catho-
rino and Margaret Dobbins, of this clty.
The funeral will take placo from Mcado
Memorial Eplscopal Church to-morrow
afternoon at 3 o'clock. lnterment will
be made ln Maury Cemetery.

As the matter now &tands the much-
mootceJ questlon ls a deud lssue. lt ls
certalnly dead for a number of yeni3
at least, and what promlsed to be the
prettlest ballot flght cver seen ln thls
Ity, will not come off. lt may hurt

tho clvic pride of the antl-cOnsollda-
tlonlsts to know that Richmond doob
not want Manchester ns much as Man-
hester thouirht she dld, but those Who
were communlcat.nl with last nlRhf
wero happy neverthelees. When tln
que&tion comes up agaln, if lt evcr

does, Manchester will probably modify
lts demaneh, many of whlch Richmond
Aldermen consldered unreasonablo.

Now for Swnnaborn.
ComTrrg hnrd upon the heels of the

now dead Manchcster-Richmond consol¬
ldatlon questlon, comes the news from
Swansboro thnt the folks ln that llttla
town, as a majority, are ns blttorly
opposed to becomlng annexed to Man¬
chester. as a great many citlzens of
thls clty wero to Manchester becomlng
a part of Richmond.
