ANN ARBOR, MICH., February 17..

.lamea Burrell Angell. L.U D., to-day
aubmltted his reslgnatlon of the presi-
dency of the linlveralty of Mlcblgan,
to take effect at the close of the aca-

dcmlc year next June. and the board of
rcgents creatcd the offloo of chanccllor
and offered it to Ur. Angell at a salary
of <4.00O a year. toget.ier ivlth the con-
tinued usc of the prcsldent'a manslon
on the UniveiFlty campus. Dr. Angell,
who on January 7 last celobrated hls
elghtleth birthday, has dlrected the
phenomcnal growth of the universlty
slnce 1S71, when he came to its presl-
dency froin tho presldency of the Unl-
versity of Vermont.
Not only has President Angell estab-

lii-lif.'d an eminent posltlon among edu-
cators and endeared hlmself to the
thousaiuiH of studenta who have re-

celved thelr edueation at Ann Arbor,
but twice he has been supimoned to
undertakc dlplomatio miasiona abroad
as mlnister to Chlna ln 1SS0 and to
Turkey ln 1897.
Four yoara ago President Angell sub-

mitted his reslgnatlon, but tho regents
at that time refusod .to accopt it.

Mr. Cummins Says Action of
the Senate Is Rcbukc

to Ilim.

NAVY APPROPRIATION
BILL PASSES SENATEI

Marines Arr. Rcstored to Battle-
ships and Cruisers After HoL
Argurnent, and Proviston Ts

Made for Two of the
Largest Type of

Battlcships.

WASHINGTON. February 17..DIs-
cdsfclrig the artlon of the Sen-
ate ln restorlng the niarine

corpa to the battleships ln accordanco
wlth the naval approprlatlon blll, Sen¬
ator Cummlna, ol Iowa, to-day, ln a

vlgorous defenae of President ROOBO-
velt. declared that the provislou would
be acc-ppted b.s a rehuke to the Presi¬
dent. Thts statement Senator Halc re-
aentod. and 4n doing po declared that
Congreas wm acting wlthln ita woii-
eatahlished authority.

Mr. Cummlna declared the a.ction of
the Senate ln restorfng the marino
rorps to the baftleshlpa would be re-

garderj by the people at large as nn

atffrnpt to correct a mistake of the
rr*«ldent.

Rebuke in Prealdcnt.
"I recognlze tt. and the country will

recognize It, as another assault upon
Theodore Rooaevelt," declared Mr.
Cummlna. "My sense of Justlce will
not j*ermlf roe to allow thla matter to
pass wlthoul expresslng the predle-
tlon that tho mlstakea of Theodore
Rooaevelt will paaa away froni the
memory of rnen. I auppose. ho has
niad'- some mistakes. If he has not
he 1p far from a flt aasoeiate with the
men of hla time.

Mr. Hale Fald: "Tt has eome to a

very hard pass if ln lts dlscretlon over
the management of the large concerna
of the Navy Pepartment.a department
for whleh Congreas approprlatea $150.-
000,000.Congreas cannot retetore a

condition that existed for 100 yeara, lf
It cannot paes a measure that te
against an order of the President,
without the matter belng considerod
an assault upon hlm. I deny here In
terma, and I hope I deny for the Sen¬
ate. the right of any Senator to take
au-b ground aa to arralgn Congresa
and to declare that It la Intended, and
that it Is the purpose of jegtstrtlon
pasfed here, to assault the Chlef Ex-
ecutive. It is simply the exerelse by
Congress of 1ts natural eontrol. which
certair.ly Is equal to the confrol of
the President over the Navy Depart¬
ment. Wlth thls dlsclalmer I leave
the Senator."

Rooaevelt's Ilead l« Snfe.
Senator Tillman sustained Mr. Hale's

attltude, and in the course of hls re-

marks aaid: "This thlng was fought
out 200 years ago, and Charles I.
lost hls head for contendlng for Juat
what the Senator from Iowa contenda
for."

Tn view of the advancing years of
the Senator from South Carollna," re-

plied Mr. Cummins, "I thlnk tho Presi¬
dent of the TJnlted States Is safe, and
I do not fear for my own head."
Senator Rorah next took the floor

in opposltlon to the marlne oorps pro-
vislon. Then a roll call was taken on
the amendment replaclng the marlne
rorps on board vessels of the navy.
The amendment was adopted by a
vote of 51 to 12.
The battleshlp provlslon was then

taken up, and Senator Lodge made an

tmpassloned appeal to the Senate to
reverse lts action In reduclng the slze
of the two battleshlps from the type
cos.tlng $6,000,000 each to two of the
type of the Utah and Florida. costing
$1,500,000. He declared that it would
be necessary In tho future to keep a

powerful fleet in the Paciflc.
Senator Perklns, c.ommentlng upon

the blll, referred to the President's
recent statement concernlng his attl¬
tude toward the navy, and sald he dld
not bellevo the President had wllfully
vlolated the ninth commandment of the
Decalogue.
Questlons by Mr. Tillman caused Mr

Perklns to remark that he thouglr
thero was no danger of war wlth Ja>
pan. He lnslsted that that natlon hac
no basis upon which to stand as agains
the United States. Ho sald he believec
in llving up to tho treaty With Japan
under which the States retaln all polic<
powors.
An aye and no vote on the amend

ment favorlng tho smaller type of bat¬
tleshlp over the 26.000-ton vessels re
sulted in lts defeat by a vote of 30 t<
45. Senator La Follette then addresset
the Senate upon hls amendment to cre-
ate a commlsslon to conslder a plai
for consolidating tho work of thenavj
in a smaller number of yards or sta-
tions.

Chargea Extravngance.
Mr. La Follette chargod that then

liad been politlcal distrlbution of thi
work of tlie havy. He thought then
had been dlscrlnilnatlon against thi
South. He also charged tho manage
ment of the navy yards with "crimlna
wa-ste and cxtravagance."
Tauntlng Mr. Tillman with havlni

sald, ln speaking of naval appropria
tions: "If you want to hava any steal
ing, I want my share," the Senato
from Wlsconaln declared that that wa
an evldenco of human nature that 1
waa not doslrable to cnaourage.
Mr. lja Follette sald no Senator whi

had a navy yard ln hla State shouh
be made a niumber of the Commltte'
on Naval Affalra, but they ahould b>
given full heatings by other Senator
wbo should be on that commlttee. Sen
ator Dlx'on auggeated that Speake
Oannon had deolined to appolnt on th
Naval Affalrs Commlttee of the Hous
Representatlves who had navy yard
ln their distrtcts.
Senators Frye, FUnt and others sug

gested that )f auch a polloy -waa gen
erally adopted on the Commlttee o

Commerce, Agrtoulture. otc., the resul
would beoome rldlculoua. Mr. Fry
sald that if such a prlnclple wera ap
plled to the Commlttee on Commerc
ldaho would have to supply all of th
aeventeen members.
The La Follette amendment went ou

on a poln't of ordor by Mr. Tillman.

Mistreated and Bound

to Bath Tub.

IS SUPPOSED TO BE
YICTIM OF PLOT

Man, Well Known in Scveral
States, Is Alleged to Be tho
Principal, and Former Ern-

ployer an Assistant.Po-
licc Do Not Believc

Strange Story.

CH.1CAGO, IL.U, February 17..A
myateriouB caae developed to-day
when the body of Miaa Ella

Gingles waa found tuhed to the aup-
porta of a. bathtub ln the Wellingtori
Hotel, in the heart. of the i-lty. Whe-
ther Bhe was the vlntim of a plot. ai
ahe tncoherently alleged in her fcw
ronaclous moments, or chose fantastln
meana to retallate on a woman whom
Bhe beliefed to havo h»pn her enemy,
la the rpieation that the polleo set
about to aolve.
When a chambermald aought to en-

ter tho houao bathroom on the fourth
floor, she found the door bolted from
the Inaide. Tho houae r.arpenter opened
the door and dlscovered Miaa Glngles,
( lad only in a nlglitgown, bound to
the bathtub, whlch was partly fllled
with blood-colored water. a waate
aitik was In the same ronditlon. The
glrl's handa wero bound with llght
cords and fastened to the tub.
A second cord, drawn tlghtly about

her knees, held the lower portion of
her body to the lower legs of the tub.
Her fa'.e ahowed ruts and brulaes, and
It waa latcr determincd that ahe had
been mlatreated.
Tho girl was alao apparently suf-

ferlng from laudanum poisoning. A
two-ounce bottle containing laudanum
was found ln the room and near it an

empty clarot bottle.
Tella Strange Story.

Later in the day at a hospital whi-
ther ahe was taken. Bhe recovered
consciouanesa for several mlnutes.
Chief of Detectivea CfBrien waa it
her bedfiide and to hlm ahe told a

s-trange tale of having been attacked
near her rooming plaxe, 40* La
Salle Avenue, last night by a man

and a woman. Ono of them atrue.k
her and the othor threw pepper ln hei
eyes. Sho waa then hustled into a

cab.
.She knew no more, she told tho

captaln, until she regalned consclous-
ness at 9 o'elock laat night ln a atrange
room. She recognlzed the apartment
aa belonging to the Welllngton Hotel,
ahe aaid. and wrote a note to her
friend, Miss Mary Joyce. Sho threw
lt over the transom with a penclled
note on tl)e envelope aaklng "aomo bell
boy" to tna.il it. Tho latter ran.

"Mary: Will be killed at Welllngton
Hotel. Come tjuick. Ella.

It waa this note which iset the police
on the trail to-day. At the hotel the
detectivea found that no "Ella Glngles"
was reglatered thore. When her sense-

less form was dlscovered later the
police werc advised, and three de-
tecttves at onco began work on the
case.

Vlctlm of Well-Knowro Man.

The narae of Miaa Agnea Barreti
was brought into the case by Miss
Gingles, who said she belleved the
woman who helped seize her waa Miss
Barrett, who had a shop in the Wel¬
llngton Hotel butlding. A few weeks
ago Miss Barrett caused the arreat ol
Miss Glngles. who ia nineteen year.«
old, on a charge of stealing $51
worth of lace in the store where ahf
was employed. Mlsa Glnglea came tc
Chicago two montha ago from Ireland
and, being an expert lace-maker, founc
employment with Miss Barrett.

This employment ceased with th<
theft charge.

ATtorney O'Ponnell, who repreaent
the girl, outlined a atory of |jow th<
girl'a youth, vlrtue and beauty madi
her tho objeot of persecution on thi
part of a man who, he aaid, was wel
known in several States. This man, h(
declared, waa aldod by at leaat one wo

man in his efforts to got posseaslot
of tha young Irlsh girl. who has m

relattves on this slde of tha Atlantle.
Tliwarted, the conaplrators multl-

plled troubles about their vlctlm'
head. Still sha resisted, aldod by gooi
frtenda. The unexpected end, the law
yer concluded, came to-day.

Story Now Doubted.
Chief Deteetivo O'Brlen sald to

nlght: "I beiieve, after lnveatigatim
that the girl'a story of how ahe wa

bound and cut Is untrue. I believ
that tho peraons named by her as he
assallants aro innoeent. The girl coul
have broken the cords whlcn boutu
her to the bath tub."

Tho Indlnt-
menta on which the warrants were
based wera returned to-day by thti
Unlted States grand Jury slttlng In
thls clty, and tho warrants were
Ifsued lator by tho clerk of Crlmlnal
Court No. l. Tho warrants are dlrect-
ed against all flvo of the naturai ue-
fendanta ,'of the two newspapers.
The autnmons reqniree tho corporate

defendant (tho Press Publishing Com-
pany, of New York) :o appear in court
forthwlth to ansWT the lndlctment.
Dlstrict Attorney Baker probably will
not send the c.oploa of tlie bench war¬
rants and the certltled coplea of the
Indlclmenta to New York or to Indla¬
napolls for a day or two.
They were placed late to-day ln the

hands of the Unlted States marshal
here, and ho will proceei wltn them
In aceordance with the direcLlons of
Mr. Baker.

Tbose Yllllflcd.
Theodore Roosevelt, William H,

Taft, Ellhu Root, J. Plerpont Morgan.
Charles P. Taft, Douglas Robinson and
William Nelson Cromwell are named
in the lndlctment as tho persons al-
leged to have been villified by the
stories appearlng ln the two new.V
papers,

Coples of the aummons and of the
lndlctment were aerved thls evenlng
upon the Presa Publishing Cornpany
by servlce on Otto Carmichael, its
agent in thls jurlsdtction. Tho certi-
fied copie.i will be dellvered to Unlted
States Commlssfoner John Shlelds, of
New York, who will issue warrants for
the arrest of the naturai defendants
of the New York World, who will be
brought before hlm to show cauae why
they should not be extradlted to thls
Jurlsdtction for trlal.
Tn the evetit the comtntssioncr *hould

hold the indictment sufrlelent, and the
offense is one upon which the detend-
ants may be extradlted to thls jurls-
diction. the defendants can sue out a

wrlt of habeas corpus and have the
commissloner's declslon revlewed by tne
United Statos Dlstrict Court for tne
Southern Dlstrict of New York. Should
the declslon of thls court alao be' ad-
verse to the.ir Interests, the caso can

then be taken to the Supremo Court of
the Unlted States for final revlew. -fhls
proceeding was followed in the case of
State Senator George T. Green, of New
York, who was Indlctcd ln thls clty
about slx years ago ln connectlon with
tho post-ofhee lrregularlties.

If the defendants should pursue the

oourse outllned, at least a year prob¬
ably will elapso beforo the defendants
can bo brought to trlal. Failure of an

atternpt to blackmail hlm, according
to William Nelson Cromwell, was the
reason for the publicatton of the sto¬
ries, which, he declared to-day, "were
(jxceptlonal and premeditated and made
with free knowledge of their Infatnous
source and after specific warning by
mo of their falslty."
"Tbo stories," he added, "were con-

cocted more than two and a half years
ago by unscrupuloua partlea ln New
Y'orlc, some of whom have crlmlnal rec-
ords, ln an atternpt to olackmuiL me."
He sald that he waa asked to pay

$25,000 to have the. stories suppressed.
"I do not beltevo the World was a purty
to these attempts, but it was deailng
wlth the same gang. The indictment of
the New York World and tho Indlan¬
apolls Nowa lt not an Indictment .of the
press of tho United States, aa they
would llke to mako it appear to obtain
the support of tho general press of
the country. I am ln favor of a free
and unmuzzled press."

MURDER AND SUICIDE
Youth Kllla nirl In Taileab and Th<M»

Sboota Hlmself.
READING. PA., February 17..Whlle

ppe^ding along In a taxioab here early
to-day, Stella. Rocktaahel, aged oigh-
tcen yeara, was ahot and killed, and
her companlon. George E. Knaut,
twenty yeara old. nfter dlrectlng the
rhauffeur to hurry to a hospital, turned
tho revolvcr that. killed tho girl tipon
hlmself, and he aent a bullet Into his
heart. dying almoat Instantly. Wheth-
er there had been a quarrel or the two
had agreed to dte together haa not yet
been deflnitely determlned.

feur was atartled by a revolver ahot.
A moment later, Becker declarea. the
man in the cab yelled excltedly: "Drlve
to the hospital." Becker rushed the
machine to the Keadlng Hospital.
Just as he entered the hospital grounds
there was a second shot Insldo the cab.
The young woman was found in a heap
on the seat of the cab. She was dead,
with a bullet wound In the rlght
slde of her hcad.
The man. tno. waa dead, havtng shot

hlmself through the heart. "\
Knaut was a telephone Inspector.

Tnqulry into thp case developed that
Knaut had asked aeveral poraons yes-
terday to lend him a revolver. saylng
he wanted to go to a mascjuerade ball.
As there was no publie mask ball here
laat night, the authorlties are of the
oplnlon that the case was one of mur¬
der and aulclde.

Cooper's Trial.

YOUNG WOMAN COULD
NOT TELL LANGUAGE

Colonel Ccopcr Used Vile Epi-
thets in Discusstng Situation
Just Beforc Sliooting.Sharp
Knew What Was Going
On With His Back

Turned.

NASHVn.LB. TENN, February 17.-*
Marked by bitter quarrels ba*
tWeen attorneya and by new and

atartlln^ testimony, the aecond day of
the Cooper-Sharp trlal for the murder
of former Senator Carrnack ciosed with;
the State hlghly elated and the defens<*
vislbly perturhed. The tenaton be-
tween tho factlons has tightened vla-
ibly. too. Thla Is ludlcatad ln rh<§
courtroom by bitter passages between
opposing connsel and outside by mora
t'lttfr talk by partlsans. Whlte it waa
clearly a fleld day for the prosecutlon,
lt must be remembered that the testi¬
mony was glven by tho State's wltnesa-
es only, and that tlie defense is yet ta
be hoard from.

Three Star Wltneasea.
There were three star wltnesaes, and

all of them women. Miss Mary Skef-
flngton, tho State Llbrarian. and a
young woman of exceilent posltlon *o-
clally, waa the flrst. She told how, 011
the day of tho murder, she Ieft tha
State Llbrary and walked down Seveuth.
Avenue. When wlthln 200 feet of the
scene of the shootlng she mat John.
Sharp, one of the defendants, whom she
had known for ten or twolve years.
.rust as she greeted hlm she heard threa
shots, and asked Sharp what lt meant.

Wltnout turning a.round to learn,
ushe says; Sharp replled, "Thafs Dunc.
Coopcr shootlng Senator Carrnack."
By tho aecond wltnesa, Miss Dalay

Loo. the State lald the foundatlon upon
which it will baao lts contentlon that
tho slaylng of Carrnack waa the re-
sult of a consplracy. MIS3 Lee ls a,
stonographer in tho offlce of James
Bradford, one of tho attorneys for tha
defense.

C'ouldn't Repeat Longaage.
Robin Cooper had offices wlth Brad-.

ford's law firm.
Miss l.ee, tr<-rabllng wlth fright and,

almoat *lek wlth worry, told how, on
the morntng of November 3, the day
6t the tragedy, when she arrlved at
tho offlce she found Colonel Cooper al-
ready there In conference with hls. son.
She heard tho colonel denounce Car¬
rnack for using hls (Cooper's) nanie,
arid declare he had a right to protect
hlmself. Later she heard Colonel
Cooper apply to him (Carrnack)
epllhets so vile that s-ho crlod when
ordered to repeat them. The court
permltted her to wrlte them. and when
they were read she covered her faco
with her hands.

Miss Lee then told how at 3 t\ M.
thero began a conference in Bradford'3
ofhco between the two Coopera, Brad¬
ford and Adjutant-General Tully
Brown. This conference lasted until
4 P. M., when lt broko up and tha
Coopers left together.
She sald there was a look of worry

and troublo on tho boy's face that
she had never seen thero before.
Misa Lee's duty, among other thtngs,

was to answer the telephone, Thera
are desk extenslons Into.prlvato offlcea
of the members of the firm. It waa
her custom to answer the telephonu
and call by an electric button suelx
members of tho firm as were wanted.
Half an hour after tho Coopers leffi
tho offlco thne telephono rang, and,
as usual, Miss Lee answered it.

Heard 'I'houc t'ouversatlon,
She heard a volco aay:
"la that you, Jlm?" and heard At-.

torney Bradford say "Y'es."
Sho hung up her recelver, but not

before she recognized the voice as)
that of Colonel Cooper. A moment;
later she hoard Bradford say over tha
telephone:

Sho lnslsted that Bradford was not

in the hablt of answering the tele¬
phone unlesa called by her. It ap-
peared to be tho tntent o£ the Stata
to have tho jury believo that a con¬
ference to slay Carrnack was hald, and,
that tho kllling resulted from thla
conference.

Whatever followod
eausod Mrs. Burch to become hystri-
leal.
