AGLE MOUNTAIN, VA, February
18 —Mary Dobbs, tha fourtesn-
year-old daughter of a wall-
known farmer, who rosides at Glen
Wilton, was eriminally sssaulted and
then murdered by an unknown nngro|
at'b o'clock this evenlng, The negro
wan captured flye hours later one mile’
east of Iron Gate, xnud |y now being
taken to tha jall at Clifton Forge.

The erime was committed near the
girl's home, In Glen Wilton, which s
w villagoe saveral miiles west of liera
on the Chesapeake and Olln Rallwiy.
She was dn her way home from school,
and was passing UWirough o lonaly
strip, of woods when sha waa  at-
tacked.

The crime was not
about an hour lator, when the girl's
desd body was found. Her throat had
been cot from ear to ear, and appar-
ently ehe had been dead for some time.
