There has been further evldence
Withln tho paat few days of the vlew
ftxpressed In these dlspatcnes tnat Aus¬
tria would welcome any lndlscreet act
on the part of Servla whlch would give
her a moral excuse for a "temporary
mllltary oceupatlon" of the llttle klng¬
dom. Thls, of course, would mean the
end of Servla, for the world ltnows
exactly what temporary mllltary occu-

patlon by Austria really means.
What AtulrU Wlll Do.

It 1b safe to go a step further. and
lt ls assumed that Austria wlll take
possesslon of Servla wlth or wlthout
further excuse lt she thlnks she can

do so wlthout provoklng a general
European war. That danger. however,
¦mounts to almost certainty ln tha
oplnlon of most observers outside of
Vienna, ln the present state of affairs.
